HEAD LIGHT IS 50 C. P.

IS A POWERFUL LIGHT

During Ike past Iwr years, there
ha. been a marked effort M the
part of the railroads to light
more train- - bv electricity. Ex
plosions of illuminating gas ami
fim rumH tiTitrimiaj ! h iJ tf r
were the direct '"n- - this
mnwMi innAilifirin light- -

ing. Leading railroads of the
country, including the New York
Central and the l'ennsy I vania,
are uow lighting most of their
principal trains by the electric
current. Flectrieit v irives a hril- -

liant, economical an safe light- -

m and it is not surprising that
its use is raoidlv increasing

The Chicago. Burlington á
(Juincy railroad has now equip- -

ped all it- - through trains with
electric lighting Mxty-seve- n of
the best h iniot i ves being equip
ped with Curtis turbo-generator-

Tin se little steam turbines,
which whirl small but powerful
electric generatfirs, are mounted
M top of the locomotive boileraad
take up so little room that they
are hardly noticeable. Each tur- -

bine secures its steam from the
main Ix.iler. As all the coaches
are wired ami fitted for electric
lights all that is necos-ar- y in
making up tfie train is to lock
the cabla connections between
the engine and the first coach,
an operation that takes but a
second or two. The tiny turbine
requires but little steam "and
keeps up a steady flow of elec
tricity during the entire run
whether th. train in

"n "lament stereopticon lamp.
arranged with the usual reflector,
and is said to give six times as
much light as the
oil headlight used in suburban
service. There is a marble panel
in the cab of the locomotive
equipped with a voltmeter and
rheostat, the latter permitting
adjustment to meet the varying
load on the lamp circuit.

The chief dangers of gas and
oil for train lighting exiet in time
of serious wrecks. Time and time
again the old oil lamps have
overturned, scattering inflam-
mable oil ahoet, and setting the
traiu on lire. In cases where
the cars are overturned and
twisted alwmt the gas tubes and
pipes have broken, causing ex- -
