NO CRITICISM WITHOUT FACTS

It is necessary for Thk Nkw- - to suspend tem-

porarily the publication of editorials dealiug with

the work of the board of county commissioners.

This delay is necessay in order to get the detailed

facts from the records.

The statements that have been

made were direct charges, and were supported by

the records.
