JUDGE SUSTAINS THE
FEDERAL CONTENTION

He Ruled Adversely on

Motion to Have Jury In-

structed to Disregard Other
Allegations.

The court also ruled adveniely on

Dressed Meat company by tho alleged
packer' combination.

The court gave tho ruling ut tho
opening or the csslon nnd tha fact
that the decision sustained the gov-

ernment's position on every material
point was regarded a a severe blow
to the defense.

After the decision or tho court was
announced, recess wa taken until It
o'clock to nlvo the packers' attorney
opportunity to dit I whether they
