Sign Document.

QUARTER CENTURY ON
THRONE WITHOUT WAR

Ironmaster Calls Attention to
Fulfillment of Sacred Pro
mise Made By Wilhelm Up-

on Ascending Throne.

Berlin, Juno 10. The twenty-flft- h

anniversary of tha accession or Km-pcr- or

William to ths Imperial throno
was celebrated tmfay throughout tho
German empire, as a general holiday.

Tho commemoration, whleh had
been deferred from Its actual data out
of respect to tho memory of tho em-
peror's father. Hmperor Frederick,
coincides with tho forty-secon- d anni-
versary of tho triumphal return or
his grandfather at tho head of his
victorious army after tho Franco-Prussia- n

war und was naturally
marked by considerable military dis-
play. Emphasis, however, was laid
on tho peaceful aspects of the em-
peror's quarter-centur- y reign Indus,
trial and olvlo developments and tho
material prosperity ot tho country.

Tho presentation of an address by
the American Peace Society by An-dro- w

Carnegie, It. 8. Brookings of St.
Louis and J. a. Bchmldtapp of Cin-
cinnati, gave tho emperor an oppor-
tunity nt bringing out this aspect of
tho occasion. Ho responded to An-
drew Carneglo'ji congratulations on
completion of his twenty-fiv- e years
pencerul reign with an emphatic "I
hope we shall have twenty-fiv- e years
mora of peace."

Berlin, June io.--?m- n or the first
delegations received by liJmperor WIN
Hum today to congratulate him upon
tho twenty-firt- h anniversary of hla
reign, was Hint 'hoaded by Andrew
Carnegie.

Tho Americans presented to tho
emperor an address signed by a largo
number of their countrymen. Tho
address was In part as follows:

"His Imperial Majesty, tho Gorman
Umperor:

"On behalf of organizations and so-
cieties which represent tho effort of
American citizens of overy seutlon,
creed und race to advance tho cause
of civilization, wo venture to express
to your Imperial Mujesty our con-

"Tho memorable words of your ma-
jesty shortly after ascending the
throne, 'the peace of my country Is
soared to mo,' en mo both from tho
head and from the heart.

More than once during tho
last twenty-fiv- e years It has been tho
high prlvllega of your majesty not on-
ly to oxoraliio peaceful forbearance
but to Inspire It In others.
