In 1823, when Bishop Ravenscroft
took charge of the Diocese of North
Carolina (undivided) there were just
seven clergy, 480 communicants and 200
baptisms. Bishop Ravenscrofts salary
was $750, payable semi-annuall- y, ex-

clusive of what he might receive as rector
of Christ church, in Raleigh.

Bishop Ives succeeded Bishop Ravens-
croft in 1831, and found fifteen clergy
and 809 communicants.
