Buffalo, N. Y July 18 Prof.

FROJI MURPHY.

The Railroad Will Soon Be Completed
Cherokee Furnishes the Finest

Marble and Talc in the Wot IdPer-son- al

Mention, Etc.
Special to State Chronicle.

Murphy, N. O., July 12. Murphy is
the county seat of Cherokee county, the
extreme western county of North Caro-
lina, situated in the angle, formed by
the confluence of the Hiawassee and the
Valley rivers just above their junction,
in one of the most fertile and pictur-
esque valleys in the mountain section of
the State:

This beautifully situated town is ap-
proached by the Marietta & North Geo-gi- a

railroad from Atlanta, and the W.
N. C. R. R. is already graded to within
five miles and will soon be completed to
this town. It will then bo connected
by rail one hundre nnd twenty five
miles south with Atlanta and one hun-
dred and twenty five miles east with
Asheville and is destined at no dis-
tant day to be a railroad centre
of importance. Marble and talc of
the finest quality are found in vast
quanties in all this region. The Valley
river valley, in which Murphy is situ-
ated, has been found to be underlaid
with marble of the most beautiful and
finest varieties found on the American
continent, from the purest white to the
most magnificently variagated and deli-
cately tinted flesh color. Borings have
been made at a great many places from
twenty-fiv- e feet to one hundred and fifty
feet into this marble bed, and its thick-
ness is still unknown. CoL Charles N.
Hickerson, who lives some eighteen
miles east of Murphy, showed us some
specimens that were exceedingly fine,
taken from his place, and gave it as his
opinion that the valley was underlaid
with marble and talc, very nearly, if
not its entire length, and that ho
thought the beds would average three
miles in width. This however, he said,
was a mere guess, as no living man
knows the extent of this marble and
talc formation; but the indications are
that even this is far below the facts.
