AN OFFICER’'S DUTY.

The unfortunate (to say the least of it)
killing of the colored man by Officer
HoGUE in Raleigh Saturday makes the
question of the duty and right of a po-
lico officer one of special interest. The
Supreméd Court has just passed upon
that question in the case of State vs.
Sigman et al., and the opinion will be
found in the 106th volume of the N. C.

Reports shortly to be issued. In this
case the Oourt decides that after one ar-
rested for » misdemeanor has escaped,
the officer in pursuit is guilty of an as-
sault in firing a pistol the ball .from
which passes near the fleeing prisoner,
whether he intended to hit him or not.

The faots in the case were as follows:

Town Marshal Sigman, of Lenoir, the
defendant in this case, arrested Robert
Tuttle, thzdprooeoutor, on a lawful war-
rant, issued by the mayor of Lenoir,
charging Tuttle with having committed
an assault within the corporate limits of
said town. The defendant Sigman first
arrested Tuttle bf virtue of said war-
rant within the limits of the munici-
pality, bat by an artifice he escaped from
ounlui , and fled to a point three miles
beyond said limits. Subsequently Sig-
man pursued and arrested him at a
house three miles from the town, and
while en route for the town with the
prisoner, met the defendant Campbell,
and, summoning Campbell to assist,
5lmed Tuttle in his custody. After

1 bad taken the prisoner
into the town of Lenoir, the
latter again escaped, and fled
beyond the corporate  limits.
The defendants pursued him, Campbell
taking one direction and Sigman ancther.

The defendant Bigman found Tuttle
outside of the town and ran after him
some distance till he fled out of his sight;
but Tuttle ran near to the defendant
Oampbell, who pursued him, threaten-
ing to shoot, Campbell was within
about thirty yards, when, seeing that
he could not outrun Tuttle, he fired his
pistol. Tuttle testified that the ball
whistled by him, while Campbell swore
that it was not aimed at bim at all, but
was pointed towards the ground near to
himsell, and fired into the ground, in
.order to frighten Tuttle.

In rendering the decision Jupck
AVERY said:

If the prosecutor turned upon Cam
bell while he was pursuing h‘i’gx. and rI:

sisted arrest, the latter would have been
protected in the use of ad of force
that & jury would ordinarily consider
excessive, if he was acting in good faith,
and was free from the influence of mal-
State v. McNinch, 90 N. C., 695;

in custody, and he may kill his prisorer
to prevent his escape, provided it be-
comes neceseary, (1 Bish. Crim. Proc.
sec. 0618,) whether he be charged wilh
Bat when
a prisoner charged with a2 misdemeauor
has already escaped, the officer cannot
lawfully use any means fo recapture him
that be would not have been justified in
employing in making the first arrest;
aud, if in the pursuit he intentionally
killed the accused, it is murder; and if
it appear that death was not intended,
the offense will be manslaughter. 1
Whart. Crim. Law, seecs. 401-407; 2
Bish. Crim. Law, sec. 649; 1 Hale, P.
C. 481; Fost. Or. Law, 271.

A person may be guilty of an assault
upon another with a pistol without firing
it at all, and, if he does fire it, without
intending at the mament of firing it to
hit the person upon whom he 1s charged
with committing the offense. State v.
Morgan, 3 Ired., 186; State v. Myerfield,
Phil. (N. O.) 108; State v. Rawles, 65
N. 0., 334. Even if the defendants had
consented to the escape, they would
have been authorized to rearrest the
prosecutor on the same warrant, but
neither was empowered to use more
force than he would have been warranted
in using in first securing bim. Such use
of a pistol as would have made Camp-
bell guilty of manslaughter, if he had
killed the prosecutor, was an assault if
no acttial injury ensued. We do not
concur with the judge who tried the
case below in the opinion that the guilt
of the defendant Campbell depended on
his intention when he fired his pistol.
The prosecutor testified that the ball
passed near his head, and was fired when
the defendant was threatening to Kkill
bhim, while the latter swore that he
aimed the pistol at the gronnd when he
fired. Another witness thought the
weapon was pointed in the direction of
Tattle, and the defendant does not say
that it did not at any time bear upon the
prosecutor. If Campbell so used his
pistol in the pursuit as to constitute an
assault upon Tuttle, he was guilty, no
matter what may have been his actual
purpose when he shot. The law does
not justify killing one accused of a mis-
demeanor in order merely to stop his
flight, and we cannot concur in any
view of the law that might be construed
to justify such careless handling of gauns
or pistols, by officers armed with erimi-
nal process, as would ordinarily consti-
tute an assault, merely becanse they can
satisfy a jury that at the moment of fir-
ing they did not intend to hit one fleeing
from arrest on a charge of mizdemeanor.
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A BUGLE CALL.

(From New York Herald.)

The National Tribune, the Washington
organ of the pension sharks, sounds out
this spirited war cry to the old army vet-
erans:

Comrades, a long, long step has been
takenin the right direction. Let us now
gird up our loins for a vigorous battle
for the remainder of our rights—the pas-
sage of the Prisoners of War bill, the
repeal of the Limitation to Arrears, the
Equalization of Bounties and the Na-
tional Tribune per diem Service Pension

bill.

The repeal of limitation to arrears
would cost $471,365,400. Theequaliza-
tion of bounties will amount to $161,543,-
634. At the War Department it has
been officially ascertained that the Ser-
vice bill would necessite $1,133,109,820,
while the Prisoners bill would call for
about $11,500,000—in all about $2,000,-
000,000.

The veterans will be glad to know that
the editor of their favorite newspaper
now takes in, according to the Public
Ledger correspondent, over two thou-
sand dollars a day for fees, and that he
ranks among the richest men in Wash-
ington. He is said to be an obliging
man, and has been complimented on the
floor of the House for having indorsed
some of old man Raum's paper at the
banks. We hope this story is true, be-
cause we like the old man, and with so
much fat flying around, and he Pensions
Oommissioner, too, it would be a pity if
he did not carry some back to Illinois.
It is said that because of these indorse-
ments the editor of the National Tri-
bune has been allowed the run of the
Pension Bureau. We hope that is true
likewise. It shows that Raum has a
good heart, and that if the editor
scratches his back he will seratch the edi-
tor’s back. And this is as it should be,
and shows that we live once more in an
era of good feeling.

The National Tribune editor, with his
two thousand dollars a day out of the
veterans, and his summons to his *‘com-
rades” to ‘*gird up their loins” for a raid
upon the Treasury for two thousand mil-
lions more, has a keen eye for business.
He prints in large type another appeal
to the ‘‘comrades.” This is signed by
GENERAL BEAUREGARD and GENERAL
EARLY, and commends the advantages
of the Louisiana Lottery. The editor
prints this Confederate appeal from week
to week, and 1t must pay him a great
deal of money.

“Comrades,” this astonishing editor
virtually says, ‘‘on one page of my
gheet I call upon you to rally with me,
denounce rebellion and take two thous-
and millions more out oMthe Treasury.
On the other side I explain to you how
you may lose your money by a Con-
federate lottery.” ‘‘Gentlemen,” said
the showman ont on the plains as he
stood in front of his extemporized cab-
in, ““Gentlemen, step in and take part in
this Bible class under the lead of an ex-
perienced preacher. Or you may raise
the curtain, go behind and take part in
a red hot game of faro—noe.limit. Ad-
mission to all parts ten cents.”
