A CONSTITUTION.

Article 1. This organization shall be
known as the Young Men's Democratic
Clab of —— township, —— county.

Article 8. Five members of this club

#hall constitute a quorum ‘or the trans-
#ction of business.

BY-LAWS,

l. The club shall meet during politi-
cal campaigns on — night of each
' week.
2. The president shall have power to
call a special meeting of the club when-
ever, 1o his judgment, it may be neces-
~ sary, or shall call a meeting at
the written request of any four members
of the club; aud he shall give due notice
of such meeting by newspaper publica-
tion or otherwise. .

3. The deliberative proceedings of the
club shall be governed by general par-
liamentary rules.

4. No member shall be allowed to oc-
cupy the floor for a longer period than
ten minutes at one time, nor more than
twice on the same subject, without the
unanimous consent of the club.
