Winpsor, N. C., Oct. 2, 1890.
J. B. Eaves, Esq., Chairman Republican

State Committee, Raleigh, N. C.:

Dear Sik:—At the convention of the
Republicans of the 2n0d Judicial District
in Rocky Mount, I was nominated for
Judge of this district. The Republican
State convention ratified that nomina-
tion. Although grateful for this ex-
pression of confidence on the part of so

large a number of my fellow citizons,
I caunot accept the nominaticn. I
notify youin order that your commitiee
may take the necossary steps to il this
vacancy on your State ticket.

The tendencies of the Repuablican party
are such as to alarm every mau who
places the permanent welfare of his
country above temporary party adval-
tage. The National House of Repre-
gentatives, abandoning all pretense to
calm, wise and 1mpartial deliberation
has repressed free speech, free
inquiry and free discussion, has ap
pointed the speaker and the clerk a
permanent returning board for the coun-
ting of voters who donot vote, and has
enacte. legislation involving hundrecs of
millions of dollars without condescend-
ing to justify, or even excuse its oppres
eion ar-  without allowing inquiry to
te mate or discussion to be had cou-
cerning its justice or propriety. The
methods that have prevailed in that
body during the past tepsionths belong
rather to a packed convention of politi-
cal partisans held in a corner groggery
than to the ‘highest deliberative as-
sembly of a free and intelligent nation
It is doubtful whether the legislature
of any civilized people on earth has
transacted public business in the year
1890 with so little regard for the right
of speech and discussion, or of the real
interests of the people as the present
Congress, It has abolished parliamen-
tary rights that were observed during
the passion and turmoil of civil war and
the reconstruction period, and it has
imposed taxes which not even the
necessity of war roquired.

~ New States have been admitted into the
Union with a smaller population than
one of our Congressional districts; but
the votes of their Senators in the United
States Congress were thought necessary
to establish the vicious legislation and
perpetuate the power of a selfish and
insatiable oligarchy of millionaire mann-
facturers.

Sectionalism has been revived in iis
most odious shape. Every Southern in-
dustry has been taxed that could be sep
arated from the industries of the North,
On the tie that binds Southern cotton
the tax has been trebled; the twine
that binds Western wheat has been al
most freed from taxation. Southern
Democratic Senators vote to relieve the
Western laborers of unjust burdens,
while Western Republican Senators voie
to increase the unjust burdens upon
Southern labor. Such is their ideal of sta-
tesmanship! When asked to explain the
inconsistency of their votes, they laugh
in their sleeves, or justify their extor-
tion by crying ‘“Rebel.” Government is
becoming a game of plunder, and the
methods of the men who now control
the Republican majority are partly the
methods of highwaymen and partly the
methods of sneak thieves. A hali clad
negro in the Southern cotton field is
good plunder for the millionaire philan-
thropist who needs protection. Robin
Hood was more humane. In their de-
sire to oppress and plunder the South-
ern people they are willing to keep in
poverty and even to destroy the poor,
helpless, ignorant negro. What a parody
and a satire for such men to advocate a
force bill—FOR THE BENEFIT OF THE
NEGRO |

There is in this force Lill some devil-
ish design to involve the country in dis-
order, possibly to force a war of races,
and by this wicked expedient to divert
public attention from the game of plun-
der which they are playing with such
boldness and recklessness. No sane
man believes that the bill will add to the
political power of the 1vegro, or will in-
crease his opportunities for wealth, edu-
cation, moral eunlture or happiness.
~The leaders of the Republican party
seem to have abondoned the wise, Iiberal
and progressive policy inaugurated by
Garfield and happily carried forward by
Arthur and Cleveland. It required but
little statesmanship to continue this pol-
icy and to give the entire country a pe-
riod of npational development and of
progress in education, refinement and
culture, such as the world has never
seen before. The present administra-
tion has deliberately chosen to go back
thirty yearsin our political life, and it is
endeavoring to reverse the painfully
wrought results of the struggle of those
twenty years—results 1n the main whole-
some and beneficial. To begin these
siruggles anew will retard the now rapid
development of wealth, education and
refinement in the South; will inflame race
passion and prejudice ; will reopen the
bealing wounds of war, and will bring

o:igclisaster upon the negro race. No |

goodl results of any sort can possibly
comé¢ from this mad political scheme;
but, if carried through, it will contribute |
largely to the final overthrow of popular |
elections and popular government. .

I shall not follow such leaders or such
counsels.§ As a citizen of the Union, lov-
ing its constitution and history; as a |
Southern man believing in fairness and |
justice to all sections and races: as a
friend of the negro desiring his moral,
intellectual and financial improvement
as the proper basis of social and politi-
cal power; and, finally, as a self respect-
ing man, I shall not+be a Republican
candidate for any office, but shall vote
the entire Democratic ticket, Congres-
sional, State and county.
