THE GEORGIA STATE ALLI-
ANCE.

This body met in special session in
the city of Atlanta last week to con-
sider the establishment of an Alliance
Business Exckange for the order in
that State. Fifty-two counties were
representéd by ninety-two delegates.
| The Constitution says: “The Convention
was composed exclusively of farmers,
and a more solid, intelligent, conser-
vative body of men never assembled in
Atlanta.” Mr. Oswald Wilson, Presi-
dent of the Florida State Alliance,
and Mr., E. H. Brown, representing
the Business Exchange of Texas, were
present. It was a most harmonious
and enthusiastic meeting It inau-
gurated steps for raising $1,000,000
to establish the Exchange. This
fund is:not to be borrowed, but will
be raised by subscription and will
create a permanent fund upon which
the commercial rating and standing of
the Exchange will be based. The
Constitution says:

“The probability is that a State
Exchange will be in operation in
Georgia before the close of this year
—perhaps 1n time for the cotton crop.
Enough has been learned to justify
this speculation.

One thing is certain. The farmers
of Georgia mean business. They are
determined to buyv their supplies at
the cheapest possible rates and to sell
their produce at the best possible ad-
vantage. In other words, they pro-

pose to do business through new chan-
nels, created by themselves.”

Gov. J. B. Gordon was invited to
address the body. His appearance in
the hall was greeted with enthusiasm,
and he delivered a most eloquent,
sensible and highly acceptable ad-
dress. He said the object of the
Georgia Farmers’' Alliance was a most
commendable one, and he fully in-
dorsed the order and wished it abund-
ant success. It was a union of the
- producers of the State for the

He saw no reason why the farmers
of the land should not organize for the
purpose of guarding their interests as
well as the manufacturers or men en-
gaged in any other branch of indus-

try. As he understood it, the Georgia

ing the condition of the producers of
the State and thus adding to the gen-
eral prosperity of the people.

It was a most laudable object, and
it would give him profound pleasure
to encourage all legitimate means for
its attainments.

The session was short but business- |

like and very pleasant. The members
returned home inspired with renewed
confidence and hope and with a
stronger determination to make the
Business Exchange a complete suc-
cess. Let the good news from our
live, progressive brethren of Georgia
encourage our brethren in North
Carolina to broader and more determ-
ined effort, until we, too, shall have
an Exchange equal in strength,
efficiency and usefulness to the very
foremost among them all.

We see that Bro. Pickett, on his
return to Texas, admonished his
brethren that the Alliance of the
Lone Star State must look well to its
laurels or they would be plucked by
plucky North Carolina. Let our
brethren continue to cultivate that
harmony and fraternity which now so
happily prevails in our order all over
the State, and we will achieve results
that will do us great honor.

For the informotion of our esteemed
contemporary, the Democrat, we refer
hinf to Sec. 1, Art. IV, of the Consti-
tution of ¢ the Alliance concern.” 1t
reads as follows:

SectioN 1. No person shall be ad-
mitted as a member unless he has
been a citizen of the State of North
Carolina for six months past, and not
then unless he be a farmer, farm
laborer, mechanic, country school-
teacher, country physician or a minis-
ter of the gospel, be of good moral
character, believe in the existence of a
Supreme Being, be of industrious
habits, is a white person and over the
age of sixteen years.

We repeat what ¢ has been said
heretofore that no one but white peo-

ple are allowed to join the (our) Alli-
ance concern.” — - - :

Capt. S. B. Alexander, your__wort.ﬁ.y
and highly esteemed fellow-citizen, is
President of our ‘ Alliance concern,”
and there are, possibly, two thousand
of your good people in Mecklenburg,
who belong to our « Alliance concern”
—any one of whom can and will tell
the Democrat that negroes do mot and
cannot belong to the « Alliance con-
cern.” EL S 2

We understand that the negroes in
Louisiana, Texas and Mississippi, have
an organization regularly chartered,
and which, in its general features, is
somewhat similar to the Farmers’
Alliance, and that this organization is
rapidly spreading among the negroes
of the South. We learn that it is be-
ing introduced into this State.

But it is a separate and distinct
organization from our ¢ Alliance con-
cern.” It is a different ¢ concern”
altogether, but if it shall make them
more industrious, more frugal, more

reliable, more thoughtful, more faith-
ful and a better people and better
citizens, our ‘“concern’” and all other
good people will bid them God-speed.
