THE INTER-STATE FARMERSYS
ASSOCIATION.

This body met in Metropolitan Hall
this city, on the 21st, and was com-
posed of splendid material. Nine
States were represented. A large
number of visitors were present. The
Local Committee of Raleigh, had left
nothing undone for the comfort and
pleasure of the Association. The Com-
mittee received, as it deserved the
warmest thanks of the body for its
courteous, vigilant and constant atten-
tion to its wants. The officers of the
Association had secured the promise
of a large attendance and had secured
from the authorities of the railroads
reduced rates—one fare for the round
trip, tickets to be put on sale on the
19th, and good for ten days. This
promise of the railroads had teen offi-
cially communicated by the President
to each delegate appointed in each of
the States.

Of course they confidently expected
to get these rates, but on the morning
of the 19th, strange as it may appear,
nearly all of the station agents east of
the Mississippi River, to whom appli-
cation was made for tickets, did not
remember ever to have received any
orders in regard to the matter; hence
hundreds of applicants turned back
disgusted and indignant, and did not
attend. - As President of the Associa-
tion, and in justice to the Division
Passenger Agent, Col. W. A. Turk,
of this city, we desire to say that
through his very courteous and willing
aid, we procured the rates and pub-
lished them, and all who were con-
cerned expected the contract to be
observed and carried out in good faith
on the part of the roads, and it is our
pleasure to say to the public that we
are sure that Col. Turk was in no
manner responsible for this strange
proceeding. We are not in the busi-

‘ness of running railroads, but we

think we may safely admonish the
managers of the roads that if thetr
agents are as loose and careless in all

| their official duties, as they hayeshown

in this matter, there is a yawning

SYNOPSIS OF PROCEEDINGS OF
THE STATE FARMERS
ALLIANCE.

‘We continue, in this issue of Tue
ProGressivE FARMER, to give brief ex-
tracts from the proceedings of State
Farmers’ Alliance held in this city,
August 14th, 15th and 16th.

After President Alexander deliv-
ered his address, (which was published
in this paper last week) the Secretary
presented his report as follows:

ANNUAL REPORT OF THE SECRETARY OF
THE N. C. FARMERS' STATE ALLIANCE,
AUG. 14, 1888.

Raveieh, N. €., Aug. 14, '88.
Bro. President and Members of the North

Carolina Farmers' State Alliance :

In submitting this my first Annual
report, as Secretary of our State Alli-
ance, it may not be improper for me
to give a brief review of the work ac-
complished through this office since
our organization, October 4th, 1887.

Beginning without a dollar in our
treasury, with only one hundred and
thirty-two Subordinate Alliances, scat-
terred over the territory of eight
counties, which were poorly equipped
and imperfectly instructed, with no
publishing house from which to pro-
cure supplies nearer than Dallas, Texas,
with but few brethren in the order
sufficiently informed in the written
and unwritten work to act as organ.
izers, the task of successfully organiz-
ing the State was indeed a formidable
undertaking.

I effected an arrangement with
Bro. E. B. Warren, Secretary of the
National Alliance, for outfit supplies
for newly organized Alliances until
we should be able to print and furnish
them from our own office. The ex-
pense and delay necessary, attending
the shipment of supplies over such a
great distance, and the active and
constantly increasing demand for them
made it imperative that this work
should be exeocuted at home. It was
therefore deemed wise that the first
receipts of the office, or so much as
were necessary, should be appropriated
to the furnishing of such portions of
the supplies as were allowed to be
printed under the rule of the National
Committee on Secret Work. I ac-
cordingly made an arrangement, with
the sanction of our brother President,
with Messrs. Edwards & Broughton,
of this city, fer printing such matter
as was required, and at lower rates
_ it could be procured from our
‘National Publishing House in Texas.
- Forms, blanks, working bulletins,
circulars and books for the office to
conform to the requirements of our
Constitution, had to-be prepared and.
distributed to the various Alliances,

as well as outfits and instructions for
deputy organizers. As new deputies
were commissioned and new fields
were opened, the correspondence and
work of the office increased so rapidly
that it was found to be impossible to
meet the growing demands upon the
office without additional clerical aid.

The corréspofidence of the office has

increased until for the past twomonths
the letters received number from fifty
to one hundred per day. - 1 employed
two first-class men, one an expert
book-keeper, and with the marvelous
growth of our order the work has so
increased and enlarged that with con-
stant and faithful labor, we find it
difficult to perform it. -

I procured a room for the office at
No. 13, West Hargett street, from
Messrs. Williamson & Upchurch, at a
cost of five dollars per month. Its
location is accessible and convenient,
and thus far has answered the pur-
pose.

THE PROGRESS OF THE WORK.

At our organization we had 132
Subordinate Alliances in the State;
to-day we have 1018. We have 53
County Alliances in the following
named counties: Alamance, Anson,
Bladen, Brunswick, Cabarrus, Cas-
well, Chatham, Cleveland, Colum-
bus, Craven, Cumberland, Davie,
Duplin, Davidson, Durham, Edge-
combe, Forsyth, Franklin, Gran-
ville, Greene, Halifax, Harnett,
Iredell, Johnston, Jones, Lenoir,
Lincoln, Martin, Mecklenburg, Mont-
gomery, Moore, Nash, Northampton,
Onslow, Orange, Pender, Person, Pitt,
Randolph, Richmond, Robeson, Rock-
ingham, Rowan, Rutherford, Samp-
son, Stanly, Union, Vance, Wake,
Warren, Wayne, Wilson and Yadkin,
and the work of organizing eleven
other counties is progressing.

The total membership in our State
approximates forty-two thousand.
Absolute exactness as to numbers is
not attainable, since a number of Alli-
ances have failed to report for the last
quarter, but the above estimate is ap-
proximately correct.

I give the number of Alliances re-
ported by counties as follows: Ala-
mance, 8; Alexander, 2; Anson, 25;

From hundreds of letters received,
it is manifest that two causes have
operated most seriously against a more
prompt and liberal response on the
part of the members:

REPORT OF THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE OF

We have carefully examined the
books and accounts of the Sec-
retary and Treasurer of the N.
