I have effected ten organizations
with 156 members. The outlook for

| the Order is promising at this time.

There has been a rapid increase, both
in interest and in numbers, for the
last month. Our people are begin.-
ning to see whnat they need, and po-
litical prejudices, which have so long
divided the people, and are giving
away to unity of action and a spirit
of thought and inquiry. There are
still a few meighborhoods holding
back on account of politics but think
they will organize in the near future.
Our people are generally poor and
will remain so until they have a
better system of farming, reduce un-
reasonable taxation ani change the
trade system from that of extortion
and oppression to a system of equity.
Our county is well adapted -to the
various kinds of grass and grain and
many of the most useful vegitables
grow and mature well. We try to
make our meet and grain, and de-
pend on stock rearing for our money.
But the prices of cattle have so de.
chined that it makes it very hard on
our people. The county of Ashe is
well timbered, and rich in" mineral,
such as iron and copper, &c. We
have no rail road, probably we will
have in the near future. There is
much talk on the subject at this time.
The question of voting a tax of
$100,000 on our county, to bear 6
per cent interest for 30 years, should
be well considered. We would like
to ses something in .the PROGREsSIVE
FarMEr as to the wisdom of such
a tax.
