exactly what amount to remit for each
bill. When you file your bond and
thereby agree to pay all bills within
thirty days from date of bill, I take it
that you mean what you say, and ac:
ccrdingly ship you goods on your
orders. You know that the Agency
fund is not at our command, and it is
a very easy matter to overdraw our
bank account. The delay of a few
days may seem a small matter to you,
but at the same time it may place the
Agency in an embarrassing situation.
To avoid such a condition, let me in-

sist that you remit Promptly according
to provisions of your bond, and do not
overlook small accounts. A single
small amount is not much, but a great
number of them amounts to a good
deal. To those good brethren who
send cash with their orders let me say
that it i3 not always possible for you, or
me, to know in advance just what
your goods will coss, but if you ap-
proach anywhere about the amount,
we ship you the goods expecting you
to remit balance, if any is due, when
you receive bill. Some of you are not
as prompt in the payment of these bal-
ances as you might be. I do not think
it is intentional on your part, but you
just neglect it. The brokerage on many
of our goods is very small on groceries
one-hal- f to one and a quarter per cent.
Now suppose you buy a barrel of flour
that cost $4.10, you remit with your
order $4 00. At one per cent the
brokerage to the office would be just
four cents. The first thing we do upon
receiving your order is to receipt you
for the $1.00. This costs us one cent
in postage. Then we place the order
with the mill or wholesale house, which
coste us in postage two cents more.
The flour is shipped and the bill sent to
us. We copy the bill and mail it to
you, which costs us another two cent
stamp altogether five crnts in post-
age, or one cent more than we get.
Now suppose you fail to remit the bal-
ance due, or we have to send you state-
ment after statement before wo get it.
Or suppose your order is not sufficiently
clear, that you fail to give shipping
directions, or some other necessary in
formation, so that we have to write you
again, don't you see how that the
Agency is losing on tha transaction.
This is only an assumed case to illus-
trate. Of course there are other goods
on which the Alliance gets a larger
brokerage, and the larger your orders
are, the less is the percentage of ex-
pense. Let me urge then that you
make your orders as large as possible,
be explicit in directions and make
prompt remittance.

than the others; July 1st the corn was
nearly the same size, but about one
week later, August 10th the fodder
gathered and cured then carefully
weighed on this row and the one along-
side of it; difference, 50 pounds per
acre. November 5th corn gathered
and weighed; row without guano 24
p mnds, row with guano 42 pounds, an
increase of 75 per cent Profit : Corn
60 cts. per bushel, fodder 75 cts. per
cwt., $3 per acre. This was not a fair
test, as the rows on each side of this
one had guano. I have noticed that
vhere guano is used the bugs and
worms did not destroy the young corn.

Will the brethren please examine our
price list? You will see that we have
made a change for the better. All
articles shipped from one point appear
in one sub list together. This arrange-
ment ought to do ycu good and save
trouble to us and money to you. For
instance a brother makes this order:
44 Send me one barrel good family flour,
one case Mand lesson lye, one champion
soap." Now, you will see that his
Lrand of flour come3 from Philadel
phia, the lye from Richmond, Va., a d
the soap from Raleigh. We have to
make three orders to fill your bill. Wo
do not object to this if you really want
these special brands. Bu; it would be
better for you, and your goods would
be shipped with less freight and less
liability to be lost on the route, if you
would order them all from the same
point. You would not get the same
brands, but would gesas good goo is.
The brother could have ordered the
same flour he did with Keystone lye
lye and Barnes New South soap, and
ail would have been sVipped from
Philadelphia, or he could have ordered
Hill City flour, Mendlesohn lye and
Admiral soap, and all would have been
shipped from Ri --hmond, or if he had
ordered Waverly flour, Star lye, and
Champion s ap, it would have been
shipped from Raleigh. Either one of
the suggested orders would be as good
as the original and all the goods would
reach the brother at the same time.
Our office would have to pay postage
on only one order and one bill to
you, whereas, in the original order we
have to mail three orders and then
three bills. L'ither of the latter orders
would be a saving to our office of eight
cents in postage.

This is simply a suggestion. If you
really prefer certain brands, wo will
take pleasure in$lacing your order ex
actly as you give it to us But if you
have no choice try as far as practicable
to order brands coming from the same
point. All packages of less than a
hundred pounds weight when shipped
alone are charged for by transporta
tion companies as a hundred pounds.

STANDARD !

We understand that certain local
sewing machine agents are stating to
some of our members that our sewing
machines are not 4 4 standard."

It is not the cost of material and
manufacture that brings the retail
price on a sewing machine up to $50 or
$60.

BMOKING TOBACCO.

The wheat trade for the past ten days
has shown some signs of strength, but
the slight advances recorded one day
would generally be lost the next. It
seems to be a hard matter to stimulate
prices under present conditions. This
is not to bo oronderedat when the enor-
mous visible supply is taken into con-siderttio- n.

The first day of 1893 found
the visible supply over 81,000,000 bush
els. against 44,000,000 the first of 1892,
23 000.000 bushels the first of 1891 and
3il000,000 bushels the first of 18 0. A
comparison of these figures will demon
strate the fact that the wheat market
has a great load to carry. The slight
advances made recently have been due
entirely to a rise in prices in foreign
markets. The advance is due to lighter
receipts in the markets of Europe both
from the United States and other ex
porting countries, As the decrease in
exports from this country is undoubt-
edly duo to some temporary cause,
there is but little hope of a permanent
advance in the foreign trade on thi3
account.

You
will see also that it is b tter to have a
uniform plan for everybody.

It is always preferable to have your
orders come through your regular
bonded Business Agent, but if you wish
to send them direct, please accompany
each order with cash sufficient to cover
the bill. Any balance will bo placed
to your credit, or returned to you as
you may direct.
