Mecklenburg County Alliance met
with McDonald Creek Alliance in the
town hall at Huntersville, Saturday,
April 24, 1897,

The Alliance was called to order at
10:30 ¢’clock by President N. Gibbon.
The Secretary called the roll. It was
found that a m=njority of the County
Subs. were represented. The President
declared the Allianca ready for busi
ness. The movement on foot to ask
the Prosident to call a meeting of the
State Ailiance, regarding the starting
of the shoe factory, was the first mat-
ter of business that came up.

Bro. R W, Sossaman, late steno
grapher and type writer at Alliance
headquarters, being present. was re
quested to make a talk on the subj2ct
and the general cutlock at headquar-
ters. He gave a full deacription of the
preperty, including the tanzery and
shoe factory, both of which are paid
for and sianding idle—a monument of
mismanagement or the mistake of
somebody to the detriment of every-
body interested He gave it as his
opinion, being familiar with all the
surroundings, that it would be a fatal
blinder if the State Alliance did not
take such steps a8 would at once put
the shoe factory to work. At the close
of his talk the following resolutions
weracflered and unanimoasly adopted :

Resolved, Taat Mecklenburg County
Alliance in session April 24, 1807, j in
our brethiren in other counties of the
State in asking our worthy President,
Bro. Jchn Graham, to convene the
State Alliance at Hilisboro on or abzut
the 3-d day of May, 1897, for the pur
pose of devising ways and means for

starting the shee factory at Hillsboro. ;

2. Tnat the Exccutive Commutiee ba
instructed to take an inventory of all
property beloaging to the State Alli-
ance aud arscertain what amount of
money has been paid in by Subs,
County alliances and individuals, now
on hand. for the use of the shoe fac:
tory, and make a report to the State
Alliance while 1o sassion.

The President ordered the Secretary
to serd "¢ >piea of these resolutions to
Bro. Graham at Ridgeaway at once.

Bro. C. F. Alexander of McDowell
Creck Alliance, waz elected delegate
to said meeting, if called, with Presi-
dent Gibbon a3 aiternate. Each Sab.
was acked to assist in defraying the
expenses of the delegate,

The County Executive Committee
was instructed to select the place for
the Juiy meeticg. Thereis a standing
committee on speeches They werein-
structed to secure a speaker for the
July meeting. (We wish to say right
here that McDowell Creek Sub. re-
ceived five new members on the mcrn
ing of 1Le counily meeting, as substan-
tial men as the county has. Nothing
dead sbout that). After some other
routice businesa the County Ailiance
adjourned and assemwbled around a
nice table filled with geod ihings to
eat. The brethren soon proved that
they were willing to desiroy at least a
part of the overproduction, whether it
raised prices or not. They ate as
though rations were free if silver was
not. We wisn 0 say at this juncture
that we are in a position (o kaow that
the condition of the Alliauce to day is
better taan ever before, having been in
some unaccountable way elected last
February oneof the National standard-
bearers  We receive lettera each week
from diff .rent States of the Uawon. In
the last Jow days we have received let-
ters frcm Junction, W, Va,; Cogan
Siatico, Pa. : Bird Izsland, Miun.; In-
dianap-li=, Ind,; aod, withcut an ex
ceptior, we are informed that the Alli-
ance is ‘alkzivrg on npew life. West Vir
ginia i3 wanting &an organiz:r to go
from thiz Siate to organize and re
vive sleening Alliances. (I use the
word aleep as they aranct dead). OQOuar
own Stste 13 calling for leciurers in
several counties. When the Alliance
igsleepiv z they want to wakeup. If

every masn in the State and out of it
that believea in Aliiance principies
wiil g to work; do his duty, shun

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TIE TRUST WHIPPEED.

Wire Ties And The Allliance Eoycott
Did It

Col. D. P. Duncaa, manager of the
State Alliance exchange, yesterday
afternoon returned from Washington,
where he has been for scveral days on
business of great importance to the cot
ton growers of the State. He went on
to Sumrter in the afternoon.

Col. Duncan, it wili be roemembered
led the fight made last year in many of
the southern Siatea, particularly in
South Carolina, againat the flas cotton
tie trust, introducing a wire tie which,
after a big fight, the importers were
forced to accept. Befcre the season
was out thoueands of bundles of the
wire ties were manufactured and sold
all through the Siuth. many of the
growers boycotting the flat tie trust
which had had them at its mercy so
long

Colenel Dunecan has found from his
visit to New York that the farmers
will have no more trouble about the
tie trust. BSeveral companies have
gone to manufacturing the flat ties on
a large scale and they are now offering
to purchasers all the flat ties that they
can handle at 15 cents a bundle less

than the actual wire used last geason |

could be bought at. Inother words,
the prices have fallen until the flat ties
can be purchased at 15 cents less per
bundle than the erude wire to be made
into the ties can be bought at.

While the fight made against the
trust was thought by many to be use
legs, the above statement of facts seems
to show that it was exceedingly effec
tive. No doubs there will be general
rejsicing among the cotton growers of
South Carolina at the result.—Colum-
bia State.

