Marketing Poultry

There is & variation in prices for
poultry products, as well a3 all farm
stock. There are some seasons of the
year when shipmen’e of prime articles
from poultry yards bring their thrifty
proprietors a goodly pre fiz. When are
these pessons? Ab!that is for one to
watch out for. Too often the dwell
ere in rurel districts, or thecse remote
from large cities, send their surplus to
market at Thanksgiviog or the holiday
time, and nearly es often grumble
over the returps. 1 could nearly fill
my sllotted space for this paper in
“‘don’ts,” butinstead will cflor suzges-
tione I trust will materially aid thoee
who read. Chocse seascns of the year
when the market isnot glutted with a
motley array of *“'gocd, bad and indiff
erent” poultry, acd let your offerings
be choice.

I will congider first what we ebali
market. Many bave been impressed
with an idea that it was always the
largest fowls that sold beat; if 1t has
been 80 in the past, it is not so at the
present time, Qiality rather than
quantity hold precedent. Discrimi
pating patrope of marke!s invariably
demand a plump, well fattened fowl of
deep yellow hue, and a juicy, fine-
grained fl:sh, 1f you intend catering
to a city trade, rais: capons; there are
geasons of the year when they are in
great demand Here, again, quality
is the main obj.ct, size and weight be-
ing o sccondary consideration. Capons
grow fully oue third larger than the
ordinary male bird cf the same age
and breed. Their fl g1 is more delicate
and they command frcm thirty to fifey
per cent. higher prices than common
poultry in a city markei.

Broilers are another source of profic
to the succeseful poultrymsan or wo
woman. Broiler raising is something
that cannot be learpned in a day. I
would not like to advise anyone to en
gage in it, but a perecn favorably sit
uated for the businese, who possesses the
patience and perseverance DECceesary
for mastering details, can in this way
earn good wagzes at home. O! course,
it requires eome capital to start, as in
cubators and brocdera are aciual nec
essaries. Many workingmen, whose
employment only covers the summer
months, have earned good wages dur-
ing an otherwise “‘idle season” by rais-
ing broilere. They start their incuba
gore in Novermmber, and by the end of
March the chicks have all been mark
eted and their owners' hands are free
for the summer occupation. It is said
by those in & position to know the facts
that broilers have sold above the aver-
age price during the winter just pes
(97 snd "98). Toia was for ibe best
quality, rememuer !

How eha!l we markett Ifalive, in
glatv crates (I prefer the loiding owmes;
they are safer, micer In sppearance
ard are returned at coe half lees rates) ;
do not pus toco many in acrate, and al
wayeship heus and rozsiers io geparate
crases, H ns sell best, therefore do
not lower your prices on them by put
ting in roostera. It the pcultry is to
be dreseed, I have learned from expe
rience that those dry picked command
the betier prices. Allow the birds to
thorouzhly cocl before packing pre
paratory to ehipping. D) no: remove
the hends, crops, lega or intestines. I
prefer box23 instead of barrels to pack
drecs=d fowls ip, also prefer brightrye
straw free from duss to uee in pa*king
Band the head of the fowl toward the
breast, lay it in the left hand corper,
with the hesd agsinst the end of the
box and the back up; coantinue in lige
manner till the row 18 completed, then
begin the second row in the same man
ner, but let tbe head of the bird pass
up betweea the rumpa of the two ad
joining cmes, which will render the
packing ccmpletely sclid. In pack-
ing the last row reverse the order,
packing with the beads sgainst the end
of the bex, letting the feet paes under
each other. Laetly, fill ught with
gtraw, g0 as to prevent all mcvamens
in trapeportation. B2 sure your box
ie full the covers securely nailed, the
labeling distinct. '

which bears a first class reputation.
Avoid a tbird rate huckater as you
would pestilence! 3hip only prime
fut fowls, or clean, siricily fresh eggs
Never, undar any c.reumstances, devi
ate from a strict adbherence to these
rules, or tarpish a good reputation;
for, in thiz induatry, as in all walks ot
life, “'honesty i3 the beat policy.” If
one merits the cocfidencs of dealera,
the marksts wi'l soon seek for your
products, instead of your being obliged
to seck a market.—Alma Cole Picker-
iog, in The Houeekeeper.

