Importunity on tne part . of those,other than ; the pensioner, who are especially
interested, or they arise from special act passedfor the benefit of individuals. The men who
fought side by side should stand side by side when
they participate in a grateful nation's kind re-
membrance. Every consideration of fairness and
justice to our and the protection of
the patriotic instinct of our citizens from perver-
sion and violation, point to the adoption of a pen.
sion system broad and comprehensive enough to
cover every contingency, and which shall make
u necessary an objectionable volume of special
legislation. As long as we adhere to the principle
of granting pensions for service, and disability as
the result of the service, the allowance of pen-
sions should be restricted to cases presentinghese features. Every patriotic heart responds to
a tender consideration for those who, having
served their country long and well, are reduced to
destitution and dependence, not as an incident of
their service, but with advancing age or through
sickness or misfortune. We are all tempted by
the contemplation of such a condition to supply
relief, and are often impatient of the limitations
of public duty. Yielding to no one in the desire
to mdulge this feeling of consideration, I cannot
rid myself of the conviction that if these

are to be relieved they and their cause
are entitled to the benefit of an enactment, under
which relief may be claimed as a right, and tliat
such relief should lie grantad under the sanction
of law, not in evasion of it: nor should such
worthy objects of care, all equally entitled, be re-
mitted to the unequal operation of sympathy or
the tender mercies of social and political influ-
ence with their unjust discriminations.

The discharged soldiers and sailors of the coun-
try are our fellow-citizen- s, and interested with us
in the passage and faithful execution of whole-
some laws. Thev cannot be swerved from their
duty of citi7oship by artful appeals to their
spirit of brotherhood born of common peril and
suffering, nor will they exact as a tert of devo-

tion to their welfare a willingness to negleot pub-
lic duty in their behalf

President Cleveland's Annual
Suggestions to Congress.

The Jftlonal Indebtness. The Laboring
Classes Kecognlzed The Army, the
Nay and ttie Postal Service The In-

dians Public Landi Civil Service
Keform.

concluded from last week.

The sum paid upon the public debt during
the fisc-a- l year ended June 30, 1880, was
$44,551,043.30.

During the twelve months ended Oct 31,
1886, 3 per cent bonds were called for redemp-
tion amounting to $127,283,100, of which
$dO,&43,200 was so called to answer the re-

quirements of the law relating to the sinking
fund and $46,639,900 for the purpose of re-

ducing the public debt by application of a
part of the surplus in the treasury to that
object Of the bonds thus called $ 103,269,450
became subject under such calls to redemp-
tion prim to Nov. 1, 1888. The remainder,
amounting to $25,013,650, matured under the
calls after' that date.

In addition to the amount subject to pay
ment and cancellation prior to Kov. 1, there
were also paid before that day certain of
these bonds, with the interest thereon,
amounting to $5,072,350, which were antici-
pated as to their maturity, of which $2,664,-B5- 0

had not been called. Thus $107,341,800
had been actually apnlied prior to Nov. 1,
1886, to the extinguishment of our bonded
and interest bearing debt, leaving on that
day still outstanding the sum of $1,153,443,113

THE POSTAL SERVICE.
The nffaii-- of the postal service show

marked and gratifying improvement during
the past year. Ths induction of the rate of
letter postage in 1SS3, rendering tfte postal
revenues inadequate U sustain, the expendi-
tures, and business depression also contribu-
ting, resulted in an excess of cost for the
lis al year eivl.wi June 30, 1SS5. of eight and
one-thi-rd ini;ii--:i- s of dollars. An additional
check upon re. eipss by doubling the measure
of we gilt in rating sealed corrosfiondence
and diminishing one-ha- lf the charge for news-paji- er

carriage, was imposed by legislation
which took effect with the beginning of the
past fiscal year ; while the constant demand
of our territorial development and growing
population for the extension and increase of
tnail facilities and machinery, necessitates
steady annual advance in outlay; and the
cai-- e ful estimate of a year ago upon the rates
of expenditure then existing,conteaii'lSted the
unavoidable augmentation of fhe defi-
ciency in the last fiscal year by nearly

