OUR INITIAL RAILWAY WAR.

The R&D. and R. & S. Lock Horns Over
a Side-Trac- k. -

Some days ago- - the city author-
ities completed grading the street
running north and sauth between the
tracks of the N. W. X. C. R. II. Co.
(R. & D.) and the Roanoke & South:
em R. R. Co." This work was done
for the couvenience of the shippers of
this city and cost considerable money.
Part of the grading was done within
the 100 feet- of land owned bv the
R. & I).

On Tuesday morning a &quad of
hands commenced work layinga side-
track from the main line of the li. &
D. right up the street, keeping witlun
their 100 feet limit, but putting it on
the land that had been graded. They
laid track all day Tuesday, all night,
and all day Wednesday, running up
hill and down.

The track runs within 28 feet of the
R. & S. depot and is about luCyards
long, running to the foot of 3rd
street.

This action on the part of the R. &
D. has aroused the indignation of the
stockholders of the R. & S. and of
some of the citizens of Winston-Sale-
