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TWO FACES.

Once upon a time, no matter when
and no matter where, we sat by the
. bright lamp-light reading a magazine
article on that literary “bone of conten-
tion,” Count Lyeff N. Tolstoy, at an
hour which would have been consider-
ed the “wee sma’” hour for a farmer
boy just after the war.

Suddenly we saw two faces, one of
which we had seen before. but the oth-
er we had not. Now, those faces were
not on the page of the magazine, nor
were they on the wall. Nor yet did
they perch raven-like, above the door.
There were no weired fancies playing
us as played Poe’s excited vision as told
in “The Raven.” '

Indeed while we saw two faces we
saw nothing but the printed page and
a fine half-tone engraving showing a
dozen persons sitting around an out-
door dinner table at Yasnayu Polyana,
Count Tolsty’s home.

The two faces we saw came in at the
window. Theyv were invisible to the
physical eve, but yet as plain as the
ribbon streaks of the aurora borealiz in
the deepening hours of a erisp Novem-
ber evening. The faces came before
us as the sound of a voice. 'We heard
a voice ; that voice took shape in the
articulate accents of spoken words ; that

* voice we had heard before ; but it bad al-
ways represented only one face. Now
it represented two ; for the words that
floated 1n upon our ears were not pret-
ty words. They were not polite words.
They were rough words. Never before
had we heard that voice speak forth
such words, and the new, rough words
made anew, rough face. Formerly the

words from that voice had been pleas-’

ing ones, such as matched the sweet
face of 1ts owrer ; but ihe rough words
from the same voice bore the new face.
And ever after when we looked upon
that fave once sweet and bland »nd
mild and engaging, we saw the other
face, rough and frowning as it was pho-
tographed on our memory by the rough
words that reached our ears that even-
ing.

Ever afterwards as doubtless many
saw the same sweet and lovely, charm-
ing lace which we had seen before, we
saw the rough and frowning face which
matched the rough and frowning woxds.
What transformation of countenance
in a voice, in a tone, in a word, in an
accent !

So many persons carry two faces
when they think they carry only one.
The obseryer oftentimes seces the two
faces when the observed thinks he sees
only one. We make faces sometimes
when we little think. A movment of
the head or hand, or even a footfall
sometimes makes a new face for us.
However pretty and sweet and attrac-
tive our other lace, the haughty move-
ment of head or hand ; the impatient
stamp of a dainty foot; the harsh,
rough word on neyer-so-sweel a voice,
makes that other face that lies deeper
than fair complexion and which is gaz-
el upoy so often at the detriment of
the prettier outward face.

Reader, how many faces do you
show?

It is so much better to carry only
one face and then there i1s never a mis-
take as to its impressions. Let us keep
sweet faces, mirrored in kind words, and
never take on a rough face by the ut-
terance of rough words, no matter how
seciuded the place nor how unobserved
the time.

GROVER GREETS LI

In New York last Saturday Presi-
dent Cleveland ofticially met Li Hung
Chang, the Viceroy of China, who is on
a visit to this country. The greeting
took place in the Whitney mansion,

and was a very ceremonial affair. THE

COMMONWEALTH can spare space for
only the following :

Ir Hung Chang and his suite, up-
on entering the Whitney residence,
were ushered 'into the drawing-room,
at the left of the entrance. President
Cleveland, and the members of his
Cabinet, who were present, took posi-
tions in the cenire of the ball-room,
the President standing beneath a group
of Chinese flags, draped on either side
of a gilded American eagle, above
which were the Stars and Stripes.
When all was ready for the presenta-
tion, Private-Secretary Thurber noti-
fied the guests of the iact. Li Hung
Chang and his secretaries, and mem-
bers of his snite, then entered the
room. Secretary Olney introduced the
Viceroy to President Cleveland. The
Ambassador, who wore a new and far
more gorgeous yellow jacket than that
worn upon his arriyval recently, bow-
ed low, and shook hands with Presi-
dent Cleveland. All present were
standing, and so remained throughout
the ceremony, which was yery formal.

The seerotary of Li Hung Chang,
Lo Fung Luh, handed to his Excellen-
¢y a letter from the Emperor or China
to the President of thisnation. It was
a very elaborate affair, done 1n Chinese
on parchment, and wrapped 1n a yel-
low silk covering, upon which was the
Chinese dragon, worked in red, blue,
green, and white. The parchment re-
sembled a large music roll. Li Hung
Chang presented this letter to Mr.
Cleveland. He then made an address
on his own account, which was inter-
vreted by Fung Luh. i

L1’S SPEECH.

The translation of Li Hung Chang’s
remarks is as follows:

“Your Excellency: It affords me
great pleasuse to have the honor to be
presented to your Excellency. The
reputation of your highly esteemed
virtues is widely known throughout
the world, and in you the citizens of
the United States of America have in-
variably placed their confidence. Con-
sequently, both the interior adminis-
tration and the exterior relations of
this great republic are 1n a state of
prosperity.

“It will always be the desire of my
august master, the Emperor of China,
to maintain the most cordial relations
with Ameriea, whose friendly assist-
ance, rendered to the Government of
China after the China-Japanese war,
and whose protection for the safety of
the Chinese immigrants in Amerieca
are to be highly appreciated.

“I am specially appointed by my au-
gust master, the Emperor of China, to
present to your Excellency the letter
of credence, and to convey to your Ex-
cellency the assurance of his most
friendly feelings towards the United
States of America, in the hope that
your Excellency will reciprocate his
sentiments and co-operate with him to
promote friendly intercourse between
our two countries for the cause of hu-
man kind.

“I trust that your Excellency’s gov-
ernment will continue to afford pro-
tection and kind treatment to the
Chinese immigrants in Ameriea, and
to render friendly assistance to the
Chinese Government when required.

“May the people of our two great
nations enjoy the benefits of perpetual
peace.”

THE PRESIDENT’'S REPLY.

Mr. Cleveland replied as follows :
“Your Excellency : It gives me great
pleasure to receive from your hand the
personal letter from your august sov-
ereign, and to greet you as his person-
al representative.

“Since our two countries became
better acquainted, many incidents have
occurred calculated to increase our
friendly relations, and not the least
gratifying of these are the kindly ex-
pressions contained in the letter of
your Emperor, and the visit to our
country of his most distinguished sub-
ject, who has been so honorably and
prominently connected with public
affairs 1n his own country, and witn all
that has been attempted in the direc-
tion of its adyancement and improve-
ment.

“Your yisit to us at thistime ismade,
more impressive by the thought that
1t serves to join in one suggestion the
most ancient civilization of the East,
and the best type of the newer eivili-
zation n ihe Western world.

“Notwithstanding the widely differ-
ent characteristics of the twocountries,
the welecome which is tendered you by
the Government and citizens of the
United States 1llustrates in the strong-
est possible manner the kinship of the
nations.

“We feel that in the arrangement of
your tour you have not allotted to your
sojourn among us sufficient time to
gain an adequate observation of all we
have accomplished as a nation. It
will not, howevers, escape your notice
that a rich and fertile domain hashere
been quickly created by those who
were assured that they would reap
where they had sowed : that a strong
and beneficent govermmen! has hes
here stablished by those who loved
freedom, and that we have a patnotic
and generous people, who loye their
government because it 18 theirs, con-
trolled by them, administered for
them, and protected and saved from
harm by them.

“We heartily wish that your stay
with us may be most pleasant, and that
