PftECLNCTS IN HALIFAX

COUNTY.

To Whom it May Concern : Notice
is hereby given that the board of elec
tions of Halifax county have made the
following alterations in the voting pre
cincts of faid county, to-w-it :

1. The precincts heretofore known
as Halifax ana uroweils precincts nave
been combined into one precinct, com
prising the whole of Halifax township.
Said precinct shall be named Halifax
precinct, and the polling place thereof
shall be in in the town of Halifax.

2. The two precincts heretofore
known as Littleton and Gaston pre-
cincts have been combined into one
precinct, comprising the whole ol Lit-
tleton township and the polling place
thereof shall be the town of Littleton.

3. The boundaries of Palmyra pre
cinct have been altered so as to run as
follows : Beginning at the County
line gate between Halifax and Martin
counties, thence along the county road
to the Palmyra road in the town of
Hobgood, thence down the Palmyra
road to the Frosty Hyman place,thence
northwest by the county road to Bra-well- 's

cross roads, thence to Sam's Head
thence the Mill road to White's Mill,
thence down the mill run to Roanoke
river, thence down the river to the
line between Halifax and Martin
counties, thence along the line
to the beginning. The polling place
of said precinct shall in be the town of
Palmyra.

4 Neal precinct shall be abolished,
and in the lien thereof a new precinct
has been established and named Ke--

ginning where White's mill run empties
into Roanoke river, and thence up said
river to Norfleet's ferry, thence along
Norfleet's ferry road to Deep Creek
bridge just below Greenwood, thence
down said creek to the Edgecombe
lide, thence down the Halifax and
Edgecombe line to the Martin county
line, thence along the county fence to
the county gate between Halifax and
Martin counties, the beginning ot the
Palmyra precinct line, thence along the
Palmyra precinct line to Boanoke
river. The polling place of Kehukee
precinct shall shall be at or near J. Y.
Savage's sbop.

5. The polling place in Faucetts pre-
cinct has been removed from Darling-
ton to Burt's Mill.

6. The name of Deep Creek pre-
cinct has been changed to Roanoke
Rapids.

All other precincts and polling places
in Halilax county to remain as they
were in 1898.

Four Thousand The Crowd. .
MR. AYCOCK'S GREAT SPEECH.

Tuesday was a great rally day at
Aulander. Early in the day the peo

ple commenced literally to pour in on

the trains and from the country, and
soon the town was filled with patriotic
men and fair women. The homes and

principal buildings along the streets
were beautifully bedecked with gay

bunting and flags ; handsomely dressed
marshals on dashing steeds, with others
made preparation for the parade.
. Across the street in front of Hotel
Central on fine canvas were the words :

"OUR NEXT GOVERNOR I

WELCOME !"

At 10 :30 o'clock a great parade was

started.
The Wilson band was present to dis-

course sweet and stirring more.
The order of the parade was : The

band, the marshals, the Naval Reserves
of Windsor, then the carriages with
the speakers of the day.

The parade started at the hotel and
moved up the street to the railroad
station, then west back to the centre of
the town, back by the hotel and then
to the speakers' stand in a large grove,
where seats had been prepared for the
crowd.

Hon. C. W. Mitchell called the meet
ing to order and Rev. L. M. Curtis
was asked to lead the audience in pray
er. His invocation ior tne guidance oi
God in the affairs of the great Com
monwealth of North Carolina was

striking.
Mr. Mitchell theu introduced Hon.

S. L. Patterson, of Caldwell county,
who made a short but impressive
speech, declaring the purpose of the
proposed amendment, and that no
while muu in North Carolina can be
disfranchised under it.

The editor of The Commonwealth
was asked to present Hon. C. B. Ay--

cock, the next Governor ot North
Carolina. Mr. Aycock did not spiak
as long as he sometimes has, saying
that that was his ninety-nint- h speech
in the present campaign. His speech
was maGtorfuI from the openiug sen-

tence, and showed great genius and
tact ; for every class of hearers was in-

terested held fast all through.
His plea and pledge tor the educa-

tion of the poor children of North Car-

olina were something eloquent beyond
description. As he spoke to the great
throng of four thousand people, per-

"The Ladies are all Democratic

God Bless 'em !"

"Mary Ann is Gwme to get Lost in
the Shuffle."

"IvHih make it i Witerloo a final
defeat."

On the stand occupied by the band
in bold characters on canvas was the
motto : "Kitchin for Congress :"

To the credit of Aulander and com-

munity and in wonder be it said there
was a great dinner seemingly amplefor all.

AH In all it was a great day for
White Supremacy, and some who were
opposed to the amendment before were
won by Mr. Aycock 's speech ; and
Bertie stands pledged for a good major-
ity on 2nd of August.

To-da- y was a gala day for Ahoskie.

Over four thousand people heard Ay
cock nd other speakers. The whole
town was beautifully decorated for the
occasion. The Windsor naval reserves
were in attendance and presented a
fine appearance. The Wilson band
gave us delightful music.

Mounted marshals under the super
vision of chief H. H. Newsome, con-

ducted the grand parade. The proces
sion started from Hotel Copeland led

by the band wagon. Immediately fol

lowing was a wagon containing several
beautiful ladies dressed in pure white
with the motto, "Protect Us." Behind
this was another wagon filled with
gentlemen with their motto, "We Will
PrDtect You." Carriages containing
the speakers, Mr. Aycock being escort-

ed by Mr. J. C. Williams, were follow
ed by the naval reserves and others on
foot.

The stand was erected in an oak
grove near the academy, a large spread
ing beech tree affording ample shade
for all the speakers.

Mr. S. L. Patterson, of Caldwell, in
troduced by Hon. B. B. Winborne,
made the opening address with one of
