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cial Districts, respectively, shall, at the
call of their respestive chairmen, meet
at some time and place in their re-

spective districts, and the chairmen of
said respectiye committees shall imme-
diately notify the chairmen of the dif-

ferent County Executive Committees
of tbe said appointment, and tbe said

County Executive Committee ehall
forthwith call conventions of their re-

spective counties in conformity to said
notice to send delegates to said respect-
ive District Conventions.

STATE CONVENTIONS.

The State Convention shall be com-

posed of delegates appointed by tbe
several County Conventions. Each
county ehall be entitled to elect one
delegate and one alternate for every
one hundred and fifty Democratic votes
and one delegate for fractions over seve-

nty-five Democratic votes cast therein
at tbe last preceding gubernatorial
election ; and none but delegates or al-

ternates so elected shall be entitled to
feats in said convention : Provided,
that every county shall have at least
one vote in said convention.

GENERAL RULES.

1. At all conventions the delegates
shall be selected as near as may be
from the friends and supporters of the
candidates voted for.

2. buch delegates or alternates of
absent delegates as may be present at
any Democratic Convention shall be
allowed to cast the whole vote to which
their precinct or county may be enti-
tled.

3. In all conventions provided for
by this system, after a votelscast.there
shall be no change in such vote until
the final result of the ballot shall be
announced by tbe chairman of said
convention.

4. AH Democratic Executive Com-
mittees shall have the power to fill any
vacancies occurring in their respective
bodies.

5. Tbe chairmen ot tbe different

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IIaLIFAX ROAD LAW.

Recently the road law bas been a

Babjcct or earnest discussion by the
citizens in nlmost every part of Hali-

fax county. Many of them do not un-

derstand the law, and therefore do not
know thther to approve or condemn.

The bad condition of the connty
roads daring the winter and early
soring made many oi. the people dis-

satisfied with the W, whether the law

had anything to do with the bad roads

or not. Any chanjto generally pro- -

duces confusion, When a prosperous
merchant builds a larger and hand- -

soicer store in order to accommodate
his growing busine s, he nods that
there come consid erable conlusion
and annoyance in mpving his stock of

goods from the old store to the new.

When the prosperous fanner buys his
neighbor's larger and better farm he
finds that it takes some time to get
things to running as well from the larger
farm as they did the year before on the
smaller farm. So it is with changes
generally. It takes a little time to get
things properly adjusted even in a bet-

ter and larger place and under better
and more pleasing circumstances.

Two weeks ago this paper pointed
out that in some respects the criti-

cisms against the road law are un-

timely, because they are not made in-

telligently. We repeat that the rail-

roads, telegraph and telephone com-

panies pay perhaps nearly one-thir- d of
the road tax, and some of those who
are criticizing the law are practically
made road free by the law itself.

One of the good citizens from the
western part of the county told us at
the court house a week ago that he
was indebted to The Commonwealth
for enlightenment on the road ques
tion in this county. He had not
looked at the question in its true light.

As we eaid two weeks ago, we have
no purpose under heaven in commend-

ing a thorough test of our road law

except to promote the beat interests of
the people of Halifax county.

We beg further to call attention to
those who are dissatisfied with the
present road law, that it means much
to the county to have fifteen or
twenty strong, able-bodie- d men work-in- s

on tbe roads all the time instead of
lying in jail, sleeping away the time at
a heavy expense to the county with
not a cent's return.

The convicts are now working the
roads, at some co3t to the county, to
be sure ; but this cost is now turning
out satisfactory results ; namely.making
good roads where before they were well
nigh impassable

The Commonwealth believes that
the system of working public roads by
taxation is the only true and equitable
system ; and it does seem reasonable
that tho people should wait and give
the law m Halifax county a fair trial
before they clamor for a change.

COL. SMITH'S LETTER.

Elsewhere we print In this issue a
letter from Col. A. L Smith, of Char-
lotte, which ought to claim the atten-
tion of every citizen and tax-pay- er in
Halifax county.

Col. Smith's home was at Scotland
Neck during his childhood and yonth.
He has fine real estate near Scotland
Neck now and pays considerable taxes
in the county. Ke, therefore, speaks
as a citizen of the county when he de-

clares for double tax for the roads ; and
he speaks aleo from observation when
he refers to the value of good roads in
Mecklenburg county and quotes the
prices of farm property, showing that
with good roads the value of such prop-
erty has djubled within a few years.

As Col. Smith well observes in his
letter, the greatest drawback to this re-

gion of North Carolina is poor roads.
Trnly Eastern Carolina is a garden
spot, and we only need certain and
proper developments to reap a great
and abundant reward. The establish-lishin- g

of good roads will do much to-

ward bringing about a most improved
condition of our agricultural interests.

BAD ROADS AND HEAVY
FREIGHTS.

Col. Smith says in his letter this
week that one ot the greatest draw-

backs to this region is bad roads. We
agree with him as it applies to this en
tire region ; but Scotland Neck's worst
drawback as a town, perhaps, is our ex-

ceedingly heavy freight rates.
This paper has pointed out many

times the great and enormous- - freight
expenses which the merchants of Scot-
land Neck pay every year. They
con Id greatly reduce tneir ireigbt ex-

penses by building a railroad to Roan-
oke river ; and it is the wonder of peo
ple away from Scotland Neck that it is

.not done.

1. The unit of county organization
shall be the voting precincts. In each
precinct there shall be an Executiye
Committee, to consist of five active

who shall be elected by
the Democratic voters at the several

precincts in the meeting first called by
tbe County Executive Committee.
And said committee so elected shall
elect one oi its members as chairman
who shall preside at all committee
meetings.

