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America Partial to Cocoanuts.

The mooted question whether the
cocoanut is officially regarded as a
“nut” or a *fruit” has been settled in
a report on cocoanuts recently made by
the department ot agriculture. Al-
though known as a nut, the depart-
ment characterizes It as a ““tropiecal
frait.” The report says in part :

With the exception of a few hun-
dred dollars’ worth grown annually in
Florida no cocoanuts are produced in
continental United States. A tropical
fruit, grown almost exelusively on is-
lands and in troplcal countries border-
ing upon the sea, there is little terri-
tory in the United States proper
adapted to its cultivation. The large
quantities of cocoanuts and their pro-
ducts consumed in this country are
practically all imported.

With the acquisition of territory
after the close of the Spanish-Ameri-
can war ibere came into the possession
ot the United Fftates a number of is-
lands upon which cocoanut produetion
i3 a cunsiderable economic factor. In
the Philippines it not only plays an
1mportant part in the domestic econ-
nmy of the people, but the exportation
of copra (dried meat of the cocoanut)
constitutes one of the largest items of
their export trade, returning to the
archipelago trom $2,000,000 to $4,000-
000 a year. In the small island of
Tatuila of the Samoan grocup copra is
the chief article of export, upward of
500 tons being shipped out annually.

Besides a good overseer’s
home he has built seven good framed
houses for tenants. Mr. Gammons is
one ol the most progressive farmers in
the country, and mazes handsome prof-
its on his investments.

Mr. R. B. Peters, one of Tarboro’s
most progressive business men, and
who does a good wholesale businese,
says that the Retail Merchants’ Asso-
ciatlon has worked well iIn Tarboro.
He says that the effect has been good
on business. It has helped conditions
wonderfully and made 1t much easler
to collect accounts that heretofore
would be regarded as almost worthless.
A better feeilng has been engendered
among the merchants, and the wor
of the Association has done no one
any harm.

Mr. W. E. House, who has been su-
perintendent of public road work in
Edgecombe county for four years, has
done some good work for the county.
His experience is worth much, and he
says that the results of the road work
in Edgecombe are satisfactory. Tbe
tax is 15 cents on the $100 werth of
property and 49 cents on the poll. He
hae 33 hands at work now and werke
he main roads from the principal
pwns tirst. Mr, House thinks that no
ood road can be made with a narrow-
br limit than 24 feet.

In Porto Rico the area in cocoanuts
in 1899, according to the census, was
5,447 acres. From none of these pos-
sessions, however, does the United
States now obtain any important part
of ite heavy imports of cocoanuts and
their produots.

These nuts and their products are
imported into the United States prin-
cipally in three forms, as cocoanuts in
the shell, as copra, broken meat, dessi-
cated and not dessicated, and as cocoa-
nut oil. Of these by far the most im-
portant as measured by value, is cocoa-
nut oil, the deliveries ifrom custom
houses and warehouses for consump-
tion 1n the United States in the fiscal
year ended June 30, 1003, having been
40,074,800 pounds, valued at $2,494,
442, These were the heaviest imports
of cocoanut oil ever made into the
United States, the previous high re-
cord haying been in 1894-’95, when
the quantity delivered for consump-
tion amounted to 31,722,014 pounds,
valued at $1,340,208. The principal
uses to which the soil is put 1n the
United States ia the blending with
other oils in the manulacture ot soap,
in coofectionery, medicinal prepara-
tions, food compounds, for the prepara-
tion of textiles and for other purposes.

Next in importance to cocoanut oil
are the importa of cocoanuts in the
she!l, ot which the deliveries for con-
sumption in the fiscal year 1902-03
amounted in value to $908,226. As to
the quantities of nuta in the shell im-
ported there is no official record, but a
rough estimate based upon the total
yalue of the imports and the average
price of cocoanuts annually imported
into the United States ranges from
40,000,000 to 50,000,000. As is well
Ynown, these nuts are consumed in

ae United States chiefly in the raw
state and in the manufacture of con-
fecti onery, prepared foods, ete.
