Carolina  Fortilizer Almanac,

Parger amounts of fertilizers with reason-
wble assuwrance of profitable returns than
may be expicted of other sols. A erop
that occnpiss the =oil from the fall season
untll spring, or early summer, will bear

heavier fertilizing than will o crop that

s planted in the spring and ripens for
harvest in midsummer, The first ease is
illustrated by oats, wheat, or other small
srraln, or geass, especially when sown in
the fall of the year. Such a crop occu-
pies the soll during the Iate fall and win-
ter, and early spring—during which pe-
rinds the rains are usually abundant—
ripening for harvest in late spring, or
very early summer, before the burning
summer heat and possible drouths of
June and July., ats and wheat therefore
are ldeal croys for Hberal fertilizing.

Corn Is rather an uncertain crop on the
wrdinary dry uplands of the South, It
Hims but a short period in which to devel-
op its flowers—tassels and gillks—cover-
ing but a few days. If very dry weather
shall prevail when this critical period is
approaching, and for some time afier it
is passed, the ciops may preve a greater
or less fallure. There e2fi be no second
wifort, no second period of blooming.

It Is different in the case of cotton,
which comences to bloom and make
fruit In Ju {ur even earlier) and con-

tinues  thr..cgzhout the summer until
checked U vere frost in November.

Cotton i cfore another ideal crop

for liberal Tortilizing. A small amount
of fertilizers applied per acie will no
doubt yleid a larger percentage profit
on its cost than will a larger amount.
To illustrate: An application of $ worth
of fertiliger per acre may cause an in-
creased vield of cotton (at 10 cents per
Ppound) of the value of 36 to 38, or a profit
of 200 to 260 per cent. on its eosl. 1 have
frequently had such resulis. But®t does
not follow that twice 2s heavy an appli-
cation wili produece twice as large re-
suits, or that three times as much Would
cause three limes as grest an increase
in the yield. In other Wwords, the rate
of Increase in the yield of cotton will
not be in proportion to the inerease in
the amount af fertilizers applied. Two
dollars® worth of fertilizer per acre may
yield an increase in the ecrop of $5: but
% worth would not therefore bring an
dnerease of %18, '
But eareful ohservation hns shown that
an application of 5 to $ worth of fertil-
izers (properly balanced) is a safe amount
to apply per Acre on cotton. Manpy Tarm-
=rs In Georgia have =ccured Datisfactory
returns from an application of so much
as 80 pounds per acre,
{ think 800 pounds a pertectly safe limit
on upland in fairly good econdition, well
prepared and properly cultivated in cot-
ton. For corn, I would limit the amount
to 200 to 200 pounds per acre on old up-
dands.

where many girls work putting up

packages.

“Clabber alley,”” is the lane which
passes through the great stacks of
condensed milk. ‘“Corncake lane”
goes through the cornmeal packages
and barrels.

The system of naming the streets
and dividing the different brands of
goods into numbers facilitates the
business of ofder filling to the extent
that almost twice the work can be
done now by the same number of

years ago.
