lavish way he fertilizes it. You will
note he advises 200 pounds of cotton
seed meal, 200 pounds of acid of
phosphate and 400 pounds of kainit,
and to this 800 pounds he adds 125
pounds of nitrate of soda per acre.
These at present prices would cost
$12.50. Then to make 100 bushels
per acre he doubles the mixture and
uses 300 pounds of nitrates of soda,
all of which would cost $22.50 per
acre.
