London, July 23.—The French
and American troops continue to
make progress on the battle front
between the Ourcq and the Marne.
Tha advices today'are to the effec
that the attacks continue and that all
the positions held by the French
have been retaired that was won last
Menday In the rewron of the Grizol-
les. seven miles northwest of Chateau
Thierry. The town of Jaulgonne on
the Marne has been captured by the

Americans, who continue their ad-

vance, So far the Americans have
taken 300 prigsoners in this advance,
The French stormed the heights

north of Curcelles at three o'clock,

yesterday afternoon. They also hold
the bend in the neighborhood of Cha-
so28 as far as Treloup—(These two

towns are just north of the Marnel

ao0d to the east of Jaulgonne, which

a3 also been taken by the Ameri-,

paas. ) —Treloup at the latest advices
was still in the hands of the enemy.

London, July 23.—The French
have crossed the Marne at Pont-au-
Bunson, just to the east of Reuil,
‘Tha enemy continued fo attack heav-
ily from the direction of Vaudierres,
but the onslaughts were beaten off.
The French at §:15 this mornig be-
2ea an attack in the region of Mont-
didier, according to advices received
this aflernoon. The French have
Laptured Oulehy le Chatteau. The
Anmericans on the front south of the
Somme have captured the town of
Burancy.

On te front between the Marne and
Rheims the British have capturea
Pittitchamp wood near Marfaux with
200 prisoners and 14 machine guns.
At 11 o'clock this morning the
French reported an advance of a mile
on a front of 14 miles.

Meeting With Strong Resistance on
the Marne,

London, July 23.—It is thought
that the advance in the Montdidier
region is on a wide front. In the
attack on the Marne have had diffi-
culty in crossing that river on ac-
count of strong resistance from both
machine guns and infantry,

London Satisfied.

London, July 23.—London re-
®ards the situation as eminetly sat-
fsfactory for the allies. It is not ex-
pected that lhg advance will be as
rapid from now as it was at first on
account of the strong resistance of-
fered by the German reserves who
are pouring in to stop the advance
©of the allled troops, The enemy is
displaying marked tenacity and is
fighting for all he is worth.

t Germans Cling Desperately South of

Soisons

With the American Army on. the
Aisne-Marne front, July 23.—The
Germans are clinging desperately to
the line south of Solssons in an ef-
fort to protect their flanks,

The Americans fighting on this
front hove completed the cutting of
the narrow-guage railway to Chat-
eau-Thierry.

The pounding process is being con-
tinend by the Americans and their
allies in this sector, keeping the
Germans uncerfain from moment to
moment regarding the allied inten-
tion,

Prisoners taken by the Americans
say that if the strenuous offensive ol
the allies continues the Germans
will withdraw much further mnorth

Counter-Attack by the Enemy Fails
Parls, July 23.—Heavy German

Icounter-attncks launched for the pur-

pose of checking the progress of the
allies between the Marne and the
Oureq today were without avail,, ae-
cording to the war office announce-
ment tonight and the French and
British made further advances in the

lreglon of La Croix and Grisolles, as

well as northeast of Monte St. Pere.

British Troops Sent to Help

Paris, July 23.—When the Bar-
varian Crown Prince answered the
German Crown Prince’s appeal for
help and sent some of his divisions
from the Picardy front to aid the
Germans in the Marne salient an
equal nymber of British divisions
was detached from the mnorthern
front and moved to the battle sector
southwest of Rheims. The British
divisions are compused of plcked
troops.

It is interesting to not *that the
British divisions-on the front suoth-
west of Rheims have again taken the
same place in the battle order which
the Britlsh occupied ~when driven
back In the May offensive. Their
transport from the British front to
the Campagne front was executed in
a most skillful manner.

