London, Dee, 26.—Nearly 100
pergsons  were killed in the street
filghtng which began in Berlin on
Tuesday morning, according to u
report from the German capital
transmitted by the Exchange Tele-
graph corespondent at Copenhagen.
The Republican puard tried several
times to take the Royal stahles and
the headquariers of the revolting
sailors, but were repulsed, Many
soldiers - belonging to the Berlin
Guards and a few of the Repuhli-
can troops joined the sailors, Vor-
waerts reported.
