' LIBERAL OFFER TO AGUINALDO

Remarkable Terms Which the Oklefl of
the Tagnls Relfused.

New York, Sept. 18.—A special to
the World from Ithaca, N. Y., says:
Yoar correspondent is able to say on
authority that the Schurman peace
commission offered every inducement
short of absolute self government to
Aguninaldo and his followers. Agni-
naldo was promised as the price for the
restoration of peaos in the Tagal tribe
& bonus of more than $5,000 a Fear
while the Tagals remained peacefnl.
He was told that he could choose men
from his own tribe for the minor mu-
nicipal offices. The commission went
80 far as to promise Aguninaldo the
moral support of the United States gov-
ernment, if such were needed, Lo make
his leadership of the Tagals thoroughly
secure.

With all thess inducements, tempt-
ing as they must have been, Agninal-
-dg, as the recognized head of the insur-
gent movement, declined to yield. He
insisted unpon immediate self-govern-
ment, and as his insistance was so firm
aa to make an agreement impossible,
the Amerioan commissioners ceased ne
gotiations.

President Schurman was frank in
telling your correspondent a day or g0
ago that he favored giving to the various
tribes the Jargest possible measure of
home rule at the earliest moment. He
thought Lthe geveral tribes could admin-
ister their local affairs, elect their
municipsl officers, establish courts and
penal institutions, etc,, but did not
bLelieve it peseible to allow ths natives
to paiticipate in the genersl govern-
ment,

Amerioan Whestgrowers to Have Com-
petition From a New Quarter.

New York, Sept. 18.—A sapecial to
the Herald from Washington says:
Amarican farmers are to have competi-
tion from n new quarter in the wheat
market of the world. Consul Menu-
ghan, of Chemnitz, 1n a report to the
state department, gives interesting de-
1uila of the.agrionltural possibilities o
Asiatizc Russia, . Mr. Monaghan saye
that this vast territory ie destined to
be one of the world’s richegt and most
productive places. It 18 partienlarly
well adapted to the growing of wheat
and other cereals, and rince the build-
ing of the trans-Siberian road, wheat
from this region has already found ite
way to the Enrapean market.

At present the resoumces of this re-
gion are undeveloped, and must remain
so for somo years, as the population is
as yet greatly soattered, being less than
one 1nhabitant to each square mile,
Immigration from Earope to Ruesia is
getting in however, and 4,000 persons
entered theregion laet year.

AL00DY RIOT N ILLIDIS

Negroes Shot Down at Brush
Mines, Carterville.

OPENED FIRE ON THE WHITES

Cunlminuntion of Long-Standing Trouble
Botween Unlon and Non-Union Min-
ors—Militin Crlled Out.

Carterville, Ill., Sept, 18.—Carter-
rille was the scene of u bloody riot be-
tween white and negro miners today.
Six negroes were killed, and ona other
mortally wonnded. Company O,
Fourth regiment, Illinoia National
Guard, anived here late this evening,
and will endeavor to preserve order.
Forty miners from the Herrin mipes
left that pluce for this city this even-
ing, armed with Krag-Jorgensen rifles
dotermined to assist the white miners,
should their services be required,

Trouhle haa been brewing ever since
the militia was recalled by Governor
Tanner last Monday, since which time
the white winers have refused to aliow
the negro miners to come into town.
Toduy 18 negroes marched into the
town and opened fire on a- crowd of
whites. The whites' returned “the fire
promptly, snd a ronning  fight ensued.

The negroes, closely followed by the

wilites, ecattered, some running up the
main street, the remainder starting
down the railroad truck. Here the
worst execution wue done., After the
fight was over, four dead bodies were
picked up, and another man wss found
mortally wounded. They were taken
to the city hall, where the wounded
man was given medical treatment, and
an inquest wus held over the dead ones.
Later, near the Brush mines, in anoth-
er part of the city, two other dead bod-
iea were found.

The killed are: Rev. O. T. J. Floyd,
Huse Bradley, John Blaok, Henry
Brannum, Two unidentified.

Mortally wounded: Sim Commings.

