COL BAKER'S FAMOUS EULOGY"

It Was Delivered Over The Victimof
Jaige Terry's Cruel Bkiul.

The following faceral oration pro-
nounced by Colonel E. D, Baker, on the
occasion of the burial of Benator David
C. Boderick, who was shot by the late
Judge Terry, has passed into history as
one of the figest eulogies ever delivered.
The Senator was killed by Judge Terry
ilt;! ;gd“l in California on September 13,

A senator lies dead in our midst! He
is wrapt in a bloody shroud, and we, to
whom his toils and ceres were given, are
about to bear him to the place appointed
for all the living. Tt is not fit that such
a man should pass to the tomb un-
heraided ; it is not fit that such a death
should call forth no rebuke, or be [ol-
Jowed by no public lamentation. It 1s
this conviction which impels the gather-
ing of this assemblage. We are here of
every nation and pursuit, of every creed
and character, each 1n bhis capacity of
citizen, to swell the mournful tribute
which the majesly of the people offers to
the unreplyin

He lies to- tfay surrounded by little of
funeral pomp. No banners droop over
the bier, no melancholy music floats
upon the reluctant air. The hopes of
high hearted friends droop hke fading
flowers upon his bresst, and the strog-
gling sigh compels the tear in the eye that
seldom weeps, Around him are those
who had known him best and loved him
lgngest; who have shared the trinmph
and endured the defeat. Near him are
the gravest and noblest of the state, pos-
sessed by a grief at ooce earnest and
sincere; while beyond, the masses of the
people whom he loved, and for whom
his life was given, gather like a thunder
cloud of swelling and indignant grief.

In such a presence, fellow citizens, let
uslinger for 8 moment at the portals of
the tomb, whose shadowy arches vibrate

to the pnblm heart, to speak 8 few brief
words of the man, and of his death. Up
to the time of his arrival in Califorma,
his life bad been passed amonz events
incident to such & character. ‘i?‘eurless.
self-reliant,open in his enmities, warm in
s friendships, wedded to his opinions,
and marching directly to his purpose
throngh and over all opposition, s
career was checkered with successand
defea’; but even in defeat his energies
WETe stmgbhmed and his career devel-

When he resched these shores, his
keen observations tanght him at once
that he trod a broad field, and that &
higher carcer was Lefore him. He bad
no fulse pride; sprung from a people and
s race whose vocation was labor, he
~toiled with bis own hands, and sprang at
& bound from the workshop to the legis-
lative :;1[. Fro&n that t.it(:l:a a‘lg.t:jere tl:Jon—
gregated around him an nst him
the elements of success and defeat—
strong friendship, bitter enmities, hi%h
praise. mahgnunt calumoies—but he
trod with a free and proud step tbhat on-
wurd path which has led him to glory
and the grave.

Fellow citizens! the man whose body
lies before you was your senator. From
the moment ot his election his character
bas been maligned, his motives attack-
ed, ms courage impeached, his patriotism
assailed. It Has been a system tending
to one end. What was his cnme! Re-
view his bistory —consider his public acts,
weigh his private character—and befure
the grave encloses forever—judge be-
tween bim and bis enemies?

As a man—to be judged in his private
relations—who was his saperior? It was
Iis bosst, and amid the general license of
a new country it was a proud one, that
his most scrutinizing enemy could fix no
single act of immorality upon him!
Temperate, decorous, self-restrained, he

through all the excitement of
Qulifornia unstained. No man could
cbarge him with broken faith nr violated
trust. Of habits ssmple and inexpensive,
he had no lust of gain® He overreached
no man’s weaknessin a bsarzain, and
withheld from no man b just dues.
Never in the history of the state, has
tiiere Ueen a citizen who has borne public
relations more stainless i1n all respects
than be,

One year sgo to-day T performed a
duty euch as I perform to-day, over the
remains of Senator Fe on, who died
as Broderick died, tangled in the meshes
of the code of honor. To-day thereisa
more eminent sacrifice. To day I renew
my t; to-day I utter yours. The
code of hopor is a delu-on and a soare;
it palters with the hooe of true courage
and .binds it to the feet of crafty and
cruel skill. It surrounds 1ts victim with

Fam and grace of the proeem:on,
bnt ves bim bleeding on the a'tar. It
is a shield, blazoned with the name of
::lhullr;, to cover the malignity of mur-

er.

It substitues cold and deliberate prep-
aration for courrgeous and manly inpulse,
and arms the one to disarm the other; it
may prevent fraud between practiced duel-
ists, whoshould be [orever without its pale,
but it makes the mere “trick of the
weapon” supenior to the noblest cause
and truest co Its prelense of
eqoality 18 & lie—it is equal in all the
form, it is uojust in all the suhstance—
the habitude of arms, the early training,
the frontier life, the border war, the
sectional custom, the life of leisure, al
these are advantages which no negotia-
tion cun nentralize and which no courage
can overcome.

And now, as the shadow turns toward
the east, and we prepare to bear these
mor remains to their last resling place,

not seek to repress the gemerous
pride which prompts the recital of noble
deeds and manly virtues. He rose un-
aided and alone; be began without family
or fortune, in the face of difficulties; he
inberited poverty and obscunty; he died
a senator 1n congress, having wnittea his
name in the history of the great struggle
for the rights of the people against the
despostism of organization and the cor-
ruption of power.

He leaves in the bearls of his friends
the tenderest and proudest recollections.
He was honest, failbful, earnest, sincere,
generous and brave; be felt in sll the
great crisis of his hfe that he was a lead-
er in the ranks, that 1t was his high duty
to upliold the.interest of the masses; Lhat
he could not falter. When he returned
from the fatal field, W%hile the dark wing
of the archangel of death was casting 1ts
shadow urpon his brow, his greatest anx-
ipty was for the perfurmance of his duty.
He felt that all ns strength and his life
belonged to the cause to which he had
devo.ed them.

“Baker,” said he—and to me they were
his 1ast worde—“Baker, when I was
struck I had to stend finm, but the blow
blinded me aud I could not I trust
that it is no shame to my manhood that
tears blinded me 25 be said it. Of his
last hour I have no heurt to speak. He
was the last of his race; there was no
kimndred hand to smooth his couch or
wipe the death damp from his brow; but
round that dying bed strong men, the
friends of his early manhood, the devoted
adherents of later life, bowed in urepres-
sible griel, “and lifted up their voices
and wept.”

But fellow citizens the voice of lamen-
tation is not uttered by private friendship
alone—the blow that struck his manly
breast has touched the heart of = people,
and as the sad tidings spiead a gen-
eral gloom prevails.
