Herz responded to the knock,
and, sfter some parles, the detectives aa-
nouoced their official character, and o~
sisted op being sdmitted to the ouoter
room. Mrs. Herz retired to her busbad’s
sleeping spariments. Sbe came out in a
few moments. Her face showed signs of
grief and agitation Bhe gould bardly
restrain ber tearsas she smd: “Gentlemen,
Dr, Herz is 100 ill to get up; you are
welcome io goin and see for yourselves”
The detectives entered the sleepiog
room and fofund Herz in bed. He had
just been propped up with pillows by his
wife. His face looked pale and wasted,
bis eyes sunken, aud he bore every sign
of being a very sick man.

More Cabinet Talk.

WasaiNgTON, Jan. 20—A great many
rumors bave beeo floating about regard-
ing the cabinet, one of them being that
Gresham bas been invited to & sest st
Cleveland’s council bourd. In case a
number of the supreme judges shouid
die, and there would be enough vacan-
cies to 1psure a Democratic supreme
court, Cleveland migbt offer Greshum
a place on the supreme bench, uther-
wise he is not liable to receive anything
from the next administration.

Foud Becoming Mearce.
New Brungwick, Mass., Jan. 20—
For the last three days the steamer which
carries supplies to the 15,000 people liv-
ing on the 1sland of Nantucket has beea
unable to make the island, owlng to the
difficaity of breaking the wast ice floes |
which ere between the mainland and the
island. When the steamer last touched
st Nantocket, the people there had scanty
supplies of provisions, end fears are enter
tained that there may be much suffering
before commusication with the island
can be resumed. An effort was made
last night to get s tug scross from
Wood's Hill, but it was unsuccessful.
The tug returned at 11 o'clock and re-
ported that it was impossible to get
through the 1ce, and that it would prob
ably take four days to effect a passage.
In the meantime the people ot the island
will be brought to an extremity. Mid-
way between the islsnd and the masm-
lard is a channel filled with floating ice.
On each side the ice is insecure, so that
passage over the ice is impossible.
