Frederick P. Waggerhauser was
born In Weingarten, Wurttenberg,
Germany, June 26, 1878| and came to
America withhis parents in 1887. Two
years later he came to California and
resided at St. Helena, Napa county,
eight years. Later he graduated at
the Oakland High School and then
entered the State University at Berke-
leyand was working iv a mine here to
earn money enough to complete the
course when, on Tuesday morning,
November 21, 1899, ho was caught ina
cave-in, his leftleg below the knee bo-
ing so badly injured that on the night
of November 23d it had to be ampu-
tated. Through the trying ordeal he
manifested great presence of mind and
exhibited rare fortitude and commend-
able nerve. He got on nicely and all
arrangements were made, oven a pair
of crutches being procured, to have
him up and about by Christmas. But,
alas! man proposes and God disposes.
The trial and tremendous strain
through which he had gone aroused
the latent seeds of quick consumption,
to which disease he was predisposed,
and the crutches were never used. He
gradually faded away into the silent
shadow of death, and one more young
and ambitious life was cut off forever
at the very threshold of manhood.

He was bright, active, ambitious and
studious. His ambition was to become
an eminent civilengineer, and, had he
lived,no doubt his hopes wouldhave
been realized, for he was possessed of
the pluck that wins both fortune and
fame in America.

F. Waggershauser, father of de-
ceased, was the only relative present,
and the heartfelt sympathy of 'our peo-
ple went out to the stricken, . solitary
mourner and many a tear mingled
withhis over the bier of his departed
loved one. There were many miners
In the procession who solemnly paid
their last respects to their departed
fellow workman, and sincerely con-
doled with the grlef-strlcken father.
Itwas a sad laying away of a bright
youth, who was overtaken in the
morning of life by an accident that
cost him a limband a few weeks later
his life: But we must remember that:
"The Lord giveth and the Lordtaketh
away." Not ours to murmur: not
ours to question; but ours to praye.'-
fullysubmit and say: "Blessed be the
name of the Lord."

The funeral took place from the
Catholic Church, Rev. Father Gleeson
officiating, Tuesday afternoon, Jan-
uary 16th, at 2:30 p. m. The congre-
gation was large, many of our most
prominent citizens being present.
The; floral offerings were beautiful.
Interment in the Catholic Cemetery.

The pall bearers were: Frederick

First of all we are packed three in a
seat, which always reminds me of the
nursery rhyme beginning,;."Three lit-
tlebugs ina basket, and hardly room
for two.

As a send-off you are sure

to receive some sort of mud plaster.

My vis a vis received bis so that be
gave us uncanny winks of most unbe-
coming sort all the way down. Now
the bouncing up is not at all bad, but
the aftermath of sitting' down again
is what harrows one's spine, then the
side jerks make one feel as Ifin train-
ing for the Hula-hula.
Ionce heard a man say: "Beware

of a county that boasts of a low tax
rate, for itmeans vile roads, no sewers
and few public improvements of any
sort." That ride to lone caused
reflection on the subject.

There is a special delight that comes
of barely catching a train. As the
lone train was late in reaching Gait
there came the thrillingexcitement of
being boosted aboard the Sacramento
train as it was moving from the station.
