PHENOMENAL RISE IN OIL LAND.

A few years ago land in Kern and other counties now
valued at from five thousand to seven thousand dollars an

acre went begging at twenty-five cents an acre. The discov-
ery of oil was the Wizard's wand that turned these worthless
acres into a veritable mint for those in possession when oil was

found. Notably among such fortunate ones is the well-known
attorney of San Francisco, Hon. J. M..Wright, who is also
well known in this county as one of the attorneys for the Ken-
nedy Company in the famous case of the Argonaut Mining
Company versus the Kennedy Mining and Milling Com-
pany, which case has been carried to the Supreme Court of
the United States. Perhaps less than two years ago Mr.
Wright first turned his attention to the oil question. He
believed there was a great future for the industry in Cali-
fornia, and having once decided he acted forthwith and to
good purpose. He secured a large tract of land in the oil
belt and organized the Peerless Oil Company, retaining fifty-
four per cent of the stock for himself. He then put down a

welland "struck oil." Other good producing wells followed
and the stock went up steadil}' until it reached nine dollars a
share, and it is still ranging around that figure. Often
since his strike Mr. Wright could have sold out and pocketed
a cool half million,but he had his price, and negotiations are

now pending which, if consummated, willput. into his sack
fully $2,500,000 ifnot $3,000,006. This is phenomenal suc-

cess indeed, but Mr. Wright is not the only lucky one.

There are hundreds who have made from $50,000 to- $1,000,-
000 since the oil,industry of California began to assume

mammoth proportions, and still the fortune-making goes on,
the outcome of which many can conjecture but no man

knoweth. New companies are being formed daily and buyers
ofstock are as eager apparently, as they were months ago.
Some of the pessimistic dealers anticipate a "black Friday"
crash .some day, while others ofa bolder and more' enterpris-
ing turn emphatically aver that the industry is in its infancy
in California and that vast fortunes are yet to be made by
men of.nerve and with capital to back it.

. The mining billas presented to the United States Sen-
ate, after amendment in committee, makes some radical de-
partures from the present law. It strengthens some of the
weak points in the old law, and to our mind, seems a vast
improvement over it. As to mining locations it provides
that no person shall locate a mining claim as agent or at-
torney for another, and requiring that development work
shall be done within one year oflocation and prior to October
Ist,each year. : This willdo away with that pernicious ssyrs r
tern of.power-of-attorney locations which came very near
wrecking the mining industry of Alaska and has been a
serious drawback to the industry in other localities. "It
makes definite the time of performing assessment work on
mining locations..

The provisions pertaining to oil lands permits any citi-
zen of the United States to purchase under specific restric-
tions not to exceed 160 acres of land. The proposed pur-
chaser thereof must make affidavit that he has examined the
land and believes it to be chiefly valuable for petroleum xor
other oils. An application and the affidavit filed with the
Register and Receiver ot the United States Land Office serves
to reserve the land covered; thereby for six months, during
which time the applicant may have the preference right to
purchase at $2.50 per acre. Ifhe do not so purchase all his
rights lapse. In case he. purchase the land the gold, silver,
copper and lead therein, ifany there be, is reserved to the
United States.

This billis to be submitted to the California Delegation
for its approval or disapproval, before further action is taken

PROPOSED NATIONAL MINING LAWS.

The mass convention, which met on the 13th and 14th
of February appointed a committee with power to manage and
conduct the campaign of education necessary, in order that,
the voters of Jackson may be informed on the subject of in-
corporation. The Ledger suggests a mass meeting be held
at the Court House on some convenient date at which the
matters relative thereto,' may be explained by some one well
informed on the subject, and upon the game occasion, those
who oppose incorporation should be given an opportunity to
be heard. The matter of incorporating this town is one of vi-
tal importance. Either-it should be incorporated or it should
not be, and a campaign of. education, is "the only possible
method of properly bringing it, in all its phases, before the
people. This is more forcibly shown^o be true by the fact
that some people on one side or the other of all such ques-
tions are tinctured with enough dishonesty to make state-
ments that are either misleading or wholly untrue. Let us
have a mats meeting at which the law governing munici-
palities of the sixth class may be reduced to every day Eng-
lish, and its provisions explained.
