The old board of directors of the
Gwinmine was re-elected, with F. F.
Thomas president and general manager,
C. S. Benedict vice-president, D. Mc-
Clure superintendent and J. J. Craw-
ford secretary. Officialreports of the
mine for the year just past say that,
though nearly 100,000 tons p.f ore were
extracted, the sh^ft being no deeper,
