Two hun-
dred years later pheasants had risen to
twelvepence apiece and woodcocks- to
a penny, jwhile snipes could still be
had at threepence a dozen.

The pheasant in England, if not ex-
aetiy indigenous, ia certainly effectual-
ly :-.aiiiralized and, though originally
fivin the Caucasus, may after a thou-
sand or so years of ueeliinatization be
lo- ki'ilupon as trulyBritish. Tradition
has it that the pheasant was brought
into Europe by the Argonauts. Itwas
probably introduced into England by
the Humans. Itcertainly preceded the
Nwnnans. "Pesant hen and
