THE BAMBOO HAIR.

A Slow but Sure Poison That Is Used
by the Javanese,

The young shoots of the bamboo are
covered with a number of very fine
hairs that are seen under the micro-
scope to be hollow and spiked like bay-
onets. These hairs are commonly called
bamboo poison by the white men resi-
dent in Java for the reason that mur-
der is frequently committed through
their agency.

When a Javanese woman takes a
fancy to a European, according to an
Qﬂiclal Dutch report, she will either
have him or poison him if she gets the
chance. She seeks any and every op-
portunity of mixing these infinitesimal
hairs among his food, and they serve
the purpose of irritating the whole
length of the alimentary canal and set-
ting up malignant dysentery. It may
take a long time and many doses of
this so called poison to effect the pur-
pose, but the native woman does not
tire, and death will surely result. The
male native will also try this method
of revenge for an affront.

The planters know all this and dread
the bamboo hair, but it is always diffi-
cult to determine whether the dysen-
tery is caused by the poison or comes
about naturally. When a planter finds
himself a prey to attacks of that com-
plaint, his best course is to take a voy-
age to Europe.—Pearson’s.

Assorted Voices.

It is a well known fact that voices
differ greatly according to nationality
and geographical position. Thus, in
Russia one hears male voices which
are absolutely unique in the lowness
of their compass. The Italians, on the
other hand, are notable for their fine
tenor voices. Some  Asiatic nations,
according to Engel, sing in shrill notes
by straining the voice to its highest
pitch.

ARTIFICIAL ICE.

Prirciple Upon Which This Commod-
ity Is Manufactured.
The prineciple upon which the manu-
facture of ice is based is that a gas
wlen compressed gathers heat enor-
mously, and if robbed of this heat and
allowed to escape at a future time it
seeks to regain its heat by withdraw-
ing heat from its surroundings. Am-
monia gas is generally preferred to
others because it can be liquefied with
comparatively little pressure. On re-
moving the water from common am-
monia by distillation anhydrous am-

by a combined steam pump and a com-
pressor, and the resulting liquefaction
induces heat, which is economized by
circulating water about the vessel or
pipe containing the liguefied ammonia.
Thus the ammonia I8 cooled and the
heat largely transferred to the water,
which is then pumped back to the
boiler that supplies the steam pump.
The liguid ammonia i{s then carried in
a pipe to expansion colls that afford
plenty of room for its evaporation,
when it begins to return to the gaseous
form and to draw heat from its sur-
roundings. which gradually reduces
the temperature. Proper vessels of
water are placed in contact with the
expansion coils, and in due time ice

is formed.

In ladlies’ lockets the
jeweler fraud usually takes out the
gold inside rim which fastens the
glass, and of course he puts in a sham
substitute. Where an article sent to
him contains a great number of toler-
ably small stones he will take one or
two of these out and put in imitation
articles specially made to decelve, says
Woman’s Life. A working jeweler has
been known to make pounds a week
by taking away the hallmarked cross-
bars of gold alberts and replacing them
with brass. These remarks only, of
course, apply to the small number of
black sheep to be found in this as in
every trade. £
