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Ficcardo Again in Hard Luck.

On Saturday last word was brought
to Jackson that a case of smallpox had
made Its appearance in the Standard
Electric Company's camp at Bear
river, distant about 40miles from Jack-
son, and sealed witha barrier of snow
to the depth of from six to eight-foot.
Dr. Gall, however, started at* five
o'clock to make the arduous trip. |He
first drove to Volcano, and getting a
change of horses there, started for
Ham's station, reaching that point at
3 o'clock Sunday morning. From there
toBear river is ten or twelve miles,
with the snowy mantle fully six feet
deep. .How to get over this white des-
ert was the question. He tried the _ex-
perhnent on snow shoes, but not being
an expert in that mode of traveling, be
soon became convinced that it was a
flat failure as far as he was concerned.
Finally he made the trip on a sled,
traveled by moonlight, and reached
Bear river about 8 o'clock. He found
the smallpox patient to be a colored
man named Jackson, a cook formerly
employed at the Page camp. Itwas a
mildcase, and the victim was isolated,
and well taken care of. He went up to
Bear river with the crowd that started
about two weeks ago. Ho had been in
Stockton previously, and it is supposed
that he contracted the disease in that
city, although the symptoms had not
developed when he left there. Dr.
Gall prescribed for him, and left word
with the authorities there as to the
course to pursue After spending a
couple of hours, ..he began to think of
getting out. By this time the warm
sun and the breeze had softened the
snow considerably, so that sleding was
not.to be thought of. He was advised
to wait untilMonday morning, as the
snow would get frozen hard during the
night. But the doctor was not in
favor of this delay. So'bo started out
on foot, making most of the journey
alone. Itwas the hardest feat of pe-
destrianship that he ever undertook,
and the experience willliveinhis mem-
ory through Hfo. However, he reach-
ed Ham's in safety, although very
much exhausted, and was driven from
there to Volcano and thence to Jack-
son, reaching home Sunday night. .

There are about 150 men at Boar
river, working under difficultieson ac-
count of the snow and ice. The water
in the storage reservoir iscovered with
ice several inches thick, and upon this
there rests two feet of snow. In spite
of these drawbacks considerable work
is being done. Tho weather has been
very cold there of late, and a number
of the men who went up recently
have left, on account of the cold, or for
other reasons.

A force of- twelve men has boen at
work for the last two months in at-
tending to the preliminary work for
tho installation of the compressor.
Although the location is ideal, tho ob-
stacles to be overcome were formidable,
owing to the difficultyof access. Now,
however, woaro equipped for progress,
and confidently assert the prosecution
of the crosscut to an early completion.

The secretary, Mr. Geo. I.Wright,
spends the greater part of each month
at the mino, personally assisting in the
work there, and doing allinhis power
to further the development.

The date of the regular monthly
meeting of the board of directors has
been changed from the first Saturday
to the first Monday of each month.
Subscribers for installment stock will
kindly note this change," and endeavor
to make their payments, so that the
funds may be in the treasury at that
time.

Inaddition to the above, we are glad
to report the completion of the tele-
phone line from Del Monte to the West
Point lino, connecting through Mokel-
umno Hillwith Jackson and tho office
of the company. The line was tested
through Tuesday evening, and was
found to be in good order. We will
thus be enabled to hold communica-
tionbetween' the mine and the office
without the delay of mail -connections,'
or the necessity of driving down from
the mino to Jackson every time any-
thingis to be ordered or attended to
here. .

We aro pleased to bo able to report
the successful installation of our com-
pressor plant, after weeks of vexatious
delay. Situated as wo aro away from
the traveled roads, the rains made ac-
cess with heavy teams practically im-
possible for months. Our contractor,
Mr. V. S. Garbarini of Jackson, has
returnod from the mine, where he
superintended the laying of the con-
crete pillars, making the wheel pit,
placing the compressor on its new
foundation, and the general construc-
tion of the plant. Tho pipe for water
power is now being laid to tho wheel
pit, and ournew 3 1-3 Ingersoll-Sargent
drills are on tho way from the factory.
So that when our next report is issued
we willbe able- to show the progress
mado inthe crosscut tunnel with ma-
chine drills. The men inhand drilling
oncountered very hard rock, of such a
nature that it was impossible to make
satisfactory progress in that way.

