A Newspaper Breese.

The affairs of the Herald were some-
what mixed-up last Saturday. It was
publication day. The forms were sent
to press at the Dispatch office as usual,
but not printed and delivered with
customary celerity. The difficulty was
of a financial pnature. The Dispatch
man had a bill of semething like 86
against the Herald man, and refused to
deliver the edition until the claim was
settled with coin. This cornered the
Herald manager effectually. There is
nothing in his establishment with which
to print a newspaper. After cousider-
able manuvering the legal tender was
dug up from somewhere, and that part
of the trouble settled. Then a fresh
and more formidable claim clamored
for recognition. The Herald owed W.
R. Selkirk about $14 for wages. So a
sort of understanding was made with
the Dispatch that the papers were to
be held by the printer until this little
bill was also liguidated. To pungle up
this. however, was not an easy matter.
Twenty dollars is a big sum to & man
up & tree. Finally, an attorney was
consulted, who finding that no suit had
been commenced or attachment levied,
ordered the Dispatch man to fulfil his
obligation to print the papers, and de-
liver them to the proper party. This
injunction was obeyed, and the wage
matter is still unsettled: but the wage-
earper concluded to take a holiday as
far as the Herald is concerned, until
this money consideration isstraightened
out.

A Serious Indictment.

We have received a communication
from Mrs. Miriam Manley, wife of Ed
Manley, who was so seriously injured
by a blow on the head with a baseball
club in the hands of Abe Baumgart in
Rosewald and Kahn's store some time
ago. The communication relates to
the proceedings in connection with the
preliminary examination of Baumgart
for the assault, which resulted in his
discharge, for the reason that the in-
jured man declined tc prosecute. - We
stated in our report of the failure of
the prosecution, that Manley admitted
that he was somewhat to blame there-
in, by using improper language.
Mrs. Manley says this is wrong; that
he never admitted he was blamabie {n
any way. Wae are pleased to make the
correction.

We must, however, decline to pub-
lish the letter in full, or give publicity
to the statements therein contained,
notwithstanding the signature of the
writer is appended thereto. To do so
we would render ourself liable for
prosecution for libel, and the onus
would be thrown upon us of provipg
the truth of the statements, which we
are not prepared to do. The letter ad-
mits that $150 was paid to Ed Manley

by Baumgart to settle the affair; both
criminally and civilly. In considera-
tion of this Manley refused to open his
mouth in testifying againost his assail-
ant. Thisis termed a compromise of
the case—in other words compounding
a felony—a grave crime in itself under
the laws of California. If Mrs. Man-
ley’s statements are true the matter
ought to be presented before the next
grand jury. Not only the principals
in this money deal, but all who are al-
leged to have been instrumental in
bringing it about, ought to be pros-
ecuted. In saying that Manley admit-
ted-some blame we thought we were
placing the most favorable construction
possible npon his action in refusing to
prosecute. We had heard the reports
of the financial dea!, but kept them out
of print for obvious reasons. Now, the
statement comes from headquarters.
Suraly, it calls for action by the dis-
trict attornsy. This crime, if the story
is true, has become double-headed, and
now involves two persons at least, and

FATAL ACCIDENT NEAR VOL-
- CANO.

Grillo Thrown From His
and Instantly Killed.

Louis Horse

A sad accident occurred near Vol-
cano on Friday afternoon, resulting in
the death of Louis Grille, the youngest
son of the well-known Grillo family of
Volcano. The victim at the time of
the accident was engaged in driving
some cattle from the ranch of Frank
Blakely, near Pine Grove, to Volcano.
There were eight head of cattle, and
Frank Blakely and Gus Grillo were
also driving the band. At what is
known as the Boardman grade, Louis
started at high speed to head off the
cattle from the Stony Point road. This
was the last seen of him alive by his
companions. A great cloud of dust
was shortly after observed in the road
some distance ahead, and reaching the
spot Gus Grillo saw his younger
brother lying in the roadway, the
horse standing close by. He called to
him, but receiving no answer, he dis-
mounted, and found that he was hurt,
and unconscious. Mrs. Laura de Force
Gordon happened to be passing as the
two cattle men reached the spot. A
slight examination sufficed toshow that
the boy was seriously injured. He was
carried to the near-by dwelling of Mr.
Grasso, while Mr. Blakely hurried
to Volcano to summon-a doctor. The
resident doctor was on a call in the
country, so Dr. Endicott was sent for
from Jackson, and at once started for
tho scene, but on arvival at Pine Grove
was notified of the death of the victim.
How the affair occurred is not clear,
as there was no eye witness, and the
victim never recovered consciousness to
tell the story. There is no doubt that
the horse either stumbled or fell, throw-
ing young Grillo on his head, the horse
probably falling on him. His skull
was crushed in, and his body after
death was discolored about the waist,
which was thought to be due to the
horse falling upon him. Death was
almost instantaneous. Deceased was
fourteen years of age.

