notwithstanding the serious obsta"-
cles interposed; by the constitution
to the validity.;ot their measures.

Moreover, the avidity with which
the' officials concerned sought to
shuffle out of the fee system under
which they were elected, and range
themselves under the salary" law,
which was never dreamed of when
they entered into a contract to serve
the county, tends to show that they
are not altogether blameless for-the
existing state ofmuddle.
"The issue is not merely whether

the justices aod constables of Ama-
dor county shall be paid salaries in-
stead of fees. Even from this con-
tracted standpoint the question is
sufficiently serious to demand a set-
tlement by the higher court. But
the matter takes a far wider sweep
thau Amador county. Our state
constitution forbids any increase of
compensation of county or township
officers during the term for which
they were elected. The point in
issue is whether this provision has
any vitailsignificance, or whether it
is a dead letter. The supreme court
has decided that tbe mode of paying
officials may be changed from salary
to fees or fees to salary without vio-
lating the constitution. But the
question has never yet been passed
upon by thaf tribunal whether a
change from fees to salaries involv-
ing a ten-fold raise in compensation
of the officials concerned, is iq, con-
sonance with the constitutional pro-
hibition. We do not propose to dis-
cuss the decision of Judge Rust. If
itis a correct interpretation of the
constitution, itis all-important that
the fact should be known.lThe cvi
dence of tbe fees earned for services
in criminal cases for the first three
months of the present term indi-
cated that the increase of compensa-
tion under the new salary bill would
amount tomore than ten times the
compensation under the old fee sys-
tem. Now, if this interpretation is
correct, what is there to prevent
the legislature from changing the
method of paying other county of-
ficers so as to effect a like ten-fold
increase of compensation? How
would the taxpayers like to meet the
system now attempted to be estab-
lished withreference to township of-
ficers, ifthe same .were applied to
all county officials? It would mean
littleshort of confiscation. The con-
clusion is irresistible that if the in-
terpretation is valid in the one case,
itwould be equally so in the other.
Hence the urgency of having the
question settled definitely. If our
constitution is so weak on this prop-
osition, the people want to know it,
so that itmay be made operative,
where itis now nothing but a rope
of sand. ..

AMADOR COUNTY FINANCES.

Camp Opra, Aug. 12.—8.F. Horton
accompanied his cousin, Mrs. C. W.
Howell, to San Francisco la-it week:
Mrs. Howellexpects to return to her
home inBurlington soon.

J. Q. Horton, Mrs. R. E. Horton,
Gerald T., Vincent, Edward, and Irene
Horton drove to Stockton last Satur-
day to pay a flying visit to Mrs. Hor-
ton 's parents. They found the grain
crop only about one third what was ex-
pected, and almost no hay -at all. The
hay dealers are paying the farmers (sl3)
thirteen dollars per ton for hay on
the farms, while in other years they
paid $0 and $8 lor itdelivered in their
warehouses inStockton. All through
San Joaquin county are newly planted
orchards and vineyards. On all sides
you see cottages in course of construc-
tion. Where two years ago were great
grain farms, the land is now cut up
into tracts of fromone to twenty acres,
and each tract is a garden spot sup-
porting a wellcontented family. With-
in the past year over a million dollars'
has been invested in real estate around
Stockton -by eastern home-seekers.
And all, or nearly all, through the
efforts of the chamber of commerce.
Why does not Amador let her bound-
less possibilities be known? The fruit
cannery inStockton is short three hun Tdred hands, girls and women.' They
now have six hundred at work making
from $.75 to $2.60 a day according to
age and ability,but have to ship J of
their. fruit to other canneries of the
association for canning because of lack
of workers. The fruit industry is
crowding the dairy business farther
and farther from the town,

'

stock men might wellbuild creameries
to supply the demand for first-class
butter.

What is this Angels organization
thinking about? Do they imagine
for a moment that by inaugurating
a war against the libertyof the press
they are going to help the cause
of trade unionism? Ifthe Prospect
has said aught initscolumns against
their order that is unjust or untrue,
have they not sufficient faith in the
intelligence of American citizens,
and in the integrityof human nature
generally, toknow that it will fall
powerless.
