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MAKE A SHOWING.

Outside of the efforts put forth
by the state mineralogist, L. E.
Aubrey, there seems to be very little
doing in the way of collecting ex-
hibits of- Amador county’s resources
for the purpose of displaying the
same at the St. Louis exhibition
next year. As the exhibition opens
the first of May, there is no time to
be lost if this county is to make any-
thing like a creditable showing. A
makeshift showing would be agbad,
if not worse, than doing nothing.
It is really surprising there is so
much indifference on this matter.
Outside of an effort o collect a few
ancient mining contrivances, repre-
senting the primitive methods of
mining in the early days, there is
scarcely any interest manifested in
this direction. What is the cause
of this indifference? We are totally
at a loss to explain it. It cannot be
that we are satisfied to jog along at
the same old gait that has prevaiied
so long. It is certainly not because
our resources are fully developed;
neither is it for the reason that we
have little worthy of exhibition.
There is no territory of equal extent
in California that has greater or
more varied resources of wealth than
the favored strip of land comprising
Amador county. With other foot-
hill counties, it is really the paradise
of California. Perhaps nature has
been so beneficient in the bestow-
ment of her favors, that this very
fact bas tended to create the spirit
of contentment with things as they
are. We indulge the hope that,
whatever be the cause of the listless-
ness heretofore shown, some active
measures will be taken at once to
secure a well-filled niche for Ama-
dor county in the coming exposition
of the world’s industries and re-
sources. There exists no organiza-
tion to this end. Our board of
‘supervisors have not moved in the
matter at all. In other counties the
subject has been met in a most
liberal spirit. Time and money have
been directed in this channel. It
would amount to a reflection upon
our loyalty and devotion to our sec-
tion to. suffer Amador county to
default at the St. Louis exposition.

A TRAVELING COUNTY
TUTE.

INSTI-

Notwithstanding the unanimous
recommendation of the late teachers’
institute at Volcano, that the next
county institute be called to meet in
San Jose, we do not believe that a
recommendation to convert this an-
nual gathering of our local school-
teachers into a junketing trip will
meet with favor from the general
public. The reasons advanced in be-
half of this idea we will not discuss.
In many places, the advisability of
abolishing the county institutes is
under discussion. Whether the
benefits flowing from these conven-
tions of practical educators are com-
mensurate with the time and ex-
penses incurred we do not pretend
to say. Those who are engaged in
the work, and who have gained ex-
perience therefrom, ought to be the
best judges of such a proposition.
But we do not hesitate to say that a
mere change of the place of holding
the institute—from a point inside, to
a point outside Amador county—is
not apt to work any material change
one way or the other. The same
argument that would transport
Amador’s institute to San Jose,
might with equal propriety be used
to send it outside the state. The
Ledger cannot indorse the idea that
the question of cost ought not to be
considered in matters pertaining to
the education of the rising genera-
tion. There is no subject within the
vast domain of governmental affairs
that rises superior to the question of
finances. We do not undervalue the
importance of education of the chil-
dren, and the proper training of
teachers for their work, but with all
due regard to these interests, they
must be still held subordinate to the
interests of the people as a whole.
No part of a system can be held more
sacred than the system itself. Coun-
ty institutes are “intended as local
gatherings of educators for a mutual
interchange of ideas on matters per-
taining to their vocation. They
ought to be instructive and bene-
ficial as such, especially when, as is
invariably the case, some noted in-
structor from the outside is present
to contribute to the entertainment
and instruction of the institute.
Nothing more could be accomplished
if it were traosported across the

continent. If the institute is to be
retained, we believe the consensus
of opinion will be that it ought to be
kept a‘strictly county affair. To
put the thing on wheels and send it
on a pleasure excursion all over the
state, smacks too much of a picnic
at public expense.

The grand jury of Tuolumne coun-
ty has recommended the passage of
a law by the next legislature to
place justices of the peace and con-
stables on a salary basis, instead of
the fee system which now prevails.
It is claimed that the fee system
has given birth to much trouble and
misunderstanding as regards the
remuneration to which those officials
have been entitled to, and it is pro
posed to remedy this by wiping out
the system entirely, and paying a
fixed salary. The Ledger is of the
opinion that the introduction of the
salary system for township “officers
in counties like Amador and Tuol-
umne will prove disastrous to public
interests. The salary method may
possibly do in counties where there
is sufficient business and population
to justify the payment of a sufficient
sum to maintain such officials, with-
out any other source of income. It
will never work in a sparsely settled
Lcommunity where the salary con-
nected with the offices must nec-
essarily be insufficient to provide a
living. Such is the case with Ama-
dor. The salaries provided for jus-
tices of the peace and constables
would not warrant the officialse de-
voting their whole time to their
official work. Under such condi-
tions it has been found by ex-
perience that the tendency is to
turn their attention more to other
lines of business, to the neglect of
public interests. They attend to
such official duties as are thrown in
their way.. Their pay goes on just
the same whether they do little or
much business. There is no induce-
ment to get out and rustle, and in
the absence of such inducement there
would be very little rustling done.
Other counties that have tried the
salary scheme have found it to work
just in that way, and there is every
reason to believe that that is the
