TAX REFORM.

Governor Pardee’s message is the
most comprehensive, thoughtful and
meritorious dotument of the kind
that has been presented to the legis-
lature for many years. While it
embraces a wide range of subjects,
its chief burden relates to the ever-
increasing demands of governments,
and suggesting methods for meeting
them. A radical reform in our re-
venue system is advocated. The
state ngovernment should be sup-
ported by a levy on certain kinds of
property or privileges, and the
county governments by the taxation
of other and different property.
Of course such a plan cannot be tried
without ratification by the people of
amendments to the constitution pro-
viding therefor, and the legislature
is recommended to pass the neces-
sary amendments for submission to
the voters. The plan of sustaining
the state government by taxing
corporation franchises and property,
and taking control of the license
system has been tried in several
eastern and middle states,and found
to work salisfactorily. There is no
reason to believe that it would prove
less satisfactory in Calfornia. The
range of taxable property, as fixed
by our state constitution, had been
steadily diminishing. Amendment
after amendment has been adopted
striking one class of property after
another from the assessment roll,
The tendency toward increased ex-
penses and decreasing sources of
revenue, has resulted in the outery
for revision.

The message favors giving the
legislature power to add new subjects
of taxation to the assessment roll as
circumstances may require. To en-
large the scope of the legislature in
this direction is hardly likely to
meet with popular indorsement, in
face of the record of extravagance
which the law-making body has uni-
formly made for so many years past.
Many will incline to think that the
reform spirit might find a wide field
of operation in lopping off the legion
of expenses that could be dispensed
with without in the least impairing
the efficiency of the government.
We hope the governor’s firm stand
for tax reform is the initial step to
a general overhauling of our revenue
system that will prove beneficial to
all tax-bearing interests.

The Dispatch is apparently con-
siderably mixed on the consolidation
of the offices of sheriff and tax-col-
lector. It is against tacking the
duties of tax-collector with the trea-
surer’s office; but favors, il any ac-
tion be taken, the ‘‘ creation” of the
office of tax-collector. TIf by crea-
tion is meant the divorcement of
that particular office from any other
county office, the Ledger is and
always has been favorable to that
plan, provided this can be done with-
outinvolving additional expense to
the county. The salary question
must be taken into consideration.
Fifteen hundred dollars per year is
the utmost that could be realized
from tax-collector and license-collec-
tor as the law now stands, When
traveling expenses have to come out
of this, it is deemed inadequate, and
out of joint with the financial respon-
sibilities connected therewith. If
the commissions for collection of per-
sonal property and road and poll
taxes, now united with the assessor’s
office, were diverted to the tax-col-
lector’s office, where they properly
belong, that office would then be-
come as desirable and remunerative
as the average of other county posi-
tions. We are in favor of the sepa-
ration of consolidated offices wher-
ever practicable. To ‘‘create” an
elective office, however, is entirely
beyond the power of the board of
supervisors.

TEACHERS’ SALARIES.

The cry that is now going up
throughout the state is for increased
pay for public officials. The legis-
lature now in session, will meet with
the stereotyped demand for more
pay from over-worked officials, who
imagine that they are the “‘whole
thing;” that the people who support
them are worthy of little considera-
tion in the presence of their self-
importance. In one shape or an-
other the usual raid to bolster up
salaries to a higher plane will be
made; either directly or under the
elastic plea of ‘‘changing the mode
of compensation.” School teachers
are particularly anxious to have the
legislature take hold of the salary-
increase proposition in their behalf.
They claim they are under-paid; that
California is in danger of falling into
the background in educational mat-
ters unless teachers’ salaries = are
moved up a few points higher; that
efficient teachers cannot be had for
the prices offered; that a competent
man can find better pay in other
avenues of industry than in the
school room; that other states are
more liberal in this respect than
California; that the more money
that is provided for the school sys-
tem the more efficient that system
will become. The cry hinges on the
proposition that there are plenty of
teachers of the right kind to be had,
but not for the salaries offered. To
show the hollowness of such preten-
sions a writer to the San Jose Mer-
cury has tabulated from the United
States bureau of statisties for the
year 1901, all the leading .states
of the union in the payment of
teachers’ salaries. The result is as

follows:

Here we see that we are paying to
each principal and teacher $13.63 per
month and $70.78 per year more than
in New York, and $14.46 per month and
$49.78 per year more than Massa-
chusetts.

These are the only states that pay
anywhere near the salaries to teachers
that California does. .

Illinois pays less than two-thirds as
much, Pennsylvania and Ohio pay a
trifle over one-half, Indiana, Michigan,
Wisconsin and Minnesota pay less than
half, and Iowa less than one-third as
much.

Signature of
COMPULSORY VACCINATION.

There is a strong and growing
prejudice against the law compelling
all children to be vaccinated as a
pre-requisite to admission to the
public schools. The opposition is
not confined to parents who object
to having their offspring subjected
to the dangers incident to wholesale
vaccination as now practiced in a
period of epidemic, but many medi-
cal men are coming round to the
view that the remedy is about as
mischievous as the disease which it
is intended to cure. The Anti-com-
pulsory Vaccination League of Cali-
fornia is agitating for the repeal of
this compulsory law. The following
bili has been prepared, and its pass-
age will be earnestly advocated be-
fore the present state legislature:

An act to prevent vaccination being
made a condition precedent to admis-
sion to the public schools of the state
of California:

Sec. 1. That hereafter it shall be un-
lawful for any board of health, board
of education, or any other public board
acting in thisstate under police regula-
tion, or otherwise, to compel by reso-
lution, order or proceedings of any kind
the vaccination of any child or person
as a pre-requisite for admission to, or
attendance upon, or receiving the bene-
fits of any public or private school in
the state of California.
