The Bight Idea.

The Dispatch of last .week publishes
an article, which practically admits
all the damaging charges contained
in the Ledger article of two weeks
ago, in relation to the management
of the city government. The state-
ments concerning the printing billof
the Dispatch, the outrageous looting
charges therein contained, allowed
and paid; the saving of more than
one half the amount of the bill that
would have been effected bad the
work been done under contract with
the lowest bidder, as the law specifi-
cally directs, stand unrefuted. This
amounts to an admission of their
correctness. Now, what can the
people expect or hope for when the
evasion of the spirit and letter ot a
law, passed foi the very purpose of
safeguarding the public interests, are-
ignored in that manner.

But the Dispatch makes the matter
a great deal worse by the effort to
create the impression that the Ledger
is engaged in the grafting business.
We are pleased to republish this
portion of its article:

But the must glaring effort to de-
ceive the public in this connection
consisted in the fact that he purpose-
ly failed to mention the fact that he
presented a bill to the board ot
trustees for the publication of an
ordinance, before the contract was
let, for one dollar per square, whioh
is ten times the contract price and
foui times as much' as the Dispatch
charged for the same kind of wcrk.
These are tacts, and we merely
mention them to let the people judge
for themselves as to the animus and
fairness of the above mentioned
kicker, and draw their own conclu-
sions whether or not he would be a
first class "grafter" if he had the
opportunity to do so.

That's rich! A man holding an
official position who would stoop to

.such a statement under such con-
ditions, must indeed be hard pressed
for a defense. We might remark,
that if it were true, that the Ledger
was in the grafting business to ten
fold the extent of our esteemed
cotemporary, itwould constitute no
justification for grafting by the Dis-
patch, or its sanction by any one.
Itis true, that the Ledger's article
purposely omitted to mention the bill
referred to, for the simple reason
that that indentical billhas not been
acted upon by the board. We re-
cognize that itwould be out of place

. on our part to discuss the merits of a
claim of the Ledger in these columns,
while the matter is under the con-
sideration of an official body. When
the trustees act, we shall then be free
to discuss the subject, but not until
then. But the indecency of the Dis-
patch man in dragging this bill into
the controversy

—
relesses us to some

extent from this policy of silence.
The billwas for the publication of

ordinance No 1, establishing regular
meeting nights for the board. Itwas
published three times. Whether it
could or could not, as the initialstep
in setting the machinery of municipal
government in motion, have been
brought within the scope of the con-
tract with the lowest bidder, was no
concern of ours as a publisher. It
wsa not so brought, and was handed
to us without any agreement on our
part, other than the published legal
rates, which have appeared at the
head of these columns from time im-
memorial. Tho circumstances con-
stituted an implied contract to pay
the regular legal rates. We charged
just those rates. We have been charg-
ing the same rates right along for
years. The Dispatch has been doing
the same, and so has every other
paper in the county. Ihis rate is
lower than the average legal rate in
other counties. And right here we
may say that when this very bill was
under consideration before the board
trustee Penry expressed himself, that
it was just and should be paid; he
has said the same outside privately.
What can we think of a man who as
an official, sworn to. do his duty
under the law, favors the payment of
a claim, and thereafter when caught
in tho act of overcharging, turns
somersault in the columns of his
paper, and wishes to convey the idea
that the charges are excessive and a
sample of graft, la itnot the hades
limitof contempt? According to this
version every publisher—not only in
this county, but throughout the state,
who has charged full legal rates for
an advertisement is a grafter. And
the Dispatch, which has probably done
more legal advertising during the
past tew years than ail other papers
in the county combined, according to
its own platform, is the greatest offen-
der of all. What a pretty dilemma.

The Ledger has not said that 25
cents per • square for advertising
charged by the Dispatch was too
high. On the contrary, we admit
that i3too low. That has been the
price fixed by the schedule of the
board of supervisors for many years,
and the publishers of the county have
repeatedly taken steps to have the
rate raised to a more equitable basis.
Ifthe Dispatch had charged the city
the full legal rates, SI per square for
the first insertion and 50 cents for
the second, tho Ledger would not
have claimed that the rates were
unreasonably high. . But what the
Ledger has said and still stands by,
is that by evading the lowest bid

Ordinance No. 23
An Ordinance amendatory of Ordin-

ance Mo. 7. Amending Section 13,
ot said ordinance reducing the license
tax on circuses and side shows.

The Hoard ot Trustees of the city
of Jackson in the county of Auiador,
state of California do ordain a
follows:

Sec. 1.—Section No l'.i, of ordiu
ance No 7, is hereby amended to read
as follows: Managers, agents or
owners of every circus and menagerie
show, exhibition, amusement, enter-
tainment or game, hereafter mention-
ed shall pay a license tax as follows:
l('or every exhibition of a circus in-

cluded or combined with a menagerie,
traveling museum or collection or
animals, twenty dollars per day.

For every exhibition of a circus not
included or combined with a men-
agerie traveling rnusum or collection
ot animals, twenty dollars per day.

For every exhibition of a caravan
museum, menagerie or collection of
animals not included or combined
with a circus five dollars per day.

For every side show to a menagerie,
museum or circus, where a separate
admission fee is charged, rive dollars
per day.

For running hobby horses or
carriages or merry -go rounds, seven
and one balf dollars per week. For
shooting galleries ten dollars per
month. For exhibitions under a
canvas, or in a building, charging an
admission fee where freaks of nature,
such as "two-headed women," "three
legged calves" or other monstrosities,
are placed on exhibition and for
traveling minstrels, shows traveling
dramatic or theatrical performances
and for exhibitions charging a fee,
such us microscopic, phonographs and
talking machines, moving pictures,
lung testers, muscle testers, ball,
knife and ring throwing, galvanic
batteries, and all exhibitions similar
in character not otherwise named,
two and one half dollais per day.
