Amador County
Descriptive Article

Amador eounty comprises an area of
548 square miles, 1t lies on the wes-
tern slope of Sierra Novada mountaing,
and embraces within its territory all
the diversity of valley, foothill, and
high mountainous lands.

Climate.~The elimate of the popu-
lous portions of the county is as genial
and healthful ascan be found anywhere
in California. As climate is one of the
most valuable assets of this favored
stato in attracting population, Amador
stands second to no county in this re-
gard. It should, and no doubt will in
time, when its climatic advantages are
more thoroughly understood and ap-
preciated, become a health resort not
only for those in less favored states,
but for the residents of other parts of
California. The temperature alone the
central portion rarvely falls below 30
degrees above zero in winter, and as
rarely rises to 100 degrees in the sum-
mer. Snow seldom falls in the settled
districts, and never remains on the
ground for more than a few hours. Of
course, in the high mountain regions
of eastern Amador the snowfall is very
heavy—which is characteristic of the
entire Sierra Nevada range. The sum-
mer season is alway accompanied with
cool nights; permitting of sound, ree
freshing slumber. Fogs are rare, cy-
clones are unknown, thunderstorms are
infrequent.

(told Mining.—The county,although
rich in other sources of wealth, com-
paratively untouched, is noted prin-
cipally for her quartz mines. The
deepest gold mines in America wve lo-
cated here. The Kennedy mine is now
taking gold in liberal quantities from
quartz extracted from a depth of over
3000 feet below the surface, with every
indication that the pay-ore extonds to
a much greater depth. Since the dis-
covery of gold, the county has contrib-
uted fully $100,000000 to the world’s
supply of the precious metal. The
mines are still yielding at the rate of
about two million dollars annually.
Nearly all of this wealth is produced by
eight or ten mines operating on what
is called the “‘mother lode,”’ stretching
clear across the county in a north-east-
erly direction a distance of twenty
miles. The mines aggregate between
400 and 500 stamps, and furnish em-
ployment for over 1000 miners. This
jndustry is still in its infancy. The
unexplored territory, even along the
main gold beit, is far in excess of the
ground that has actually been worked
or prospected. The county offers to-
day onc of the most inviting fields to
he found anywhere in the world for the
investment of capital in the fascinating
husiness of gold mining, not alone along
the mother lode, but also in the almost
untouched minerallzed country of the
east belt, some ten or twelve miles from
the main lode.

Besides gold, we have copper, de-
posits of pottery, coal, imarbe, slate,
limestone, granite, and soapstone or
tale—all undeveloped.

Agricultural Capabilities. —The agvi-
cultural possibilities equal, if not excel,
the mineral riches. The valley lands
will produce anything that can be |
srown in the most favored sections.
i the foovhill lands all kinds of decid-
wous froits thrive: also ail kinds ul‘}
vegetable are raised where irrigation
i« practicable along the numerous water
courses. Further up in the mountains,
at an altitnde of 2000 to 2500 feet, the
s0il i3 admirably adapted for apples
and potatoes. A ready market for
many times the quantity now raised of
these commodities ean be found tin the

various mining towns.

Land is cheap compared with other
California land«, Improved farms may
he sceured to.¥ one-fourth the price
current in some places. Unimproved
lands can be had from $5 to $10 per
aere. It does not require a fortune to
buy a small ranch.  There is room for
a large addition to our agriculural pop-
ulation. Vast tracts now devoted to
cattle ranges might be made the homes
of hundreds of prosperous farmers.

Amador has a populasion of less than |
12000, Three fourths of this is concen-1

trated in a strip of three miles above |
and below the mineral belt.

Jackson, the county seat, has about
2500 inhabitants, and isan incorporated
city of ‘the sixth eclass. Other towns
are sutter Creek, Amador City, Dry-
town, Plyvmouth, Voleano, Pine Grove
and Oleta. lTone City is the mejropolis
of the valley section, a thriving towni
of 1000 inhabitants .

