Five deadly diseases have been shorn 
of their worst terrors by the method 
of treatment Introduced by Pusteur. 
In hydrophobia, which previously had 
been uniformly fatal, the mortality un­
der antitoxin treatment is 1 in BOO. In 
diphtheria the number of deaths have 
been reduced from 1 In 2 to l in 8. In 
lockjaw the serum will prevent the dis­
ease If used soon after the wound Is in­
flicted. nnd It has recently cured two 
cases In which It was Injected Into Uw 
brain and spine, and the deaths from 
bubonic plague are reduced from 63 to 
16 per cent. 

A notable result of the recent Dally 
News' census of church attendance In 
London Is the discovery that prayer 
meetings, which were once regarded as 
the vital breath of the life of tho 
church, have almost ceased to exist. In 
the populous borough of Chelsea, only 
thirty persons were found to be In at­
tendance ut prayer meetings.

Mayor Low .said that In the earlj 
days It was taktn for granted that 
cities might be treated as a little state, 
and security was sought by a division 
of power, just us th.ugh the problems 
of a city were chiefly political. Instead 
of mainly questions of administration 
and foresight. It became apparent, 
however, that charters of this kind nf-
lurded great opportunities for plunder 
on the one hand and provided Ineffet-

ot!i«»r for the development 
of the city. "Gradually, therefore," said 
the speaker, "the tendency everywhere 
has been to concentrate administrative 
power and responsibility more and 
more In the hands of the mayor, and In 
cities where this has been done there 
has, I think, been a distinct gain along 
the lines of business efficiency. These 
are days In which everybody tends to­
ward the city. It is easy enough to un­
derstand this tendency, for In the cities 
there Ih the greater volume nixl variety 
of employment and an equally greater 
volume and variety of entertain­
ment. The trend of cities, however, 
has produced some results, the effect 
of which are only beginning to be real­
ized. It used to be thought that the 
city had done enough for the child life 
of its population when it provided for 
Its ample school accommodations. It 
nui* come to be realised, however, in aH 
the larger cities of the country—cer­
tainly It is In my own city—that the 
crowding together of many people in 
the city, as the city grows, changes 
the environment of children most un­
fortunately. I think there is no influ­
ence in our day more encouraging than 
the marked effort that is being made In 
the various cities of the country to 
look after this side of its life. For 
what Chicago has done through its 
Hull house agency in this direction I 
mage glad recognition. 

"I congratulate the people of Chi­
cago upon the splendid energy with 
which they have built upon the site of 
this old fort, not one city, but two— 
one rising like a phoenix from the 
ashes of the other. I wish, and In this 
wish I gladly associate my own city 
nnd all of our sister cities, those rep­

New York, Oct. 2.—With September at 
an advance of 145 points for the day and 
more than 200 In two days, and with news 
of private settlements 100 points higher, 
the New York Cotton Exchange yester­
day saw the culmination of the most suc­
cessfully carried out corner In cotton In 
the hUtory of the market, a corner which 
made for W. P, Brown of New Orleans, 
the leader, at the least calculation, be­
tween $7,000,000 and $8,000,000 In the Septem­
ber option alone. Yesterday In one hour 
cotton rose more than 16 a bale becauso 
men who, on the theory that the corner 
would not hold, had sold cotton by the 
thousands of bales were not able to And 
It to make the deliveries they had con­
tracted to make today and had to buy it 
Of the man to whom they had previously 
•old It. In order to prevent the market 
rising to absolutely ruinous figures many 
have made settlements within the last two 
days at figures a cent a pound above the 
olarket rate. * 

For the first time In the history of cot-
ton-selllng on a world-wide basis the mar­
ket was absolutely cornered If the market 
tells the truth. The men who have lost In 
:he corner are mainly Europeans, although 
Wall street was hit hard. One Wall street 
house in particular whose name waa with, 
held wee heavily short In the cotton mar­
ket and had to settle at figures more than 
<10 a bale above the price they got when 
hey sol£ cotton snort.

The Platform Adopted at the Massa­
chusetts State Convention. 

Hoston, Oct. 1.—Amid scenes of great 
entliuxlasm the roctul'.st purty of America 
lioM Its -state convention here and nomi­
nated its slate ticket, headed by John C.

Klghth—Fqaul civil nnd political rights 
for men and women. 

Ninth—Abolition of capital punishment.
