The sand is mixed inecliiuuc.illy will; 
a small amount of !;me, 4 or .> per 
cent., to which water Is added in :,ul!i-
eient quantities. The material is then 
delivered to a large nnck press where 
enormous pressure is applied in the 
moulding. The brick as they come from 
the press are loaded onto iron cars, 
each carrying 1,000 brick. When 
number of these curs have been loaned 
the train is shoved into a hardening 
cylinder, which is in reality a inusEive 
steel chamber, and steam is turned oa 
under a pressure of li'ii pounds to the 
square inch. The brick remain here 
from six to twelve hours and are then 
ready for immediate use. The entire 
process of manufacturing and curing 
the brick does not require more than

stitution had been closed by order of 
the comptroller of the currency, who 
had appointed Kank Kw.mliier Cun­
ningham receiver. 

The closing of the bank has been 
within the possibilities the past two 
Jays, as the institution's stoik was 
subjected to sharp declines and a de­
termined raid on the Pittsburg stock 
exchange this we;?k. The bank was 
chartered in November, 1E01, jvlth a i 
capital of $".000,000. Joseph A. Langlltt 
is president and Ceo. W. Kisenbcs, 
cashier. 

in u statement to the comptroller of 
the currency in September the bank 
showed deposits ot ;1,U32,000; cash on 
hand, JGB7.000: due from banks, $1,131,-
300; loans and discounts, S'^.yifS.OOO. 

In a general way banking oiTicials 
feel confident the Federal National 
oank's trouble will be confined to it-
ielf and will not disturb any other 
financial institution. 

In u signed statement President 
Langfitt says the bank yielded to the 
combined assaults of stockholders and 
depositors, and had to close its doora 
until an arrangement can be made to 
iiachaige all depositors' claims. He 
ittributes the withdrawal of deposits 
to the raid on the bank's stock in the 
Pittsburg market, in which the stock­
holders threw their stock on the mar-
set through necessity or fear at dis­
quieting rumors.

Officer of the Wrecked Steamer Was 
Criminally Negligent. 

San Francisco, Oct. 23.—The steamer 
Spokane arrived from Seattle and brought 
four of the survivors of the wrecked 
steamer South Portland. They are: 

Arthur Ravens, second officer. 
F. Johnson, seaman. 

I Charles iilowbergor, seaman. 
j  XJle Uunderson, seaman. 
j These men were taken from a^raft by 
j the Spokane about 147 miles south of 
Cape LSlanco. The Spokane cruised about 
for an hour in search of another raft, 
finding an empty boat. The fog shut 
down thick, and she proceeded on her 
Journey to this city. 

Port Orford, Ore., Oct. 23.—A tug from 
Coos bay has been crushing along the 
shore In an attempt to locate the missing 
raft from the steamer South Portland, 

j The fog has been a great hindrance In 
the search. With the. seas continually 
sweeping over the raft there seems little 
hope that any on It will survive. Al­
though the beach has been carefully pa-
troled for miles during the past twenty-
four hours, no bodies have been washed 
ashore. 

i The coroner's jury Impaneled to investi­
gate the death of Charles L. Hughson, 
first assistant engineer of the steamer 
South Portland, which was wrecked on 
Cape Blanco reef Monday evening, yes­
terday returned a verdict that Hughson 
came to his death from exposure on a 
life raft. The Jury, however, finds that 
Captain S. B. Melntyra "waa criminally 
negligent In his duties as master In aban­
doning the wrecked steamer before see- . 
Ing to the safety of the passengers and 
csew." 

The jury took the testimony of several 
survivors of the wreck, and concluded 
that the captain should he censured for 
leaving the ship in the first boat. 

Second Officer Raven, the last person 
to leave the sinking steamer, escaped with 
eleven others on a hastily constructed 
raft. In launching It the carpenter lost 
his life. 

i In relating the subsequent events Raven 
tells how, one by one, the occupants of 
the frail raft became exhausted, lost their 
hold and drifted away until but four sur­
vivors remained. The only food consisted 
of two apples, which were divided. Shortly 
after sunrise the fog lifted and two steam­
ers were seen. They soon picked the 
men up. 

At the coroner's Inquest First Officer 
Bruce testified: 

"J, think the captain did all in bli power 
to save the passengers and crew." 
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TRAFFIC WAS BLOCKED 

Thousands of People Were Striving ta 
Get Within Hearing Distance of s . 

, Dowie—Grace George, an 
Actress, ' -jured. 

New York, Oct. 23.—Thirty thousand 
people-, according to the estimates of 
the police, tried to get into Madison 
Square garden to see John Alexander 
Dowie. About one-third that number 
had secured admittance, when Dowie 
ordered the doors closed. When the 
other 'JO,000 found themselves shut out 
the wildest disorder prevailed, and the 
police, 40u strong, were for a time ut­
terly unable to cope with the mad rush 
of the crowd. Men and women were 
knocked down and trampled on, and 
many narrowly escaped death in the 
crush.
