Bank Clearings Increase—Agri-
culture Is a Paying Indus-
try—Manufactures
Doing Well.

The unprecedented value of]
the farin products of 1915, together.
with the very large output of factories;
working on munitions of war has sud-!
denly brought the country into a po-
sition, financially, scarcely hoped for
a8 a natlon for yvears to come. Ex-
port surplus of $50,000,000 a month is
making Canada very strong In cash.”

The response by the farmers of Can-
ada to the call for increased produc-
tion in 1915 was a totnl net outpu%
exceeding one billion dollars, an in-
créase over normal years of at least
three hundred milliong. The three
Prairie Provinces contributed nrob—
ably nearly one-half of the total prod-
uct,

The wheat crop was worth $310,000.-
000, and accounted for about 30 per
cent of the totul agricultural product.
Other things counted also. Look at|
dairying. In Ontario the dairy preo-
duction was Increased 20 per cent,
and prices were over 10 per cent
ahead of 1914. Other provinces shared
in the fincrease, especially Alberta,|
Saskatchewan, Quebec and Nova Sco-|
tia. The dairy cow was ‘“on the job”
in 1915. So also were the beef cntlle,
the pigs and the hens.

It is not fair to the farmers of the
Prairies to call the wheat crop of 1915
a8 “miracle” crop. The faripers culti-
vated more land and gave attention
to their seed. Providence gave them
favorable weather. Then they toiled
early and late in the harvesting and
threshing. Good cultivation gave big-
ger yields than careless work, 45 lnxsh-
els as agalnst 25.

The wealth of Western Canada is
by no means all in its wheat crop. If
the country had no wheat at all it
wonld still be famous as a land of suc-
cessful farmers on account of its stock
production. From one shipping point
(High River, Alberta) over $£75,000.00
worth of horses have been sold in tho
last two months. The average pricq
to the farmer has been about $175.00
per head. According to Government
returns there are a million and a half
horses im Manitoba, Saskatchewan and
Alberta, worth probably $150,000,000)

The investments which farmers of
Western Canada are making in live-
stock and farm i{mprovements are
good evidence of the fact that they
have money for these purposes. It is
apparent, however, that they are also
spending seme of their profits on
those things which will bring grenten
comfort and enjoyment to themselves,
their wives and their families. Thq
automobile trade all through thq
country {is particularly active, an:‘i
farmers are the biggest huyers. A re;
cent report of the Saskatoon district
shows that in two months a million
dollars’ worth of automobiles have
been sold, largely to farmers. Nor are
all of these cars of the cheaper makes;
some high-priced machines are in ¢e-
mand.

In 1913 the International Medical con-
gress meeting in London drew attention
to the prevalence of vencreal diseases.
The English Review, the Morning Post,
the I’all Mall Gazette, and other great
London dailies told their readers the
truth without mincing words. A royal
commission was fermed. This commis-
sion spent nearly $20,000 on an investi-
gation. They have recently reported.

They found venereal diseases to be

one of the great problems of society.
They found that 10 per cent of the peo-
vle of English cities have had syvphilis
and about 30 per cent have had gonor-
~hoea. The diseases are not so preval-
int in the country. The diseases are
rontagious. They cause widespread and
very important after effects. They are
curable. They are preventable. There-
fore, they conclude that society must
g0 to work to eradicate them as it has
gione with yvellow fever and cholera and
is doing with smallpox and malaria.

_'l‘lu- report makes 35 recommenda-
tions for governmental activities.
Among them are the following:

Extended facilities should be mad2
available for the diagnosis of venereal
Jiseases, by laboratory methods.

Every government should provide
imple hospital and dispensary facilities
for treating every person affected with
venereal disease who desire treatment.

Hospitdl cases should be taken care
of in general hospitals.

Special venereal disease
are not advised.

_'l‘rnatmonts should be free to all. Eve-
ning _clini(:s al hours convenient to the
working people should be established.
Subject to proper safeguards the auth-
crities should provide salvarsan or
equally good remedies gratuitiously to
those who cannot pay for same.

IBvery patiant in hospital, dl\pon\uy
or clinic, or by private physician should
be given a card containing instructions
and warning.

The government should provide am-
ple opportunities for the education and
training of physicians and medical
students. Prisoners should be treateil
for their venereal diseases until cured.

The advertisement of patent medi-
cines for venereal diseases should not
be allowed. Infectious venereal dis-
ease should constitute a bar to mar-

ringe. "Teachers should impart sex in-
formation to pupils in private inter-
views.

More careful instruction should bhe
provided in regard to moral conduct as
bearing upon sexual relations through-
out all! types and grades of education.
Such instruction should be hased on
moral principles and spiritual consid-
erations and should not be based only
on the physical consequences of ime
moral conduct.

In Spite of Royal Mandate London Has |
Always Proved Irresistible
to the Rich.

Royal proclamations, which in these
days of stress follow fast and follow
faster, differ in one important respect
Jacobean days; they merely proclaim
Y what the law allows. One of the most
curious efforts to secure reform by
proclamation of the illegal kind was
that made while London was expand-
ing at & feverish rate and the coun-
ties were supposed to be suffering by
the desertion of the nobility and gen-
try, says the London Chronicle.

Proclamations were issucd by James
I forbidding the erection of new build-
ing in the metropolis, and ordering
the well-to-do to reside in their coun-
try houses for the good of their neigh-
bors and the poor. One of these king-
Iy efforts pointed to “those swarms of
gentry, who, through the instigation
of their wives, or to new-model and
fashion their daughters (who, if they
were unmarried, marred their reputa-
tions, and, if marrvied, lost them) did
neglect their country hospitality, and
cumber the city, a general nuisance to
the kingdom.” 1Ib spite of the star
chamber, however, and heavy fines
(one Sussex gentleman was fined
£1,000) the Jure of London proved
irresistibie, and the melancholy pre-
dictiorr of James was realized, “that
England will shortly be London, and
London England.”
