SMALL CANNON FOR POCKET

Deadly Weapon of War That May Be
Readily Concealed Is a New
Invention.

I'he smallest bhreech-loading eannon
in the world is now berng made for
pocket nse. It is not o toy, but takes
a 22-caliber vim-tivre cartridge and firves
i bullet that would inflict a nasty

wound at close range.

It is in the form of a pocket knife,
no larger than the usual knife, and has
two blades of tine steel. But at one
end is & hole. Anyone asked to ex-
amine the article and say what it is
will be most likely to guess that it is
some new-fangled pencil sharpener or
cigar cutter.

In the end of the knife is a steel
block that turng out on a swivel, being
held by a spring that is relensed with
the thumb nail and reveals a, hole
straight through the block. The car-
(ridge is inserted at the base of this

hole, the block Is swung back into
place, the ftrigger on the Side s

opened, thus cocking the pistol, which
is now ready (o fire. Bt is held in the
hand and the trigger pressed down,
with the thumb.
