Mr. Davis, in an interview, expressed
very emphatically his indignation at the
forgery. Ue never was in Danville in
his life, never knew or ever beard of
Col. Howard.' 1 he letter was not even
a clever forgery, for it did not express
his views, aud were views that no in
telligent man could express who knew
auvtbing of tbe relations of the state
and federal governments. The troops
iu tbe Uniou army during the war
were all mustered iuto the federal ser
vice, and all articles captured by them
became the property ot the United
Males.

Mr,
GEORGE WARREN SEDWICK, aged 73

Mr. Sedwick was horn in King George
county, Va., May 1, 1814. Be came to Mis
souri in 1813, and settled in Jackson county,
where he lived but a short time, removing to
Liberty, Clay county. He was married iu
September, 1844, at Richmond, Mo., to Mart
an Elizabeth Jacobs, who survives him
One son was the fruit of their marriage, Mr.
Geo. W. Sedwick, who has resided with hi
parents, Mr. Sedwick was for a long time
quite a prosperous merchant at Liberty, but
meeting with reverses, the result of unfortu-
nate speculations, he removed to Lexington in
the year 1859. Ha has resided hare ever
since, being priucipally engaged in the local
coal business and in farming. lie never fully
recovered the financial standing that be eu
Joyed during the flower of his manhood, ami
though be was not a man to complain, this
somewhat overshadowed his latter days,
Toe writer was bis near neighbor for some
years and knew bim well. He had strong
religious convictions, was well read and had
quite a fund of information. He was a ten
uer ana anecuonaie nusband and father, a
kind and accommodating neighbor and a good
citizen. Though ill for some eight weeks be
had no idea that he was about to die. and
passed away without having realized tint
the end was near. Tbe funeral took place
from tbe Episcopal church, last Thursday
morning. Rev. J. N. McFarlaue conducting
tbe services. Mr. Sedwick leaves, beside his
wife and ton, who reside here, a brother
John Alexander Sedwick, of Wallville, Cal
vert county, Md. , to mourn his loss.

Then comes the Baptist Female College across
tbe street from tbe Methodist church, so near
that its laculty aud pupils could easily hear
from their windows a discourse ou couiro
verted subjects.

The crown of tbe Lexington schools is our
own Institution, central female college.
The buildings are located on a gentle emin
ence overlooking the city and giving a com
manding sweep of the Missouri, ihe grounds
cousisl of seven a res, who e natural beauty
needs tbe band ol Ihe laudscbape gardener.
Tbe uew college erected Willi money eollec
led by tbe euergy of tbe sometime agent.
Rev. L. V. rlOJtleei, is a large, nanusome
structure, but already Inadequate lo the de
niands of the school.

A uuaiber of medals were awarded
Miss Laura Browu, of Malta Beud, taking uo
fewer than three, for the highest average
grade, t pelting aud deportment. The gram
mar was won bv Miss Mamie WooUard
daughter ol Rev. W. S. Woodard, that for
literature by .miss Martia Crensbaw, lor Iu
slrumeutal music by tbe Misses Clara John
son and Fannie Rannabarger; for penman
snip by Miss Lulu Allstadt; for merit in tbe
primary department by Miss Lulu Allstadt
and Master Edward Raukiu: tor excelleu. e
in literature bv Miss Carrie Rvlaud, ami for
domestic neatness ana deportment by tbe
Misses Houx, Lioyd, Laura aud Mattie
Brown.

Thus closes the most successful session ol
the college. There were uearly seventy lour
boarders and about one hundred music
pu,.ils, the local patronage also being large.

This Institution stands In the same
relatiou lo ibe three conferences as Central
College. Fayette. Uuiled effort can easilj
make it the foremost female college west of
the Mississippi.
