Wellington.Mo., October 1,1887.
Edjtok ntelligencer: The fol-

lowing reasons arc why I am not in
favor of local option. My first teach-
ings were the principles of personal
liberty, achieved lor us by our lore-lather- s,

as to what we .shouid eat,
drink aud wear, the liberty of the
press, and the liberty to worship God
according to our own conscience.
None ehould dure to molest or interfere
with those righin, which were guaran-
teed to us by I he framers of the con
stitution ot the United btatea. The
great chiei ol our l omiliy said, "Unit-
ed we sluiid; divided we full." Jesus
Rays, "A kingdom divided

" against
itself cannot stand." Those liberties
coat oui- - ioreiidtfrK-TnHii- y or ibuir lives,
and were secure'! for us and our chil
dren., and when the. Hood local op
tion law came out, 1 saw it was a
stroke at the liberties so dearly bought
for us, aud it adopted by tbe vote of
the conniv those that voted lor it
would be rebels against those whose
blood bought our liberties. My grand
father endured the hardships through
the Revolutionary war, lo free ns from
the tyraunv that he fled from in his
mother couutry. I do not feel willing
to bind these burdens on any man, and
become a dictator to him in what they
shall eat, drink or wear, or in what
manner they shall worship God. My
mind was then turned to the Book of
Books, the word of God, which is a
thorough furnisher for every good
work. See what its teachings are,
touching wine and strong drink. Jf
God had forbidden man the use of wine
or strong drink, 1 could not call it to
mind, and alter a thorough investiga-
tion upon the subject, found it
nowhere forbidden, but found the in-
temperate use of both condemned, and j

men and nations punished for the
same. The ten cominaudmctits given
by Moses on the mount as a rule of
morals were not revoked by Jesus or
his apostles, and we find that wine or
strong drink was not forbidden, but
was allowed to all nations.
