Well, we have met the enemy and he
til ours. He is routed, horse, toot and

Idragoons. Of his nine divisions not
one but has succumoea. xne eigui
townships of Lafayette county and the
city of Lexington have each and all
declared against the meddlesome inter-

ference of the law with the private
habits of the citizen. They have re-

pudiated and rejected prohibition with
a unanimity which speaks in language
that is unmistakable.

The canvass is over, and however
hard it may be to hear the Puritanical
and fanatical taunt that those who op-

pose prohibition ate advocates or apol-

ogists for intemperance, the victor can
afford to be magnanimous.and to cover
with the mantle of charity the intoler-

ance of the vanquished.
The majority against the Wood law,

both in the city and county, is such
that none but an idiot would presume
to charge the vote to
the intemperate and lawless element of
the county. For very nearly every
drunkard who baa voted for the law
there was another weakling who
voted for the law with the delusive
idea that it would help him to resist
temptation which he lacked the man-

liness to do of himselt.
The orators upon the stump against

the law were as sober, as honest, as
able, and as God-fearin- g men as their
opponents. The newspapers ot the
county which opposed the law did so
courteously and fairly, and even con-

siderately. - They impugned no man's
honesty because he was a prohibition-

ist; they excommunicated nobody from
the church militant or the church
political because he differed from
them, and they entertained their views
as honestly and as conscientiously as
men could.

The contest is over. The battle is

fought. Let the bitterness of it die
out. The law wisely provides that it
cannot be for four years,
so that even if it stands the test of the
supreme court, this acrimonious dis-

cussion cannot soon again wantonly be
brought upon the people.

No man must make the mistake to
suppose that opposition to prohibition
means indorsement of intemperance;
that the advocacy of personal liberty
means the condoning of license. Far
from it. No men will more readily
deny this by their words and acta than
the men of Lafayette county who last
Thursday snowed under at the polls
the idea that they are incompetent to
know what is good for them to buy and
use. The saloon was not the issue,
prohibition was . Now all men, upon
one side as well as upon the other,
emphatically say, let the laws be
strictly enforced. We have a law
which forbids the sale ot liquor to
habitual drunkards, which forbids the
sale ot liquor to minors.which provides
a remedy to the relatives of a drunkard
against the sale to him of any liquors,
which forbids the sale of liquor upon
Sunday. These provisions should be
cheerfully obeyed by the men who are
lawfully selling liquors, but where they
are disobeyed the strong arm of the
law should mete out the punishment
provided.

The will crow a
little. They have a right to; they have
won a great victory, more
in its effects than they dream of, per
haps, for prohibition is one of those
insidious isms which leads on to other
isms as bad if not worse. But let
them enjoytheir Victory with modera-
tion. Taunts or threats or imputations
npon those who differ from them in
opiniou are neither manly nor condu
civetogood. Let us rejoice at the
great, the overwhelming, the decisive
success which we have achieved, and
let ns do so in a way that will show to
all the world that we are worthy of it.

There is so much meat iu this editorial
paragraph from the Post-Dispat- of
Wednesday, that we give it entire:
"The productions of our country are
not only taxed to pay dividends on
watered railroad stocks, but on a large
increase added to the actual cost of

railroads by the operations of monopo-

lies under a protective tariff. The farm
er not only pays a tariff tax to the gov-

ernment on every imported thing he
buys, but he pays taxes to manufactur-

ing monopolies on every protected do-

mestic product which he buys. Our
products that go abroad for a market,
have to carry all these taxes in their
competition with "foreign pauper la-

bor" iu free trade markets. They have
to pay, also, higher rates f ocean
transportation than would be the case
if our tariff did not deprive the ships
of back loads to our shores by exclud-

ing the importation of a vast amount
of valuable raw material needed by
our manufacturers. A part of. the
present cost of shipping our wheat,
cotton and manufactured goods to
foreign markets would be removed if
the same ships could come back loaded
with raw material now excluded by
the tariff. The exclusion benefits a few
monopolists at the expense of every-

body else. Our manufacturing inter-

ests are crippled by it. Labor's wages

are reduced and labor's taxes increased
by it. The same tax system which
compels the farmer to pay more for
everything, compels him to take less
for his grain."

Jeflerson City Tribune: "The nu-

merous local option elections held in
various parts of the state have resulted
in the law being defeated in every
county and city where a fight was
made. From this it is to be inferred
that a prohibitory amendment would
be defeated by an enormous majority,
if submitted to a popular vote. This is
the logic of recent events. The last
two months has witnessed the most
decisive defeats prohibition ever re-

ceived. Texas first responded with a
majority of over 90,000 against prohi-
bition, and the other day Tennessee
followed with a majority of about 30,-00- 0

the same way. This is the first
decided check prohibition has received,
and it verifies the statement that pro-

hibition cannot hold its own in demo-
cratic states. The republican states
have acted as wet nurse for prohibition
from its birth to the present day. The
democratic party is not the champion
of intemperance, and its failure to
endorse prohibition is because it
does not prohibit.In Kansas the goveri --

ment licenses more liquor dealers than
in Missouri, although there seems to
be a popular idea abroad that no liquor
is sold in Kansas. This, of itself,
is enough toconvince reasonable men
that prohibition is a fraud, and it is

not to be wondered at that democratic
states reject it "

The Marine HoRpital bureau at Wash-

ington has received a telegram lrom
Deputy Collector Spencer, Tampa.Fla.,
of which the following is a copy:
"Twenty-si- x cases in all; two deaths;
questionable as to cause of death of

the two; majority of sick convalescing;
town depopulated and very little ma-

teria! left; doctors disagree as to
whether the disease is dengue or yel-

low fever." Dr. George W. Stoner,
chief of the quarantine division, says
that if it is dengue there is no cause for
alarm nor necessity for rigid quaran-
tine, but if a doubt exists it is proper
to act on the side of safety. Dengue,
or, as it is sometimes called, breakbone
fever, is a very distressing infectuous
disease not contagions in the usual
acceptation of the term, and rarely
fatal unless complicated with other
disease. Dengue prevailed in the
West Iudias and many places in the
south about fifty rears ago, and was
prevalent in several southern cities in
1850, especially in Charleston, where
about tour-fifth-s of the population were
attacked, but only a few deaths rela-

tively occurred.

In the supreme court of the United
States, Wednesday, in case No. 1,150,
Hugh Mottram Brooks, alias Maxwell,
against the state of Missouri, common-
ly known as the Preller murder case,
the chief-justic- e announced that in
view ot the representations of counsel
for the prisoner to the effect that he is
nuable to pay the costs of prosecuting
his appeal to this court the caee may be
proceeded with, notwithstanding the

nt of clerk's fees, such fees
being remitted ; and that when both
sides come to an agreement as to the
parts of the record which it will be

at stake, and all the benefits ol the law
are the rights of the condemned man.
