JOHN S. MARMADUKE.
Aud John 3. Marmaduke i3 dead.
A true heart has ceased (o beat,
faithiul public servant has passed trom
this world to the other. We knew
that for many months his health had
been feeble and precarious, but relying
on his maguificent physigue and splen-
Jdid constitution the idea of an early
death never snggested itself. T'ha writer
knew Gen. Marmaduke well, tor several
vears waus closely associated with him
in what was to him a labor of love tor
those who hwud been his comrades in-
arms in the trying days of the civil
war, and he learned to appreciate the

heurt. He did not carry it pinned to
his sleeve for the publie gaze, but to
his intimates it was revealed as tnll of
kinduess, charity and love.

As aman he was honest, honorable
and true, as an enemy perhaps strong

and devoted, a3 a public servant conr-
ageous, and faithinl to every trusl.

As asoldier he was bravery and chi-
valry personified, aud though he came
to the duties of the governorship with
little previous study of politics his stur-
dy common seuse, combined with in-

age carried him through every crisis,
of finance, strikes and legislative difli-
culties with bonor to himself and eredit
to the state.

GGov. Marmadoke was born in Salive
county, Mo., March 14, 1533, his father
being Meredith M. Marmaduoke, who
was acting governor of Missouri lor
the term of Gov. Reynolds, who died
early in Ins tenure of office. John 3.
Marmadoke worked on bhis tather's
farmn, was edocsted al the common
school near his bowe, for two vears al

which time he boarded with Judge
Wi, . Wood, who says that he was a
most exewmplary young man, at Yale,
Harvard, and finally at West Poiut,
where Le graduated in the class of 1857
having received his appointment to
West Poiut from Jobn 8. Phelps. e
was lieutenant in the Tth infantry,
and served on frontier duaty at Fort
Laramie, in the Utah expedition and in
New Mexico. He resigned his com-
mission Lo enter the service of Lhe state
of Missouri April 17, 1861. [In the con-
federate ariny he served with distine-
tion, rising rapidly lo be a major- gen-
eral of cavalry,

His civil career, as railroad com-
missioner and governor, is familiar to
ouar readers.

Aund 8o pasges from the slage of action
the most conepicions tigure in Missouri
politics, a true frieud, an honesi mau,
and an incorruptible executive.

DANIEL MANNING.
Not unnexpectedly Dauniel Manning
died at his home in Albany, N. Y.,
Inst SBaturday.

Mr. Manniug was a remarkable ex-
ample ot the possibilities which exist
umder onr benign form ol government
for a poor boy who has courage, hon-
esly and ability,

Borun of poor parents his early bife
was & struggle for bare existouce. lle
olimbed the Iladder of finaucial snccess
in the newspaper business at Albanv.
He wasa warm friend of My, Til-
den’s, and had more to do with the
ngmination of AMr. Cleveland for pre
sident thau had auy other man in the
conntry.

As reporter, editor, bauker, poiiticul
leader, secretary of the United States
treasury, hnsbhand, father, (riend, Dan-
iel Manning execnted every trust with
ability dnd fidelity. Though alwuayvs
& strong partisau, a politician of pro-
nounced views, so open aud true was
his private sud public lite that wo poli-
tical enewmy ever breuthed g suspicion
agains{ his fair name or good faith.

Mr. Manning was alarge wan, of
powerful frame; was slvays serupu-
lously ueat and well dressed; he was
dignified and courtenns in demeanoy.
He was twice married. His first wifo,
Miss May Little, he married in 1853
She died in 18582, and on November 19,
1884, he married Miss May Margarita
Fryer, of Albauy, N. Y. [le leaves
four children—James [Hilton Munnjng,
who recently became managing editor
of the Argus; Fraderick Clinton Man-
ning, a stationer in Albsyy: Mrs. Del-
ehanty, ot Albany, aud Miss Mary, a
young lady barely out of her tesus.

The illness ot Mr. Manuing dated
from March 28, 18586, when he was at
tacked by dizzingss and sustained a
heavy fail es he was about to enter hLis
office in the treasury building on re-
turning from & meeting of the cabinet.
He was tuken in a carriage to his home
where he remained for a considerable
tume under the caure of physicians.
There were various rcporls as to the
nature of the attack and subsequent
illneas, bhut it is now generally agreed
that the trouble was apoplexy. After
resiguing the treazury poriiulio he
went (o Eogland in the hope of ob-
taining benefit, and speut more than &
month al Bournemouth, & noted ses-
side rescrt on the west coast of En-
gland.
