Their
religion for-- the most part, is made up
of talk"vigorous talk, fluent, talk, boast-
ful talk, perpetual talk. They will en--

: terteln yau by the hour in telling you
how good they are. They corao up to
such a higher life that they have
no pattaoce with ordinary Chris-
tians to; the plain discharge of their
duty.

there ar in it sand and ground glass.

When practical religion gets its full
swing in the world, it will go down the
streets, and it Will come to' that 'shoe

' store fcO'd' rip off the fictitious soles --of
many a flue looking pair of shoos, and
show thV it is pasteboard sandwiched

' between- - the sound leather. And this
practical, religion will go right into a
grocery store, and it will pull out the

' plusr of all the adulterated sirups, and
It 'will dump 'into the ash barrel, in
front of .the store, the cassia bark that
la sold for cinnamon and the brick dust
that is sold for cayenne pepper.
' There hos been adulteration
of articles of food that it Is an amaze-
ment to te that there is a healthy man
or rromttt in America.

The lawyer will feel his re-
sponsibility in defending innoncence
and arraigning evil and expounding the
law, and it will keep him from charg-
ing for briefs ho never wrote and for
pleas he never made, and for percent-
ages he never earned, and from robbing
widow and orphau because they are
defenseless.

Yes, this practical religion will come
into the physician's life, and he will,
feel his responsibility us the conser-
vator of the public health, a profession
honored by the fact that Christ Himself
was a physician. And It will make him
honest, and when he docs not under-
stand a case he will Way so, not trying
to cover up lack of diagnosis with pon-
derous technicalities, or send the pa-

tient to a reckless drug store because
the apothecary happens to pay a per-
centage on the prescriptions sent.

And this practical religion will come
to the school teacher, making her feel
her responsibility In preparing our
youth for usefulness and for happiness
and for honor, and will keep her from
giving a sly box to a dull head, chastis-
ing him for what he can not help and
sending discouragoment all through the
after years of a lifetime. This practical
religion will also come to tho newspa-
per men, and it will help them in the
gathering of the news, in setting forth
the best interests of society, and keep
them from putting the sins of the
world in larger type than its virtues
and Its mistakes than Its achievements.

Yes, this religion, this practical re-
ligion, will come and put its hand on
what is called good society, elevated
society, successful society, so that
people will have their expenditures
within their income, ' and they will
exchange the hypocritical "not at
home" for the honest explana
tion "too tired," or "too busy to see
you," and will keep innocent reception
from becoming intoxicated conviviality.

Yea, there is great opportunity for
missionary work in what are called the
successful classes of society. The num
ber of fine ladles who drink too much
is increasing. Perhaps you may find
her at the reoeption in moBt exalted
company, but ' she has made too many
visits to the wine room. -

Yes, this practical religion will have
to oc me in and fix up tho marriage rela-
tion in America. There are members
of churches who have too many wives
and too many husbands. Society needs
to be expurgated and washed and fumi-
gated and Christianized. We have mis-

sionary societies to reform Mulberry
street in New York, and Bedford street,
Philadelphia, and Shoreditch, London,
and the Brooklyn docks; but there Is
need of an organization to reform much
that is going on in Beacon street, and
in Madison Square, and Rlttenhouae
bcinare. and West End. and Brooklyn
Heights and Brooklyn HilL We want
this practical religion -- not only to take
hold of what are called the lower classes,
but to take hold of what are called the
higher classes.

There has got to be a new departure
In religion. I do not say a new religion.
O, no, but the old religion brought to
new appliances. . In our time we have
had the daguerreotype and the- - ambro-typ- e

and the photograph, but it is the
same old sun and these arts are only
new appliances of the old sunlight. So
this glorious Gospel is just what we
want to photograph the image of God
on one soul and daguerreotype it on
another souL Not a new Gospel, but
the old Gospel put to new work.

In our timer we have had the tele-
graphic invention and the telephone in-

vention and tho electric light invention,
but they are all the children of old elec-
tricity, an element that the philosophers
have a long while known much about.
So this electric Gospel needs to flash its
light upon the eyes and ears and souls
of men and becomes a telephonic me-
dium to' make the deaf hear, a tele-
graphic medium to dart invitation and
warning to all nations, an electric light
to illumine the Eastern and Western
hemispheres. Not a new Gospel, but
the old Gospel doing a new work.