When I eonsider its inex
haustable supply of fine oysters, trout,
salt water fizh of every variely, crab,
sea turile, diamcnd back taraping, por-
puige, alligators, duck and wild geese,
and its branches where fresh water
fish abcund, and where the shad and
herrings come in the gpring of the year,
And when I consider these sbundant
olesrings and remember that they were
given us by the Great Creator, and
that His first words to man were, “Be
fruitful,” I am lost in wonder and love
to Him—Ie who sits upon the Cirels
of the Earth and rules all things.
Near the inlet of New River, on
Brown's Banks, cpen to the sea breeze
which sweep the Atlantic Occan from
the island of Cuba to Nerth Carclina
is located a hotel, a resort for thosein
summer who love the salt-water bath
and the cool, refreshing sea breezs;
and in winter for those who eat crabs,
oysters aud fish and who delight in the
sport of shooting wild duck and geese.

Pitt district, the wild deer of the forest
are found in asbundance—more 80 than
in any other part of Onslow—all of
which invite pleasure-geekers tc visit
Oaslow. The steamboat runs almost
daily from Jacksonville down the river
to the sea and the fare ia but a trifle to
go and come. We invite you to visit
us and see this favored county and

take a boat-ride on New River and |

I smatloss to find language, para-

sleép a few nights at the hotel on the
beach. Come! bring capital and your
improved farming implements; buy
land and locate in Onslow county,
N. C., and we will receive you with
open arms and give you a hearty shake
of the hand and tell you to enter and
be at bome and one of us, to help de-
velop the unbounded wealth of this
highly favored county, focr we need at
least ten families where we have one
now. There is room and cheap land in
an abundance. We not only have a
river, but a railroad also. The Wil-
mington, Newbern & Norfolk Railroad
goes directly through Oaxslow, thus
connecting our wealth and people with
the outside world. The high, stcep
banks on New River in some places
arefrom ten to twelve feet high, washed
by salt water. Such is the case ab
Bay View, where Mr. Weatbrook and
Dock Porter have a nursery and
strawberry farm started. The place
is laid cff into blocks and streets in
order to sell lots and begin a ftown
there. It isopen to the river and Stone’s
Bay, and right in the oyster garden
station of New River and only about
three miles from the railrcad. A branch
of the road is expected to reach the
new town, the right of way and the
road now being trimmed out, but the
grading has not yet commenced. This
is proof that, eooner or later, the ship-
ment by rail of oysters, fish, strawber-
ries and fruit will be forwarded from
the new town of Bay View. Shoal
water gradually deepening as you go
out for three hundred or four hundred
yards is where the oyster gardens are
laid ¢ff The channe! being near the
middie of the river prevents steamers
or sail veesels from coming near the
ghore in order {0 put passengers or
freight on or off. To remedy this,
wharves are built cut a long ways,
four hundred or five hundred yards,
by driving down postsa and covering
them with plank, and they are wide
enough to drive a horse and cari on
and turn to get goods or put on farm
products at the edge of the channel.

It is a wonder to the writer why
clama do nct grow in Naw River. Tney
do well in Bogue and Cero Sounds and
in places in White Oak River; but do
not grow in New River. A few years
ego New R:ver had many porpoise in iis
waters, but of late years they are sel-
dom seen there.

The railroad enables the New River
men to send the finny tribe and
oysters a kiting. It's a navigable river
and helps us. If the bar does sand up
the railroad won't. Alligators are
found in New River ten to twelve feet
long. Alligator skins are wvaluable.
A pair of boots of them sell for $10.
Send the hides to Boston to & proper
house and soon they are taoned and
made into boote, and you get a fancy
pair. Time would fail me to tell you cf

NEW FACT OF HISTORY,

Captain Joha Smith's Party Was Not the
First to Settle at Jamestown.

Year by year the apparently mosi
substantial facts of history are being
disprovén. The world was a short time
ago startled by the discovery of arch-
aeologists that beneath the ruins of the
ancient Assyrian city of Nippur,
thought to be the oldest city in the
world, there lay hidden another whose
antiquity far antedated that of 1he one
with which they had long been ac-
quainted.

This was astonishing and starting be
cauge of the ruthless mannper in which
it upset our old established chrorology,
but a discovery justmade by Hon. Wal-
ter Clark,of this State, Asscciate Justice
of the Sapreme Court, will be of far
more immediate interest to the pecple
of North Carolina and Virginia.

John Smith and his companions were
not the first setilers at Jamesitown.

Astonishing a8 is this statement,
Justice Clark has apparently every
proof, showing that nearly 60 years be-
fore the expedition of Bir Walter Ral-
eigh landed at Roanoke Isiand, and 81
yvears before John Smith landed at
Jameetown, the Spaniards made a set
tlement on the identical land that after-
wards was occupied by the Eogiish as
Jameatown.

This Spanish colony consisted of 600
persons, men, women and children,
with priests and phyeicians, horses
and oattle,

It is strange that Alexander Brown,
of Virginia, the scholarly author of
“Brown’s Genesis of the Uaited States,”
who had sccees by permission of the
Spanish Government to the royal ar-
chives pertaining to the early settle-
ment of America, ehould have failed to
discover the fact brought to light by
Justice Clark.

D’Ayllon, the leader, died of malaria.
Civil war broke out, and after & year
the cclony named San Miguel was
abandoned. Its wery existence was
unknown even tc Banerofs, but recent
rescarches in the naval library at
Semancag, in Spain, unearth the rec-
orda of this earliest and unfortunate
colony, which antedated S5, Augustine
by 40 years.—Fredericksburg, Va.,