In examining ** he Statiatical Abstract
No. 21, 1898,” issued by tone U. B. Treas-
ury Department, I am astonished by
gome statisticsa, Oa pege 336 “‘The
Wool Clip” for the States is given.
North Carolina is credited with 273 860
sheep that sheared an average of five
pounds per flaece—shrinkage 43 per
cent. Total sheep in the United States
35 671 914 with an average floece of
64 pounds and €1 per cent. skrink
age. Oregon and Washiegton with
about two and a halfl million sheep
each, 7 and 83 pounds per flecce bave
71 and 72 per cent. shrintage. The
“Hand Book of North Carolina” cred
its the State with 48 666 square miles
of land—less than six sheep 0 Lhe
gquare miic !

Oa page 312 cf The Statistical Ab
tract, the imports, consumption and
domestic wool produntion are given
production for 1898 266 720,681 pounds
for the Uaite? S:ates. The importa at
132 795 202 pounds. Deducting exports,
consumption was 396 880 915 pounde.
Io 1897 it exceeded 600,000,000 pounds
and hss averaged owver 400,000 000
pounds per annum for the past ten
years. Tae imports of foreign wool
exce:-d 150,000,000 pounds per year for
ten ycara paast,

O.r 80 acre farmer will get about
$2-10 cash on an average in the spriog
for his lamb crop. Of course it isn't
all profis, bus the money is handy at
that time of year. The lambs and
grain bouzht will have cost $50 t» §75.
ITne lamoe, hay and graiu »f his own
raising make the balance. The manure
i3 carefully saved and applied, The
ewes are brought to the barm in Nc-
vember fed siraw and a sprinkle of
hay in the barn twice deaily, housed
nights and stormy days, ruaning out
in fair weather to the straw stack and
picking over ¢ rn stalks and manger
refuse from otner atock. Iathemo:n-
ing they get about 12 guarss of mixed
corn, oats, bran and cull beans, The
la:t are bought at the beaneries as
about 50 cents per 100 Ibs. If he raises
beans or can buy bein siraw in the
fall, the ewes are fed all they clean up
well one ration per day in laiter
winter. It eells for about five cents
ger buehel of the threzhed crop—a 100
ushel bean crop will be worth about

cured. Now with your long seegon of
pasturage, cow peas, velvet beans, and
better climate, it does seem as though
you could beat bim out of sight on
wool acd mutton. They are staple as
cotton. By the way why aren’t cotton
seed, hulls and oil cake good sheep
feedd To me it does seem a8
though North Carolina could keep
2.000 000 heep and se!l $2,000,000 worth
of wool and &5 000,000 worth of fat
lambs annually.

The cotton crop for North Carolins,
1867, is put at a little over $19,000,000.
If you get one third a8 much out of
gheep it would help ycu to be optimiste.
I should thiok darkics —kids—would
be ideal shepherde—all in the wool to-
gether, you know !

The writer bas had a large experience
in raising corn asa fodder crop tocure
and feed late in the fall and winter,
and has found it a most profitable one
for the pur;ose; but last year a gils
was built and filled, and after the wir
ter experience with ensilage as com
pared with the corn, as cured and then
fed dry, results show that the croc
has been worth nearly TWICE e=
much as when used in the old way.

It waa less work to put the corn int:
the gilo and to feed it out than to cur-
in the fi=ld, haul, pack away, handiinz
over several times necessary, before 1t
could be placed before the cows. We
fed along with the ensilage some O&!
hay while it lasted, mixed clover and
timothy hay and graic in a moderate
amount.

Never hai cows before donc nearly
aa well in a winter dairy, whilein the
change from the barr to the pasiure
instead of there being any shrinkage
of milk or butter there has been a gain.
The cows did not care for the hay, but
would eat tha ensilage and grein with a
relish, and although the weather has
been cold and dry up to date—May 18 h
—with short pastures, the milk and
butter rec>yrd has been most unusually
good. The cows are still having their
engilage a8 it is not yet quite gone, acd
I do not Enow but they would eat it
all summer.

I think that farmers keeping & win-
ter dairy, a%least, will fiad it much
more profitable and eatisfactory to
build & silo, fil it with a properly
grown crcp of corn, raise as much ¢s
poesible of clover and oat hay, etc,
than to undertake to get alopg in the
old way. There ia less loss with the

corn crop thus treated, it is in a much
more convenient form for feediog and
ghould mcst certainly—as it has with
us—produce very eatisfactory reaults,

as this is what we are after.