The anticipated" revenue for the last
year failed of realization by about $04,000,
but prcper measures of economy have so sat-
isfactorily limited the growth of expenditure
that the total deficiency-- in fact, foil below
that of 1SH5. At the close of the last fiscal
j'ear the expense of transportation on star
routes stood at an annual rate of cast lees by
over f500,000 than at the close of the previ-
ous year, and steamboat and mail messenger
service at nearly 200.000 less. The service
has been in the meantime enlarged and ex-
tended by the establishment of new oflices, in
crease of routes of carriage, expansion of car
rier delivery conveniences and add i t ions to

mall facilities, in accordance ivith the
grooving exigencies of the country and the
long established policy of the government
The differences which arose during the year
with certain of the steamship companies have
terminated by the acquiescence of all in the
pcTicy of the government approved by the
congress in tho postal appropriation at its
last session; and the department now enjoys
the utmost service afforded by all vessels
which sail from our ports upon either ocean

a service generally adequate to the needs
of our intercourse. Petitions have, how-
ever, been presented to the department by
numerous merchant and manufacturers for
the establishment of a direct service to the
Argentine republic and for semi-month- dis-

patches to the empire of Brazil; and the sub-

ject is commended to your consideration. I
suggest that as distinguished from a grant or
subsidy for the mere benefit of any line of
trade or travel, whatever outlay may
be required to secure additional postal
service, necessary and proper and
not otherwise attainable, should be
regarded as within the limit of
legitimate compensation for such service.
The extension of the free delivery service as
Suggested by the postmaster general has here-
tofore received my sanction, and it is to be
hoped a suitable enactment may soon De

agreed upon. The request for an appropria-
tion sufficient to enable the general inspection
of fourth class offices has my approbation.

PENSIONS.

The report of the commissioner of pensions
contains a detailed and most satisfactory exhibit
of the operations of the pension bureau during the
last fiscal year. The amount of work done was
the largest in any year since the organization of
the bureau; and it has been done at less cost than
durinpr the previous year in every division. On
the 30th day of June, there were 3U5.7S3 pen-
sioners on the rolls of the bureau. Since fsul
there have been 1.0:8,73.". applicants for pensions
luea, or which 8,s34 were basea upon service in
thewarof 1812. There were 0:1.754 of these ap-
plications allowed, including 60, to the soldiers
of and their widows. The total amount paid
for pensions since 1SW1 is tHf.$!4-,811.57- .

The number of new pensions allowed duripg the
year ended June 30, 1SW, is 40,J57 m larger num-
ber than has been allowed in any year save one
since lMil: the names of. pensioners which
had been previously dropped from the rolls were
restored during: the year, and after deduct-
ing those dropped wtthin the same time for
various causes, a net increase remains for the
year of 20.G5.S names. From Jan. 1, lstil, to Dec.
1, 1885, 1 ,9vJ7 private pension acts had been passed.
Since the last mentioned date, and during the
last session of the congress, 644 such acts became
law-s- . It seems to me that no one can ex-
amine our pension establishment and its
operations without being convinced that
through its instrumentality justice can be
very nearly done to all who are entitled
under present laws to the jieusion bounty of the
government.

It will be seen
from the report of the commissioner that there are
now paid by the government 131 different rates of
of pension. He estimates from th best informa-
tion he can obtain that 0,000 of ihmi w ho have
served in the armv and navy of the United States
are now supported, in whole or in part, frou pub-
lic funds or by organized charities, exclushe of
those in soldiers' homes under the direction and
control of the government. Onlv 13 p-- r cent, of
these are pensioners, while of the satire nuinlier

PACIFIC RAILROADS.
The secretary of the interior suggests a change

in the plan for the payment of tne indebtedness
of the Pacific subsidized roads to the government
His suggestion has the unanimous indorsement of
the persons selected by the government to act as
directors of these roads and protect the interests
of the United States in the board of direction. In
considering the plan proposed the sole matters
which should be taken into account in my opin-
ion, are the situation of the government as a
creditor, and the fcurest way to secure the pay-
ment of the principal und interest of its debt. By
a recent decision of the supreme court of the
United States it has been adjudged that the laws
of the several states are inoperative to regulaterates of transportation on railroads, if such regu-
lation interferes with the rate of carriage from
one state into another. This important field of
control and regulation having been thus left en-

tirely unoccupied, the expediency of federal ac-
tion upon the subject is worthy of consideration.