2 The chairmen of the several

precinct committees shall compose the
County Executive Committee, which
shall meet at the same time and place
as the County Conyention first held in
each election year, and elect a chair-
man ol said County Committee, who
need not be a member of tbe commit-
tee and be shall preside at all meetings
ot said committee, and shall hold his
place until his successor shall be elect-

ed. A majority of said precinct chair-
men, in person cr by proxy, shall con-

stitute a'quoram. The County Com-
mittee shall likewise appoint a central
committee of five, who shall act in its
stead when the County Committee is
not m session.

3. In case there shall be a failure
on the part of any precinct to elect Us
Executive Committee for a period of

thirty days, the County Executiye
Committee shall appoint said commit-
tee from tbe Democratic voters of said
precinct.

4. The members of the Precinct
Committee shall elect to any vacancy
occurring in said committee.

5. The County Executive Commit-
tee ehall call all necessary conventions
by giving at least ten days' notice by
public advertisement in three public
places in each precinct, at the court
house door, and in any Democratic
newspapers that may be published in
said county, requesting all Democrats
of the county to meet in their respect
ive precincts on a common day therein
stated, which said day shall not be less
than three days before the meeting of
the County Convention, for the pur-
pose of electing their delegates to the
County Conventions. Thereupon the
meeting so held shall elect their dele-

gates to represent the precincts in the
County Conyention from the voters of
the respestive voting precincts, which
delegates, or such of them as shall at-

tend, shall vote the full Democratic
strength ol their respective voting pre-
cincts on all questions that may come
before said County Conventions. In
case no meeting shall be held in any
precinct ip pursuance of said call, or
no election shall be made, the Precinct
Executive Committee shall appoint
such delegates.

PRIMARIES.

6. At every precinct meeting there
shall (before the delegates to the Coun
ty Convention are elected) be a vote
taken for the different candidates for
office, whose names mav be presented
and the delegates shall yote in the
County Convention of their respective
districts in accordance with Ibis vote ;

that is to say, each candidate shall re-

ceive in the County Convention that
proportlcn of the vote to which tbe
precinct may be entitled which he re
ceived in the precinct meeting. The
chairman and secretary of the precinct
meeting shall certify to the County
Convention the vote received by each
candidate at the precinct meeting.

7. Each precinct shall be entitled
to cast in tne Uounty Convention one
vote for every twenty-fiv- e Democratic
votes, and one vote for fractions of
thirteen Democratic votes cast by tbe
township at the last preceding guberna
torial election : Provided, that eyery
voting precinct shall be entitled to
cast one vote, and each precinct may
send as many delegates as It may see
fit.

8. The chairmen of the Precinct
Committees shail preside at all precinct
meetings. In their absence any other
member of said committees may pre
side.

COUNTY AND DISTRICT CONVENTIONS.

1. The several County Conventions
shall be entitled to elect to their Sena
torial, Judicial and Congressional Con
ventions one delegate and one alternate
for every hfty Democratic votes,
and one delegate for fractions over
twenty-hv-e Democratic votes cast at
tbe last preceding gubernatoria'. elect
ion in their respective counties, and
none nut delegates or alternates so
elected shall be entitled to a seat In
said convention : Provided further.
i hat in all County Conventions in
which delegates shall be selected to at
tend any State. Congressional, Judi
cial or other convention a vote shall be
taken in accordance with the plan of
organization as to the candidates who3e
names may be presented to such Coun-

ty Conyention. Tbe delegates shall be
selected from the friends and support
ers of each candidate voted tor, in pro
portion to tbe number of yotes he
shall receive in such County Conven
tion, and no other instruction shall be
iyen : Provided further, that when
nly one candidate la presented and

voted for at such County Convention,
it shall be lawful to instruct for such
candidate.

2. At every County Convention (be
fore delegates to State, Congressional,
Judicial, senatorial or other conven
tion are chosen) there shall be a vote
taken for the different candidates for
office whose names may be presented,
and the delegates shall vote for their
respective counties in accordance with
this vote ; that is to say, each candi-
date shall receive in the State, Con
gressional, Judicial, Senatorial or oth'
cr convention tbe proportion of the
vote to which the county may be enti
tled which be received in the County
Convention. The chairman and secre-
tary of.the County Convention shall
certify to each convention the vote re
ceived by each candidate given : Pro-
vided, that where only one candi-
date is presented it shall be
lawful to instruct for him. At all
State District Conventions the dele
gates from tbe different counties may
disregard tbe vote of their respective
counties as to aay candidate : Provid
ed, that a two-thir- majority of all
hts votes from tbe county consent.

3, Tbe chairman, or in bis absence
any member of the County, Sen-
atorial, Judicial and Congressional Con
vention, shall call to order their re
spective conventions aid hold chair
manship thereof until the convention
shall elect its chairman.

Editor The Commonwealth :

I noticed in the last issue ot your
paper some objection to the present
road system in Halifax county. Aa
you noted in your editorial, it would
be better for the people to give the sys-
tem a fair trial before condemning it.
Working roads by taxation has cer-

tainly proven the best method, aa ex-

emplified by our county of Mecklen-
burg, which has over one hundred
miles of macadamized roads, built at a
cost of about $2,300 to the mile. What
would the citizens of Halifax think of
this outlay? Being a taxpayer In
Halifax, I would not object to tbe road
tax being doubIed,tor here we see what
good roads mean to any community.

They have more than doubled the
value of property in this county. Be-

fore we had good roads farming proper-
ty for four, five to six miles from Char-
lotte could be purchased for eight, ten
and twelve dollars per acre :now it will
bring from twenty to forty. One of
your greatest drawbacks is bad roads,
which should not be the case where
they ean be made at such small cost.
Instead of contracting, let them double
tbe work now now being donend they
will never regret it.