Freuch troops, says La Liberte,
continue to oross the river Marne in
strong forces northeast of Chateau-
Thierry. They are ofllowing rapidly
on the heels of the enem ywho can-
not long hold ground with General
De Mitry's army coming up from the
south and Gen, De Goutte’'s army
coming from the west, The latter al-
rendy has reached the region of
Chatelet wood. Gen. De Goutte's
troops, which have been fighting
hard since the beginning of the coun-
ter offensive last night crushed the
effort made by the Germans and
took 100 prisonera,

Information received in Paris this
morning says that French patrols op-
arating beyond Chateau-Thierry have
learned that the retreat of the Gor-
mans extends several miles deep, Tha
Germen artilléry ean  courcely be
heard. ‘lils seemingly indlcating that
the '"; guns have heen ordered re-

moved to the rear,

In their rapid advance north of the
river Ourcqg French infantry recap-:
tured a battery of French six inch
guns which the French had abandon-
ed on May 27. Since that time the
guns had been .used by the Germans,
MThe French immediately put them in
to action against the enemy, as the
Germans did not have time to de-
stroy them,

dnemy DBurning Towns

Although the Germans are fight-
ing bitterly along the botton of thu
salient, there are Indications that
they realize that a retreat ls inevi-
toble for they are burning villages
several miles behind their lines and
there i{s a great congestion of troops
around the top of the salient, which
may indicate preparation for a new
line,

With the district south of the
Marne cleared of Germans the allies
are busy constructing bridges and
getting laarge hodies of troops and
supplies across for pursuit, The Ger-
mans undoubtedly will continue to
fight in the most stuborn manner for
the salient, but if things continue to
go well with the allies in their attack
the enemy is likely to be forced back
to the llpe of the riiver Vesle, which
offers good defenses and good com-
munications.

British Compliment Americans

Many Compliments have bheen
showered on the Americans by the
British officers and reports reaching
London from their two sectors pralse
their figlting ability, discipline and

adaptibility, One staff offieecr re-
ported;
“The Americans have already

earned a great reputation for the
thoroughness with which they clean
up the territory they move aeross.
They are just as good as the Austral-
fans In this open offensive warfare,
and that is a very high compliment.”

Wilson Making Good

AS THE ALWAYS DO

Dear Homefolks:

Since our last letter we have had
many new experiences, and from
these we have learned to be real
hard soldiers, eating little, sleeping
little, but working much.

We now know how the artillery
gounds and have felt the sting of
“igas” and some of us have seen
many wounded, and some killed sol-
diers of the Allies armies and we
have seen many German wounded
and dead and some prisoners.

Our captain and several of our
sergeants have been up to and in
the front line, and to hear them tell
of thelr experiences would make your
hair stand on end. One night when
Sgt. Whichard, Capt. Giddens, Sgt.
Edward Bond (at one time with Mr,
Finch, the lawyer at home) were
up In the firing line, our side started
& “barrage” on the Hun lines and
they say “Hell" certainly could not
he half as bad as it was there for
100 minutes and then some. Then
went over with the raiding party
and the reports show that 11 Ger-
man prisoners were taken and many
killed, Capt, G. said that “it was
some time up there. The big Hun
guns and ours as well dropped many
ghells right into the raiding party
and killed some of them and wound-
ed over 40. Then we learned ahout
taking the wounded back to the lines
and to the dressing stations. Some
of the wounded died,

Lt, Dunn has gone into the line
this week, and we hope he gets back
all right, Two of our members have
won honors since getting to this
place., Corpl. Douglas Moss attend-
ed a British Machine Gun School and
his crew won a silver cup and he
won a medal for getting the best
marks in the class, consisting of
over 300 men from several divisions
represented.

Douglass has been advanced to be
o sergeant and Capt. Giddens Is
sure proud of him and all the men
who do fine work., Yesterday Corpl.
Jimmie Brooks returned from a big
Musketry School where there were
officers and men from every regi-
ment in the corps in attendance, He

won the grand prize (a medal) for
making the best averages and
store. Thils maukes us feel very

“chesty,” for we know that we have
2560 men in our company who could
have done the very same good work,
and when we go up against the Huns
they will find out that ,Wilson
County has been there too.”