The mayor has taken every precan-
tion to prevent further trouble, and

none will occur unless the negroes
make an atiack.
Spuerintendent Donnelly, of the

Brush mines, where the negroes reside;
repoils that the pegroes are worked ap
into a fienzy, and, while he is doing
all in his power to hold them in
check, he is afraid he cannut do so
much longer, and that anless the mili-
tia appears shortly furthe: trouble muy
be looked for. .

Trouble has existed here, off and on,
for over a vear, but no fatalities oc-
ourred until Jane 80, when a passen-
ger train on the Illinoia Central rail-
road was fired into and one negro wo-
man killed, These negroes were on
their way to the minee, having come
from Pana. A short time afterward a
pitehel battle ensued between the
union and nonunion forces during
which time the dwellings occupied by
the union negroes were burned. Sev-
eral urrests were made, and the parties
are in jail at Marion on the charge of
murder, awaiting trial.

ON THE BRINK OF WAR,

Reply of Tranavaal Yery Unsatiafactory
—Boers Mean to Fight.

London, 8ept. 19.—The reply of the
Transvaal to Mr. Chamberlain’s latest
note is said to cover nine pages. It is
eminently of the “negative and inocon-
clogive’ character, which Mr. Cham-
berlain declared would compel the im-
perial government to consider the sitn-
ation afresh. It practically repudiates
sugerainty, reverts to the seven-year
franchise, and declines to.give equality
to the Dutch and English languages in
the volksraad. In short, it is politely
negative and defiant. The full text
may not be.available for a day or two,
but it will not change the aspect of
affairs, The cabinet will probably
meet on Wedneasday or Thursday to
consider the next step.

It is supposed that the next move
contemplated by the Transvaal is an
appeal to the powers, begging them to
recommend arbitration on the lines o
the conference at The Hague.

Has McKinley Intervened?

Sept. 19.—The secre-
tary of war, in response to numerons
requests, cabled Genural Otis regarding
the two men of the Sixteenth infantry
who, according to the press diapatches,
had been condemned to death in the
Philippines for assaulting native wo-
men. A reply received tonight said
there was a third soldier now about to
be tried in connection with the same
case, and that when the court-martial
was ooncluded the papers would be
forwarded to the department. The two
men sentenced are Corporal Damphoffer
and Private CUonine. The name of the
third soldier involved has not yet been
made public, The sentences will not
be executed until the war department
shall bave reviewed the ocases. The
papers cannot reach Washington in less
than 30 days.

Chicago, Sept. 19.—A new baseball
league, whose circuit will include cities
in both the National and Western
Leagues, and which will be known as
the American Association of Baseball
Clubs, was formed today at a meeting
here of baseball men and lovers ot the
national game.

Chicago, Sept. 19.—As a result of
a dispute over a suit of clothes today,
Martin Walgren, a bookkeeper, was
killed, and Theodore Walgren and
George Clarke slightly wounded by
Fred Fisher, a tailor. Fisher used a
knife, and claims he soted in salf-de-
fense,

CUBAN CROPS FAIL.

Pitiful State of Desolation Wronght by
War and Wenthor.

New York, Sept. 20.—William
Willie Howurd, general manager of the
Cuban industrial relief fund, and who
has recently returned from Cuba, says:

**Cuba is in a pitiful state, Instead
of a rainy season, Cuba has had a
drought. Not since 1844 has there
been such long-onntinued dry weather
during the sommer. The result has
been disastrous, The United States
weather barean reports that all small
crops have been ruinmed. Sugar cane
has been 8o damaged that the crop next
year will be less than the crop ground
this year.

““The most distressing feature of the
drought is the destrootion of the corn
crop. Even under favorable circum-
stances, tha corn crop would have been
small, for it was planted in driblets,
here and thers. The weather bureaun
reports show that-the corn crop will
yield not more than & per cent. On
our relief furms we have better corn
than any 1 have seen in Cuba, due no
doubt to the fact that we put more la-
bor on the growing crop than anyone
elsa was able to do,

‘‘Business in the cities ie desperataly
dull. The hotels are emnpty, restaurants
idle and all small affaire are lifeless.
Large business concerns are scraping
along as best they may, in the hope
that the future of the island may be
definitely settled.

“In "the country the desolation
wrought by war and weather still con-
tinues without abatement.”’

MASSING ON THE BORDER.

HBoers Preparing for the Defense of the
Republiec.