Runaway Accident.

W. R. Thomas, tho superintendent,
informs us that he oxpocted to have
the entire mill of 40 stamps iv full
operation yesterday. Tho mine is
looking well, and tho rock in sight is
sufficient to keop the 40 stamps run-
ning constantly.' .
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Bunker Hill.—ltis pleasing'to bo

able to state that the prospects of this
mine have materially improved during

the past week, and the stockholders
are encouraged at the outlook. On tho
800 lovel tho drift has broken into a
body of ore, estimated to be worth at
least $10 per ton. The dimensions of
this ledge are not known at present, as
ithas just been encountered. Itseems
to be widening out, however, -giving
grounds to hope that it will provo a
good milling proposition in size as well
as quality.

The mines are contracting for large
quantities of round timbers to be deliv-
ered from the mountains of this county
this year. Owing to.the advance in
the price of lumber in tho cityyitis
expected that nearly all the mining
timbers will bo furnished by the local
dealers this year. This . means a big
business* in.the ;logging cuinps of the
mountains, and a-heavy teaming season

Kennedy— The matter of.tho erec-
tion of the new hoist at the east, shaft
of the Kennedy is still under considera-
tion by the directors. Tho con-
struction of tho hoist, and the erection
of the additional mill, have boen defi-
nitely decided upon. The plans for
the hoist, submitted by V.S. Garbar-
ini,are before the company, but have
not been finally accepted.- There is no
doubt, however', that the work willbe
undertaken the coming summer.

Shudders At His Fast.

Fisher Took a Shot at Him.

The case of the homestead contest of
A.Rechneillo vs. V.Molfino has been
finally decided infavor of tho contest-
ant, Rechneillo. This matter has been
pending in the land office for over two
years. Rechneillo secured a decision
in the Sacramento land offico. Thecase was appealed to tho Commissioner
of the general land office, who affirmed
the judgment of tho local office. This
was not doomed conclusive and an ap-
peal to the secretary of the intoriorwas taken. This is tho court of last
resort in land office matters. The sec-
retary, however, decided that theevidence was ample to sustain thejudgment of tho Commissioner, and
the decision was again affirmed. An
application for a review of the pro-
ceedings was the only recourse left the
homostoad claimant, and a period of
thirty days was allowed in which tocontinue the contest in this manner.The respondent, however, realized the
hopelessness of continuing the struggle.
On the 14th of April the Sacramento
land offico received a notification from
tho general land office that, the timehaving elapsed, without further actionon the part ot respondent, the decisionin favor of Rechneillo was made final
and Molfino's entry ordered cancelled.
R. Webb has represented Uechneillo
all through this hotly contested case,
and^ allcorrespondence on the contest-
ant's side has been conducted through
him. W. A.Newcum, the present re-ceiver, and acting register for ThomasFraser, who is incapacitated by reason
of sickness, thought propor to direct
the final notice of cancellation to A.
Rechneillo at Jackson, "incare ofR.
Webb." What motive influenced the
officialinthus switching from the usual
path, it is needless to imagine here.
This willbe made tho subject of further
investigation. The result of this new
departure inland office officialdom was
that Rechneillo was in Jackson several
times anxiously inquiring if any news
had boen received in regard to his
case, all oblivious of the fact that a
letter was lying in the postoffice here
addressed to him, and containing the
very information he was seeking. His
postoffice is Pine Grove, and he went
home stillunenlightened. Sixteen days
have elapsed since this official notice
left Sacramento, and still he knows
nothing about it or of its contents, not-
withstanding that since the presence of
this letter became known to his attor-
ney, every effort has been made to in-
form him. Inasmuch as the law allows
him only 30 days after being notified
of a final decision inhis favor to file on
the land in controversy, as a preferred
settler, it becomes a nice question as to
when this time commences to run under
the peculiar circumstances surrounding
this particular case. This homestead
contest has been the most remarkable
caso of the kind that ever occurred in
Amador county, and the incidents con-
nected with its wind-up form the most
remarkable chapter of its history.