Our correspondent at Volcano sends
us the following additional particulars:
The body was moved to Mr. Grasso's
house near by, where his married
brother John resides. He never opened
his eyes nor regaived consciousness,
and expired in less than an hour from
the time the accident occurred. All
the family were present with the ex-
ception of his brother Frank, who was
in San Francisco, and returced home
the next day, summoned by telephone;
and his sister Mary, who was attending
a Native Daughter’s installation in
Sutter, and came home the same even-
ing. As the sad news became known
it caused great depression, and the
deepest sympathy was expressed on all
sides for the bereaved family.

The funcral took place Sunday morn-
ing at ten o’clock, and was very largely
attended by people frem all over the
county. The Catholic church was
crowded to overflowing, many not being
able to gain admittance. Rev. W.
Maloney of Sutter Creek officiated.
The floral offerings were many and
beautiful. )
Louis, who had only reached the ag
of fourteen years, will be greatly missed
by all who knew him. He wasa bright
and accommodating little fellow, always
willing to do anything you asked of
him. Do know him was to be his
friend.

A Curiosity.
We were shown this week a child’s
rocking chair, made entirely of one
piece of wood, and a scantling at that.
It is just as perfect and symmetrical in
its construction as any similar piece of
furniture turned out by the factories.
It is not of the rustic order, but nicely
smoothed and finished. 1t was the
workmanship of Bob Rodgers of
Rancheria, who took the notion into
his head over a year ago. He sent for
a stick of hickory from Missouri for
this express purpose, and by steaming it
made it sufficiently pliable to be bent
to proper shape. Even the cross-bars
are part and parcel of the piece that
constitutes the main framework. The
only separate pieces, fastened by screws
to the frame, are the slats that form
the seat, It is really a marvelous
specimen of handicraft, aud stronger
and better in every way than if made
of independent pieces. The wmaker of
this chair has since died, and G. A.
Gritton and J. Keffer are now in pos-
session of it. They brought it to Jack-
son Monday morning to Garbarini
Bros., the machinists, who think of try-
ing their skill in fashioning a similar
article in like manner. At first it
might be thought that to construct
out of one plece might invoive much
more time and labor than by the usual
method: but this we are informed is
not the case. It is probable that in
quantity chairs could be manufactured
according to this patiers cheaper and
quicker than by the old process, and
certainly they would be prefera‘ble in
point of strength.

A PFnisoner Escapes.

Frank Manning and another prisoner
from Sutter Creek were set to work
yesterday to cut wood in the rear of
the court house. 2lanning was sen-
tenced to five months on two charges
of assault upon Charley Reynolds and
J. W. Craighead. He had about four
months {0 serve. We are informed
that the woodpile they were operating
upon was not the county’s weod. If
this be so they were not engaged in
work for the county. 7The four-foot
wood purchased by t{;c couunty for the
use of county officiais is not usually re-
duced to serviceable lengths by prison
labor. The two men were being
watched by under-sheriff Podesta.
About 5 o’clock Manning ceased work
for a few moments, on some excuse,
which did not arouse suspicien. Fail-
ing to return in reasonable time, it was
discovered that he had' skipped. He
was seen running by residents of the
eastern part of town, up the middle
fork of Jackson creek like a grey-
hound. He evidently got into the
timber belt close to town, and made
good his escape. His uncermonious
leave-taking was known in a few
minutes, and a search was at once in-
stituted, but without avail. Up to this
morning the man had not been’ found.
Altogether this is about the neatest and
cleanest escape under the very eyes of
watching offiicials, that has been made
in Amador county for & number of
years,

Democratic Call For Convention.