CHAPTER 424, An Act to provide for the issu-
ance and sale of state bortds to ereate o fund
for the construction by the board of state
harbor commissioners of wharves, piers, sea-
wall, state railroad, spurs and n{)pnrmnnncen
in the city and county of San Francisco: to
ereate a sinking fund for the payment of saild
bonds; and providing for the submission of
this act to o vote of the people.t

The people of the State of California, repre-
sonted in senate and assembly, do enact ns
follows:

SecTioN 1. For the purposa of providing a
fund for the payment of the indebtedness here-
by authorized to be incurred by the  board of
state harbor commissioners for the erection of
wharves, piers. seawall, state railroad, spurs
and appurtenances in the city and county of
San Francisco, at & cost not to exceed two
million dollars (which said wharves, piers, sea
wall, state raflroad, spurs and avpurtenances
the board of state harbor commissioners are
hereby empowered to construct in the manner
authorized by law, and nt o cost not to exceed
said two million dollars), the state treasurer
shall immediately after the issuance of the
proclamation yjof the governor, provided for in
section 10 hereof, prepare two thousand suit-
able bonds of the State of California, in the de-
nomination of ore thousand dollars each. The
whole issue of said bonds shall not exceed the
sum of two million dollars, and said bonds
shall bear interest at the rate of four per
centum per annuny, from the time of said sale
thereof, and both principal and interest shall
be payable in gold coin of the present standarad
value, and they shall be payable at the office
of the state treasurer, al the expiration of
nineteen years from their date, subject, how-
ever, to redemption by lot a8 in this act herein-
after provided. Said bonds shall bear date the
second day of January, A. D nineteen hundred
and nine, and shail be made payable on the
second day of January, A D.nineteen hundred
and jtwenty-eight. The interest accruing on
such of said bonds as are sold, shall be due and
payable ot the office of the state treasurer on
the sccond day of January, and on the second
day of July, of each year after the sale of the
same; provided thut the first payment of in.
terest shall be made on the second day o Jan-
tiary, A. D. nineteen hundred and ten, on 8o
many ot said bonds as may have been thereto-
fore sold. At the expiration of nineteen years
from the date of said bonds, all bonds sold shall
ceasn to bear interest, and likewise all bonds
redeemed by lot shall cease to bear interest as
in this act provided, and the said state treas-
urer shall call in, forthwith pay and cancel the
same, out of the moneys in the second San
Francisco seawall sinking fund provided for in
this act, and he jshall, on the first Monday of
January, nineteen hundred and twenty-eight,
also cancel and destroy all bonds not thereto-
fore sold. All bonds issued shall be signed b,
the governor, and countersigned by the control-
ler, and shall be endorsed by the state treas-
urer, and eacn shall have the seal of the state
stamped thereon. Each bond shall contain a
clause that it is subject to redemption by lot
after the year nineteen hundred and eighteen,

SEC. 2 Interest coupons shall be attached to
each of said bonds, so that such coupons may
be removed without injury to or mutilation of
the bond. Said coupons shall be consecutively
numbered, and shall be signed by the state
treasurer, But no interest on any of said bonds
shall be paid for any time which may intervene
betweer the date of any of said bonds and the
issue and sale thereof 10 o purchaser.

SEec. 3, The sum of one thousand dollars is
hereby appropriated to pay the expense that
may be incurred by the state treasurer in hav-
ing said bonds prepared, Said amount shall be
paid cutof the San Francisco harbor imprave-
ment fund on controller's warrants, duly drawn
for that purpose,

SEc. 4. When the bonds authorized to be is
sued under this act shall be duly executed.
they shall be by the state treasurer sold at
public auction to the highest bidder for cash,
in such parcels and numbers as said treasurver
shall be directed by the governor of the state,
under the seal thereof. after a resolution re-
questing such sale shall have been adopted by
the board of state harbor commissioners: but
said treasurer must reject any and all bids for
said bonds, 'or for any of them, which shall be
below the par valuefof »said bonds so offered:
and he may, by public announcement at the
time fixed for the sale, continue such sale, as
to the whole of the bonds offered, or any part
thereof offered, to such time and place as he
may select, Due notice of the time and place
of sale of all bonds must be given by said treas-
urer by -publication in two newspapers pub-
lished in the ¢ity and county of San Francisco,
and also by publication in one newspaper pub-
lished in the city of Oakland, and by publica-
tion in one newspaperpublished in the city of
Los Angeles, and by publication in one news-
paper publishedin the city of Sacramento, once
a week during four weeks prior to such sale.
The costs of such publication shall be paid out
of the San Francisco harbor improvement fund,
on controller's warrants duly drawn for that
purpose. The proceedsof the sale of such bonds
shall be forthwith pald over by said treasurer
ifto the treasury, and must be by him kent in
a separate fund, to be known and designated us
the **Second San Francisco Seawall Furd' and
must be used exclusively for the construction
of wharves, piers, seawall, state railroad. spurs
and appurtenances thereto on the water front
of the city and county of San Francisco. Drafts
and warrants uron said fucd shall be drawn
upon and shall be paid out of said fund in the
same manner as drafts and warrants arve drawn

improvement fund.