Now you say: "That is a very beau-
tiful theory, but Is it possible to take
one's religion into all the avocations
and business of life?" Yes, and I will
give you some specimens. Medical
doctors who took their religion into
every-da- y life: Dr. John Abercromble,
of Aberdeen, .the greatest-Scottis- phy-
sician of his day, his book on "Dis-
eases of the Brain and Spinal Cord," no
more wonderful than his book on "The
Philosophy of the Moral Feelings," and
often kneeling at the bedside of his pa-
tients to commend them to God in
prayer. Dr. John Brown, of Edin-
burgh, immortal as an author, dying
under the benediction of the sick of
Edinburgh; myself remembering him
aa he sat in his study In Edinburgh
talking to me about Christ and his hope
of Heaven. And a score of Christian
family physicians in Brooklyn just as
good aa they were.

Lawyers who carried their religion
into their profession: Lord Cairns, the
Queen's adviser for many years, the
highest legal authority in Great Britain

Lord Cairns, every summer in his va-
cation, preaching as an evangelist
among the poor of his country. John
McLean, judge of the Supreme Court of
the United States and president of the
American Sunday School Union, feeling
more satisfaction in the latter office
than the former. . And scores of Chris-
tian lawyers as eminent in the church
of God as they are eminent at the bar.

Merchants who took their religion
Into every day life: Arthur Tappan, de-

rided in his day because he established
that system . by which we come to find
out the commercial standing of busi-
ness men, starting (hat entire system,
derided for it then, himself, as I knew
him well, in moral character AL Mon-

day mornings inviting to a room in the
top of his store house the clerks of his
establishment, asking them about their
worldly interests and their spiritual In-

terest, then (riving out a hymn, leading
In giving them a few words ofprayer,. . . . , i . . . . . .
good advice, asmng inem wnat cnurcn
they attended on the Sabbath, what the
text was, whether they bad any es-
pecial troubles of their own. Arthur
Tappan. I never heard his eulogy pro-
nounced.

OLD BOGY.
A Telegraph Operator Who Is Known

Wherever There U a Wire.
He looked like a very ordinary man as

he stood in the doorway of the train
dispatcher's office at the pier one even-
ing. He was dressed in an ordinary
suit of clothes. His rather thin face
was framed in a thin, reddish beard,
through which peeped a pair of blue
eyes. Taking it all in all he was a very
ordinary looking man, and yet that roaa
was the most noted telegraph operator
In the United States, and possibly in
the world. It was "Old Bogy,"

telegraph operator or a train dispatcher
knows Old Bogy. Wherever there rune
a line by telegraph wire there is known
that name, and it is pretty safe to say
that Old Bogy himself has been pretty
nearly wherever the telcjrraph has
gone.. Old Bogy's other namo Is Bo--

garduat
Twenty-fiv- e years ago Old Bogy for

Old Bogy be was even when he was a
lad was a telegraph operator In the
employ of the United States Govern
ment Bogy was a telegraph operator
In the Capitol at Washington, and be
handled all of the important messages
that came there from the front. He was
trusted, and the confidence was not
abused.

After a while ho was sent to the front
and was In the midst of the fighting
with General Grant, and he played no
unimportant part in the great strife.
He was an expert operator a better
does not exist and he held many a
great secret during those troublous
times.

After the war Old Bogy began to
drift. He wandered from railroad to
railroad, and from telegraph office to tele'
graph office, from one end of the coun
try to the other, and before long the
name of Old Bogy became a proverb
among telegraph men. . He had gained
the bad habit of unrest that had
fastened itself upon him during the w r,
and before long he became the most
noted tramp operator in the United
States. He seemed to have lost all de
sire of ability for steady work, and
while his ability was of the highest, he
would work a few weeks and then sud
denly leave, and do nothing until his
money was exhausted.

And so he traveled, working a little,
borrowing a great deal, and often get-
ting passes from point to point on rail'
road lines.

Train Dispatcher Comstock, now at
Oakland pier, worked with Old Bogy In
Chattanooga some seven or eight years
ago. Bogardus had just been sent to
China to put in operation a system of
train dispatching on the first railroad
telegraph in that country.- - He was
gone four years, and when he returned
he wan given a big reception at Chat
tanooga, and that was the beginning of
his second downfall.

Five years or so ago Old Bogy drifted
out to San Francisco, and was em'
ployed In the Western Union office In
that city. He worked there for several
weeks and just before pay-da- y he went
out of th office and never retueued to
get the money that was due him.