CAPITAL AND LABOR. ,

The relations of labor to capital and of labor-
ing men to their employers are of the utmost
concern to every patriotic citizen. When these
are strained And distorted, unjustifiable claims
are apt to lw insisted upon by bo"U mrer sts, and
in the controversy which results the welfare of
all and the prosperity of the count ry are jeopar-
dized.

DEPARTMENT OP AGRICULTURE.
The department of agriculture, representingthe oldest and largest of our national industries,

is subserving weil the purposes of its organiza-
tion, iiy tiie introduction of new subjects of
farming enterprise, and by opening new sources
of agricult ural wealth and the dissemination of
early information concerning production and
prices, it has contributed largely to the country's
prosperity. Through this agencv advanced
thought and investigation touching the subjects it
has in charge shouW, among other things, be
practically applied to the home production at a
low cost of artieles of food which are now im-
ported from abroad. Such an innovation will
necessarily, of course, in the beginning be within
the domain of intelligent experiment: and the
subject in every stage should receive all possible
encouragement from the government.

Tlie interests of millions of our citizens en--
gaged in agriculture are involved in an enlarge-ment and improvement of the results of their
labor; and a zealous regard for their welfare
should be a willing tribute to those whose pro-
ductive returns are a main source of our progress
and power. The existence of pleuro-pneumou-

among the cattle of various states has led to bur-
densome and in some cases disastrous restrictions
in an important branch of our commerce, threat-
ening to affect the quantity and quality of our
food supply. This is a matter of such importanceand of sueh consequences that I
hope it will engage the serious attention of tho
congress, to the end that such a remedy may be
Kt)hed as the limits of a constitutional delee-a- -

' tion of power to the general government will per
mit, x commena to me consideration oi tne con-
gress the report of the commissioner and his
suggestions concerning the interest intrusted to
his care.

CIVIL SERVICE REFORM.
The continued operation of the law relating to

. our civil service has added the most convincing
proofs of its necessity and usefulness. It is a fact
worthy of note that every public officer who has
a just nlea of lus duty to the people, testifies to
the value of this reform. Its staunchest friends
are found among those who understand it best,
and its warmest supporters are those who are re-
strained and protected by its requirements. The
meaning of such restraint and protection is not
appreciated ly those who want places under the
government, regardless of merit and efficiency,nor by those who insist that the selection for such
places should rest uwn a proer credential sliow--J
lug active partisan work. They mean to public
officers. If not their fives, the only. opportunity

i afforded thein to attend to public business, and
i they mean to the good people of the country the j

better lienorrnance or me worK oi tueir govern
ment. It is exceedingly strange that the scope

j and nature of this reform are so little understood,
.and that so many things not included within its

plan are called by its name. When cavil yield9more fully to examination the system will have
large additions to the number of its friends. Our
civil service reform may be imperfect in some of
its details: it may be misunderstood and opposed;
it may not always lie faithfully applied; its de-

signs may sometimes miscarry through mistake
or willful intent: it may sometimes tremble under
the assaults of its enemies or langtiish under the
misguided zeal of impractical frienils: but if the
people of this country ever submit to the banish-
ment of its underlying principle from the opera-atio- n

of their government, they will abandon the
surest guarantee of the safety ami success of
American institutions. I invoke for ihis reform
the cheerful and ungrudging support of cougre.ss.I renew my commendation made last, year that
the salaries of the commissioners be iftadtr equal
to other officers of the government having like
dutias and responsibilities, and I hope that such
reasonable appropriations may be made as will
enable them to increase the- usefulness of the
cause they have in charge