Corpl, Jim Andeérson got a cable-
gram from his brother Steve stating
that Lieutenant Robert B. Anderson
had been killed. We have since
seen it In the France Edition of the
New York Herald, This is a very
happy way to pass away as a sol-
dier feels, but we all are sorry Rob-
ert has been called away so early in
life and Dr, Anderson and Mrs, An-
(derson certainly have the sympathies
of our whole company. Som2 of us
are new to the Wilson Company but
we love Jim and whenever we do
have a chance to get at the Huns
we are going to make them pay one
thousand fold for this.

Corpl. Harvey McNalr is growing
so gast and getting filled out so
much you would hardly know him:
he is a fine boy too, and we all wish
we were the good boy he is. He
don't drink, smoke or do the other
bad things so many men do. Our
company ha sa very good reputation
and we are proud to tell everybody
about it, You Know our captain
preaches the good slde of life to us
all' the time and whenever he finds
some of the sergeants, corporals, or
lieutenants doing wrong he gives
them a good calllng down and if
this occurs again, he immediately,
without any trial or anything, has
them transferred or else “busted.”
He told us in a talk yesterday that
“In the face of death’” he was going
to make the bad ones good, whether
they wanted to or not, that he wasn 't

Wtih the French Armies, July 23.
—The feature today's news Is the-
enemy's retreat from  Chatteau-
Thierry, a virtual admission of im-
ability to check Mangin's progress,
which has already passed the malmn
road running southward from Sois-
s0ns.

I spent this afternoon on the
heights above the Marne in the loop
between Fossy and Mezy, where
American soldiers broke the German
attempts to cross the river on July
16.

Today by a startling turn of for-
tune, it was allied infantry that was
attacking on the uorth bank of the
river, far to the left and to the right
hand. Of th eenemy tnat effected the
crossing none save dead or prisoners
remained.

I visited an American battery fir-
ing steadily on the rear and right
flank of the retreating enemy. As
the young Captain in charge, a New
Yorker with West Point training,
led me to a forward observatiom
post overlooking the German posi-
tions on the opposite bank, he gave
an account of the battle that illus-
trates the rapid growth of American
army from novices in war to experi-
enced soldiers. %

A few weeks ago his division was
moved into line after a brief training
with a French unit, subsequent to
its arrival in France in the alt®
spring. e

Its flist taste of war was to help
check the German drive in the reglon
of Chatteau-Thierry, Tried by the
fiery ordeal of the past week, it was
now ready for anything, confident of
its on ability to take the hardest
knocks and give them back with fn-
terest,

“l hope you are not nervous,”
gaid the Captain, as we walked for-
ard through the appalling stench of
the action, “There are no live Frite
zes around here any more, but his
guns are still pretty busy. For us
it is a nice, peaceful day, compared
to the hell they loosed on us Monday,
Tuesday and Wednesday, The French
interpreter with us said it was a4
bad as anything he had known om
Verdun., Poor devil, they got him
the second night," J

His words were punctuated by the
ceaseless roar of allied guns and
the continual crosh of German shells
on the road a hundred yards to oud
right, but shellholes, literally, every
few yards from the gaping crater of
a big “coalboy” to the oval furrow
that meant gas “arrival” were evk
dence enough that there was no ex-
aggeration in what he had said. The
officer continued:

“Mind you don't trip over this
telephone wire scattered everywhera
—the bombardment has cut the sys-
tem all to bits. That's one thing
we'll fix different in future, And
there'll be more digging too, We had
some trenches and wire, as you can
see, but you never can have too much
protection, and no work's wasted
that may save lives.

“This was our forward observa=
tion post most of the time—as we
reached the edge of woods above the
river—but at the beginning we had
another down the slope in the first
infuntry position, One of our Lie=
tenants did fine work in conmectiom
with that, To maintain lialson he
galloped back and forth all morning
on horseback under terrific fire all
the time, Eight horses were demols
fshed in the process, but by a mir-
acle the boy himsell wasn't seratched
till noon, when a bullet eaught him
in the shoulder, and even then his
luck held, as he was close to a bat=
tery at the tim eand we were able to
get him out to a dressing station
right away. It was a ‘blighty one"
aus the British call it, but not dan-
Eerous.

“‘His work was simply invaluable
It enabled us to smash two of the
pontoon bridges the boche put across
under cover of bombardment and
darkness, and, as it grew light, &