London, Sept. 20,—The special dis-
patches from South Africa confirm the
reports telegraphed yesterday that the
Boers are massing artillery in positions
commanding Laing’s Nek. Small Boer
detachments occupy positions abcve
Buffalo river.

The members of the afrikanderbund
in Cape Town intend to convene the
bund in congress to consider the situa-
tion.

A Bloemfontein paper reports the
diemissal of several Englishmen from
the Bloemlontein police force, because
of their refusal to serve on the com-
mand.

The general apprehension in regard
to the ontcome was reflected by the de-
cline in consols and stocks on the Lon-
don stock exchange, where, although
all stocks countinued depressed, there
was not the slightest approach to ex-
citement,

The text of Premdent Kruger’s reply
was issued by Secretary Chamberlain
this afternoon. The langnage in many
places is taken to indicate a fim, un-
vielding position. The reply, how-
ever, concludes:

““If her majesty's government js
wiliing, and teels able to make this de-
cision a joint commidsjon, e at firet
proposed by Chamberlain, it would put
an end to the present state of tension.
Race hatred would decrense and die
out, and ‘the prosperity and welfare of
the South African republic and the
whole of South Africa would be devel-
oped and furthered, and fraternization
would increase.’’

ALGER OUT OF IT.

Withdraws From the Race for United
States Senator.

Detroit Mich., Sept. 20.—General
R. A. Alger today gave out a letter
written by himself in New York, Sep-
tember 8, in which he announces his
withdrawal from the candidacy for
United States senator. The letter fol-
lowsa:

“The Waldorf-Astoria, New York,
Sept. 8, 1898.—My Dear Mr. Judson:
After careful consideriition I have de-
cided not to be a candidate for the
United States senate. My reasons for
this determination are personal and of
a business mnature. I fully appreciate
and thank yon.sand my many other
friends who offered support, and hope
to be able. in the future to show my
gratitude for all that has been done for
me by the people of our state. Iam,
my dear sir, gincerly yours,

@General Alger declined to say any-
thing further concerning his withdraw-
al than was contained in the letter.

Montreal, Sept. 19.—One cone of the
Queen’s Hall block, in which was lo-
catded W. H. Scoggers’ dry gouds stors,
fell in tomight. The building col-
lapsed gracduslly, and no one was in-
jured. The building is an oppoising
one, occupying & whole square fronting
om St. Catherine street.

Dewey Holldays.

Albany, N. Y., Sept. 20.—Governor
Roosevelt today issued a proclamation
setting sapart Friday and Saturday,
September 28 and 80, as holidays to
be opserved thronghout the state as
days of general thanksgiving in bonor
of tha return of Admiral George Dewey
to the United Btates. This will make
the days l!egal holidays.

A silver fox ekin was sold in London
recently for $1,760 at an auction.

The National Reception.

Washington, Bept. 20.— Arrange-
ments for the recaption of Admiral
Dewey in this city, October 2 and 4,
are being rapidly completed. (General
Nelson A. Miles, the marshal of the
parade, has anncunced the selection of
Adjutant-General Corbin as his chiet-
of-staff, and Major John A. Johmson,
as chief aide-de-camp.

(HE DISCUSGION OF TRUGTS

Results of the Recent Con-
ference Were Beneficial.

PROCEEDINGS TO BE PRINTED

Will Contnin All the Speeches in Full
—Fifty Thousand Cupies to Be Dis-
tribhuted Throughout the Country.

Chicago, Sept. 20.—The Times-
Herald says: Save for the work of
publishing the report of the trust con-
ference the Civie Faderation’s work in
the big meeting is fully accomplished,
Franklin H. Head, ite president, is
confident that the resulte of the dis-
cusgion will be far-reaching and bene-
ficent and he feels that this organiza-
tion was justified in ite expenditure of
labor and time. Fifty thonsand copies
of the report are to be printed and dis-
tributed thronghout the conntry so that
those who did not attend the conven
tion may have the advantage of the
views expressed by leading economists,
lawyers, politiciung and thinkers from
different sections of the Ubited States.
This Mr. Head deems highly impor
tant. Among the reflections of Mr.
Head on the conference generally are
the following statements:

“"'The idea of the Civie Federation
was to have a full discussion of all
sides of the general question of trusts
and trade combinations, It is a sub-
ject npon which there is endless con-
fusion of thought among the people and
we hoped by giving all sides a fair
hearing to clear away much of the fog
and mist and to bring the people nearer
together so that they might be sure of
the evils of these laige combinations if
there were any and devise remedies for
such evils.