The democratic county central com-

mittee met in Jackson on Saturday last.
There was a full attendance. They de-
cided to call a county convention to
meet in Sutter Creek, on August 23,
for the selection of delegates to state
convention, and the nomination of a
full county ticket; primarvies for the
election of delegates to said county con-
vention will be held in the respective
precincts on August 12—1ihe same even-
ing as has been set for republican’ pri-
maries. The apportionment of dele-
gates was made on the basis of one
delegate for every 20 votes cast at ‘the
presidential election of 1900 and a dele-
gate for every fraction of 20. Accord-
ing to this apportionment the demo-
cratic convention will consist of 71
delegates —two more than the number
allotted to the republican body. It
may appear inexplicable to some that
the republicans with a majority of over
150, should be outnumbered in county
convention by their opponents on a
similar basis. This, however, ex-
plained by the fractional representa-
tion. The republicaus have allowed a
delegate for each fraction of 10 or over,
whereas the demoerats give a delegate
for each fraction of 20, whether more
or less than half. For instance, a pre-
cinet casting 41 votes would be en-
titled to 2 delegates under the republi-
can call, and three under the demo-
cratic method of apportionment.
Quite a discussion arose over the
place for holding the convention. Ione
made a bid for it, and urged its claim
on the ground that it was the banner
democratic town, with 10 majority.
The claims of Jackson were also press-
ed on the ground of its large popula-
tion, central position, and precedent.
Sutter Creek finally carried off the
honor as a compromise, and being an
equally central position.

A TERRIBLE FALL.

Peter Carpo Falls 70 Feet in Oneida
Mine—Probably Fatally Hurt.

Peter Carpo, an Austrian 20 years of
age, met with an accident in the Oneida
mine last Friday, that will be likely to
cost him his life. He was working in
the stope, and in some unexplained
manner fell to the bottom, a distance
of 60 or 70 feet. He was badly bruised
in several places, but the most serious
injury was on the left side of the head
just above the ear, where the skull was
fractured, the broken bone pressing
upon the brain. When assistance
reached him he was unconscious. He
was removed to the residence of Mr.
Savich on Broadway, and Dr. Gall was
summoned. He at once realized that
it was a desperate case, and that to
afford any hope of recovery an opera-
tion would be necessary to relieve the
pressure on the brain. Accordingly on
‘Saturday worning - Drs. Gall and
Endicott removed that portion of the
fractured skull that was pressing on
the brain matter. A number of pieces
were successfully removed, leaving a
hele in the skull between 1} and two
inches in diameter. The patient up to
this time had been oblivious of every-
thing. Assoon as the brain was re-
lieved he opened his eyes, and appeared
to hear and understand when spoken
to, although upable to talk. A portion
of the brain oozed from the opening in
the skull, which imparts a still graver
aspect to the case.

The victim died Tuesday night. When
it was found that the brain matter was
involved there was little hope of recov-
ery. The funeral took place to-day,
the remains being buried in the Greek
Church cemetery.

A VALUABLE INVENTION.

Dan D. Tierney of Jackson Valley, Dis-
plays a SBimple Wire Stretcher for
Baling Hay.

Daniel D. Tierney exhibited at Gar-
barini’s machine shop last Wednesday,
a simple and yet very effective device
for stretching, cutting and looping wire
used in baling hay. He exhibited the
old method, to illustrate the immense
advantage of his new machine. In the
old process there are three distinct
manipulations of the wire; first, the
preliminary twist to form the eye;
second, turning the lever tostretch the
wire; third, cutting the wire. In the
new machine all is done by one turn of
the lever. One half the time is thereby
saved. Not only this, but about three
inches of wire is saved on each length,
or 15 inches in every bale of hay. This
in itself is & material item to the owners
of hay balers. In labor the saving is
fully 50 per cent. AIll who witnessed
the performance of this machine were
unanimous in voting it & success. The
invention has been patented, but has
not yet been placed on the market.
Indeed, the machine exhibited is the

only one made, outside the model for-
warded to the patent office. It can be

ought to be a fortune in this little con-
trivance, if Mr. Tierney is disposed to
make the most of it. But he has
another invention in his mind, which
has not yet materialized into a working
machine, by which he hopes to effect a
saving of millions, and this larger idea
seems t0 engross his mind at present.

A Tehama County Suit That May be of
Interest.

A suit involving a new point of: law
for this state has just been raised . in
Tehama county.

Henry Beebe of
Manton, sues John Gilmore, as super-
visor and road commissioner, for 35,300
damages for the breaking of his leg.

Beebe was crippled for life. He as.
sesses this injury at $5,000. He de.
mands 8150 for medical service he was
compelled to have, $150 for loss of time
and his costs.

As cause of action against Supervisor
Gilmore, the complaint recites that it
was his duty as supervisor and road
commissioner to keep the highways in
his district in good condition, and that
he failed to do this. It is said that
this suit has no exact precedent in the
history of the courts of California and
that supervisors of every county will
be interested in the outcome.