SEC. 5. For the payment of the princlpal and
interest of said bonds @& sinking fund, to be
known and designated as the ** Second San
I'rancisco Seawall Sinking Fund®' shall be, and
the same is hereby created, as follows, to wit:
“T'he state treasurer shall, on the first day of
cach and every month after the sale of said
bonds, take from the San Francisco harbor im
provement fund such sum as, multiplied by the
time the bonds then sold and outstanding have

Src. 4 When the bonds authorized to be 18-
ened under this act shall he duly executed,
they shall be by the state treasurer sold at
publie nuction to the highest bidder for cash,
in such parcels and numbers as said treasurer
shall be directed by the governor of the state,
under seal thereof, after a resolution request-
ing such sale shall have been adopted by the
board of state harbor eommissioners; but said
treasurer must reject any and all bids for said
bonds, or for any of them, which shall be below
the par value of said bonds so offered; and he
may by public announcement at the place and
timo fixed for the sale. continue such sale, as
to the whole of the bonds offered, or any part
thereof offered, to such time and place as he
mav select, Due notice of the time and place
of salo of all bonds must be given by said
freasurer by publication in two newspapers
published in the city and county of Sun F'roan-
cisco, and also by publieation in one newspaper
published in the eity of Oakland, and by pub-
lieation in one newspaper published in the city
of Los Angeles, and by publication in one
newspaper publised in the city of Sacramento,
orce & week |for four weeks prior to such sale,
T'he costs of such publication shall be paid out
of the San Francisco harbor improvement fund,
on contreller's warrants duly drawn for that
purpose. The proceeds of the sale of such
bonds shall be forthwith paid over by said
treasurer into the treasury, and must be by him
kept in o separate fund to be known and desig-
nated as the “India Basin Fund ' and must be
used exclusively for fthe acquisition ares des-
cribed in the sct referred to in section 1 hereof,
Drafts and warrauts upon said fund shall be
drawn upou and shall be paid out of said fund
in the same manner as drafts and warr:nts are
drawn upon and paid out of the San Francisco
harbor improvement fund.

SEC, 5. For the payvment of the principal and
interest of said bonds @ sinking fund, to be
known and designated as the *India Basio
Sinking Fund," shall be, and the same is here-
by created, as follows, to wit: The state treas-
urtr shall, on the first day of each and every
month after the sale of said bonds, take from
the San Francisco harbor improvement fund
such sum as, ‘multiplied by the the time the
bonds then sold and outstanding have to run
will equal the principal of the bonds sold and
outstanding at the time said treasurer shall so
take said sum from said San Francisco harbor
improvement fund, less the amount theretofore
taken therefrom for said purpose; and he shall
place the sum in the India basin sinking fund
created by this act, Said state treasurershall,
on controller’s warrants duly drawn for that
purpose, employ the moneys in said sinking
fund in the purchase of bouds of the United
States, orof the State of California, or of the
several counties or municipalities of the State
of California, whicnsaid bonds shall be kept in
a proper receptacle appropriately labeled; but
he must keep always on hand a sufcient
amount of money in said sinking fund with
which to pay the interest on such of the state
bonds herein provided to be issued as may have
theretofore been sold. And to provide means
for the payment of interest on the honds that
may be sold and outstanding, said treasurer
shall monthly take from the San I'rancisco har-
bor improvement fund, and pay into the said In-
dia basin sinking fund, an amount equal to the
monthly interest then due on all bonds then
sold, delivered and outstanding. The board of
state harbor commissioners are hereby author-
ized and directed by the collection of dockage
tolls, rents, wharfage and cranage, to collect
o sum of money sufficient for the purposes of
this act, over and above the amount limited
by secction two thousand five hundred and
t\\'unl?'-six of the Political Code of the State
of Californin, Between the first and tenth
day of November, in the year nineteen hun-
dred and eighteen, and between the first and
tenth day of November of each year there-
after until the maturity of said bonds the said
treasurer shall, in the p.esence ¢f the gover-
nor, proceed to draw by lots such an amount
of bonds as shall be requisite to exhaust as
nearly as may be the amount in said sinking
fund at that time, and shall thereupon and
before the tenth day of December following,
give notice by public advertisement to be in-
serted in two newspapers published in the
city and county ef San I'rancisco, and aiso in
one newspaper published in the eity of Oak-
land, and also in one newspaper published
inthe city of Los Angeles. and also in one
newspaper pudlished tue city of Sacramento,
stating the number of bonds so drawn, and
that the principal of of said bouds Will be
puid on presentation to the treasurer on or
before the second day of January, following,
and that from and after such last named
date all interest upon bonds thus drawn shall
ceuse, and it shall be the duty of the treas-
ureras soon as said bonds so drawn by lot are
surrendered to nim and paid, (to cancel the
same, aud the interest coupons thercon, and
each year, beginning with the year nineteen
hundred and eighteen, the said treasurer
shall, in the manner aforesaid, proceed to
draw by lot such an amount of bonds ss shall
be requisite to exhaust as nearly as may be
the amount in said sinking fund, and pro-
ceed in the myvnner hereinabove staced, After
the payment of all said bonds, the surplus
or balance remaining in said sinking fund, if
any there bejshall forthwith be paid into the
San Franecisco harborimprovement fund. At
the time of the respective drawings by lot, as
aforesaid, and also at the maturity of said
state bonds, said treasurer shall sell the
United States or other bonds then in said
sinking fund, at governing market rates, after
adverusing fthe sale thercof in the manner
hereinbefore provided for the sale of honds
hereby authorized to be issued, and shall use
the proceeds for ,the payment ot such bonds
as may be drawn by lot, and at the matarity
of said bonds outstanding shall pay and re-
deem said matured outstanding bonds out of
said moneys in said fund in extinguishment
of said bonds on controller’s warrants duly
drawn for that purpose.”’ —Amendment ap-