Old Bogy's uncle died in Rochester,
N. Y., not long ago. and left him S30,- -
000, but mo invested that bo could draw
only the income, and conse uently the
tramp operator is in better financial
condition than ever before. He Is good'
natured and good-hearte- d in the ex-
treme and will share his last peony
with his friends, but he Is an inveterate
borrower, and the boys all like him,
and ho has no trouble making his way
wherever he goes, traveling mostly on
his reputation.- - Oakland Tribune.

MEN WHO DO WOMEN'S WORK.
Some of the Oiwnpatlonn In Which Males

Do the Work or Feinalos.
While it Is true that women have to a

great extent of late years taken to doing
men s work, it is also true that somo
men do womeu'a work. In California
Chinese men are largely employed as
domestic servants, aud wherever China
men go they are chiefly employed In
laundries. In many large laundries
whore now shirts are done up expert
men are employed who make good
wages. The reason why men are em
ployed on new shirts is because the new
shirts require more strength to iron
them properly than shirts that havo
been previously laundered, and few
women have the strength to do the
work properly. In tho State prisons
men are commonly employed at laundry
work, mainly on shirts. It is curious, by
the way, how differently a Chinaman
uses an iron from tho method employed
by women. When a woman uses an
iron she begins with it at the right heat
for use, and couseqnently It soon cools,
and she consumes much time in chang-
ing her Irons. The Cuinaman, on the
contrary, gets his irons very hot, much
too hot for use. When he begins to use
the Iron lie plungos it quickly iuto cold
water. This cools tho surfaco for a mo
ment. The heat from tho interior then
begins to come to the surfuce, and coti
tinues to do so for some tlmo, about as
fast as it is cooled by use, so that tho
necessity for the frequent changing of
irons is obviated.

Worth, tho man dressmaker of Paris,
has counterparts in other countries.
The largest producer of dress patterns
for women in New York is a man, al
though his business has been for many
years conducted In the name of hlB
wife. The most expensive and best-fi- t
ting dresses that women wear are tailor--
made dresses which are made by men.
The designs for new dresses are mostly
made by men. The most expensive la-
dies' hats are made by men. Tho man
milliner Is proverbial.

In the department or nursing, which
Is considered specially women's work,
many men are employed. Where pa-
tients are helpless and require much
lifting, it has been found necessary to
procure strong men, because women aro
not equal to the hard labor.

Sewing is especially women's work,
but the very flues t and best paid sowing
Is done by men in fancy tailoring. Since
the introduction of the sewing machine
the proportion of men sewers has in
creased in those branches where tho
work is heavy and requires strength for
long hours of labor.

Although cooking ia regarded gen
orally aa women's work, the best paid
cooks are men. In the great clubs.
hotels, restaurants and private houses
where fine cooking is required, the
best cooks are men. .It is tho men
who have made cooking one of the fine
arts. It is true, however, that the great
artists in food disdain to be called cooks,
and are known as chefs, and they com'
mand salaries of which the average law
yer would be proud.

House cleaning is looked upon as wo
men's work, yet there aro establish
ments that will clean a house from top
to bottom and put It in order, and em
ploy mostly men to do it.

Boarding-hous- e keeping is mostly wo
men's business, but there are many
large and successful boarding-house- s in
New York that are managed by men.
Often they get two or three houses to-
gether, and the tendency of men In that
business Is to enlarge It so as to make
these places approach the character of
hotels. It is a rare thing for a woman
to keep a hotel.

There are even men chambermaids.
On steamboats and steamships most of
the chamberwork is done by men. Even
hi large boarding-house- s It has been
found expedient to have men do the
chamber work. N. Y. Sun.

TOO MUCH YARN.
A Forgetful Night Clerk Who Got Matter

Mixed.
"Speaking of Western hotel night

clerks and their failure to call guests
on tune," said a tourist, "reminds me
of a little experience I had in a Kansas
town. It was an unimportant place,
though at a railway junction, and the
hotel where I was stopping seldom en-
tertained more than one or two guests
at a time. But on this particular night
I speak of there were four men there,
each of whom left a call to cnablo them
to depart on night trains.

A SALT DESERT.

ltalow Kcft l.i'vi'l Where Nnm Hut. Indians
uikI CIiIiiix' (Mil VVorh.