“ln almost every respect | think the
conference has been a deocided .success.
Many of the papers offered were from
careful economic students and pos-
seesed not only great but permanent
value. Among thess might be men-
tionad the papers contributed by
Henry C. Adams, J. W. Jenks, John
Graham Brooks and Professur Clark, of
Columbia university. Undonbtedly
the two speeches which |attracted most
attention were thoee delivered by W.
Bourke Cockran and W. J. Bryan.

‘‘As a result of the discussions it
seemed to me that the general impres-
gion of those present was that the
growth of trusts and ocombinations
ghould be jealously watoched and gnard-
ed and that there should be a careful
supervision of their operations by the
state authorities and also possibly by
the federal government—supervision
somewhat similar to that of our na-
tional banks would be most desirable
and important—and that all sach cor-
porations should be required to have
carefully-kept books of account, show-
ing all the general operations in their
business, and that the featores of such
statistics should be made public some-
thing after the maner in which the sta-
tistics of national banke are made pub-
lic. The objects sought through these
suggestions were not only for the bene-
fit of the general public who might be
considering an investment, but aleo for
the benefit of the stockholders, who
might thus learn if the managers were
loyal to the interests of the stockhold-
ers. :
“There has been some talk of there
being political capital in the result of
the conference. I do not know that
the result of the conferance could be
construed to have any political bearing.
The question” of business trusts and
corportaions is not a politick] question,
There are probably just as many Demo-
cratio stockholders in these various
gombinations as Repubiicans. They
have entered into these combinations
with the belief that they are advan-
tageous in the way of cheapening pro-
duotion and doing away with the exces-
sive competition, which in periods of
depression is often times fatal to all
parties to the competition.

““Whatever may be the steps taken
to adopt some remedies or restriotive
measures whioh shall retain whatever
there may be of benefit in the trusts,
while removing that which is preju-
dicial to the national good, in my opin-
ion the conference held in Chicago will
prove a historical meeting. and its in-
flusnce as a source of education, and
perhaps as a strarting point of some
definite developments, will be felt for
& long time. The Civiec Federation
is satisfied—yes, gratiled—with the
entire work of ‘he conference.’

Woman Guilty of Arson. -
Jaoksonville, Or., Sept. 19.—Rosan-
na Carlile. who was indicted jointly
with her husband, John A. Carlile, for
burning the barn of her brother, A, J.
Hamlin, on the night of August 14,
1899, pleaded gnilty last night ‘and was
sentenced to nine years’ imprisonment
in the penitentiary. The trouble be-
tween the brother and sister grew out
ol the settlement of the estate of their
father, the late James Hamlin. Upon
Mrs. Carlile’s plea of guilty, her hus-

band was released from custody.

Situation at Key West.

Eey West, Fla., Sept. 20.—Fifty-
four cases of yellow fever have been
reported in the past 48 hours ard three
deaths, making a total number of cases
to date of 862, and 17 deaths.

Celebration In Mexico.

City of Mexico, Sept. 20.—The wife
of President Diaz is somewhat im.
proved in hesith, but was unable to
take part in the national independence
celebrations, which went off with the
usual eclat, The magnificent illumina-
tion of the cathedral of Mexico by elec-
tricity was the cause of general admira-
tion. The great building could be
geen”for 80 miles like a vast mound of
blazing light in the center of the Val-
ley of Mexico.

"FALL TRADE ACTIVITY.

Semeral Businesa of the Country Goes

Forward at a Good Face.
Bradstreet’s says: With compara-
tiveiy little stock or other spoculative
activity, and with few strong new fea-
tures presenting themselves, the gener-
al business of the country goea lorward
at & good pace, and with unprecadented
volume for this period of the year.

This is true also of most building ma-
terials with the exception ol brick
which ia rather weak owing to reported
over production. Wool is firmer at all
and higher at some markets and much
interest is taken in the next London
wool sales.