SEC. 6. The state controller aud state treas-
urer shall keep full and particular account and
record of all their proceedings under this act,
and they shall transmit to the governor an ab-
stract of all such proceedings thereunder, with
an annual report, to be by the governor laid be
tore the legislature biennially; and all books
and papers pertaining to the matter provided
for in this act sball jut all times be open to the
inspection of any party interested, or the gover
nor, or the attorney general, or a committee of
either branch of the legislature, or a joint coms-
mitteo of both, or any citizen of the state,

SEC. 7. It shall be the duty of the state treas-
urer to pay the interest of said bonds, when the
same falls due, out of the sinking fund provid-
ed for in this act, on controller’s warrants duly
drawn for that purpose,

SEG 8. 'This act, if adopted by the people,
shibll take effect on the thirty-tirst day of Decem-
ber, A. D. nineteen hundred and eight, as to all
its provisions except those relating to and necos-
sary for its submission to the people, and for
returning, canvassing, and proclaiming the
votes, and as to said excepted provisions this act
shall take effect immeodiately.

SEC. 9, This act shall be submitted to the peo-
ple of the state of California tor their ratification
at the next generall elaction to he holden in the
month of November, A, D. nineteen hundred and
elght, and all ballots at said election shall have
printed thereon, and at the end thercol, the
words, “For the India Basin Act,” and in a sep-
arate line under the same words “Against the
India Basin Act,” and opposite (said lines there
shall be left spaces in which the voters may
make or stamp a cross to indicate whether thoy
vote for or against the said act, and those voting
l,'ul';nulll act shall do 80 by placing a eross opposite
words “For the India Basin Act,” and all those
votingagainst the said act shall do so by placing
a eross opposite the words “Against the India
Basin Ac,” The governor of this stateshall in-
cludo the submission of this act to the people, as
atoresald, in his proclamation calling for said
goneral election,

SEC, 10, The votes cast for or against this act
shall be countod, returned and canvassed and
declarel in the same manner and subject to the
same rules as voles cast for' state oftleers; and it
it appear that said act shall have recoived a
majority of all the votes cast for and against it
at sald election as atoresald, then the same
shall have effect as hereinbetore provided, and
shall be irrepealable until the principal and in-
terest of the lHabilities herein crented shall be
paid and discharged, and tho governor shall
mske proclamation thereof: but it 4 majority of
tho voles cast as atoresatd are against this act
then the same shall be and become void,

BEC. 10', 1t shall be the duly of the seeretary
of state to have this aet published in at loast one
newspaper in each county, or ¢ity and county, it
one be published therein, throughout this state,
for three months next preceding the general
election to be olden in the month of November
A, D, nineteen hundred and cight, the ¢osts of
publication shall .be paid out of the san Fran
eisco harbor improvement tand, on controller's
warvants duly drawn for that purpose,.'