Salton is one of the lowest points in
tho I'nited Stall's, beiii'' 2(W feet below
sea level. 1 1 is a dreary spot situated at
about the end of nliutre valley, which
on the east will one day lie alilooin with
the llowers of orange tfnil lemon trees,
and whose gentle slopes will be covered
over with vines bearing grapes that
will fur surpass in si.e. Ma vor and beauty
the fabled hunches uf Km-IioI- . lint from
time iiinniMiHii ial Salton itself has been
a desert and for all time to come it will
remain so. I lis as if Mime huge citron
had been placed mi it. and except for u
few scant huge-brus- nothing grows on
it nor can be made to grow. Here lie
the huge sail beds which are now being
worked by a San company,
no what looks apparently a useless
waste is really valuable land.

The beds cover an enormous urea, nnd
the salt is scraped from off the burfacc
and is not, us sonic people imagine,
mixed in the same way as gold and sil
ver. Ihe beds are about six tc eight
feet in length, and often larger, for
they arc artiliuially made, and in them
oozes the salt. The only tools which
are employed to (;at!ier salt arc a shovel
and a hoe. Theu t he crude salt, is loaded
upon flat cars and run down by a loco
motive into the mills, where it is
poundod up into suit for the table, for
the dairy and for such other purposes as
is Tho amount of salt that can
bo produced is incalculable. Indeed,
there Is enough to supply the civilized
world for all time to come, and if thero
were a failure of salt uny where the Col
orado desert would be able to supply
the demand.

In broud day when the beds aro seen
from the railroad ems, they look like au
immense lnlaud ocean, whose waters
are of glaring white and upon whose
broad bosom rise inntuuurable mirages
from a great city blessed with churches
and cathedrals, whose spires arc as
numerous as the masts on the Eiver
Thames to great ocean steamships and
huge sailing vessels. Iu early morning
when the sun is rising the scene is one
of unsurpassed splendor, for as the rays
strike the salty crystals they flash
forth various colored lights.

The only labor that can be hud here is
Chinese and Indian, and Mr. Durbrow,
the manager, who has had considerable
experience with the Indians, says that
the Indians of the Colorado desert are
admirable workers. Indeed, they ap
pear to lc and are particularly am-
bitious. They havo built around the
manager's house quite a little settle-
ment, and they arc epicures In the man-
ner of food They are all men of family.
Their women, who arc singularly good-lookin- g,

keep house for them, but do no
sort of manual labor except that con-
nected with the house. Tho bucks are
stalwart young chaps, and 60 well
thought of are they by Mr. Durbrow
that he pays t he Indians $1.50 a day
and the Chinese $1.3.1 a day.

In conversing with Mr. Jockcr, who is
the foreman at tho works, he said: "It
is a mistake to suppose that all Indians
are worthless. The nine men that I
have with ine are wonderful workmen.
1 have no trouble with them. They are
at the salt beds by five a. m.. and they
work steadily t ill the noon hour, when
they eat their dinners and again go to
work. In fact, one Indian is worth two
Chinamen, and they know it, and de
mand more pay. You have to keep
continually watching a Chinaman, for
he will talk and chatter during the
workiDg hours. Not so the Indian. Ha
is stolid aud will keep on working, never
stopping to talk or smoke. They are
good hard laborers and have a love for
It, Inusiuuch ns it brings them many
luxuries. They are kind to their fami-
lies and really are admirable people,
whom it. ts a pleasure to deal with."

Grackftd Stiver Coins.
The stamping machines at the gov-

ernment mints, embodying as they do
all the best inventions obtainable, yet
do not do their work with absolute per-
fection in every instance Occasionally
a silver, dollar is turned out with a
trifling defect, and then tho coin gener-
ally onuses more trouble, many times
ver, than It is worth.

is a slight crack in the edge of the
coin, which i likely to escape the no-
tice of any ordinary scrutiny, but like
the rift in the lute of which the pout
sings, it makes the dollar's music mute.
The commonest wny to test a silver
coin to find out whether it is counter-
feit or not is to drop it on a table or
counter. If it has a clear ring it is sup-
posed to be good. Asa matter of fact,
some counterfeit coins now curront,
which are made of antimony and tin,
have a sound almost identical with that
of a real silver dollar. What makes this
test still more uncertain is tho fact that
a real silver dollar with tho little rift
sounds as If it were lead when dropped.
