FAIRCH1LI) OPPOSES SILVER.
Mr. Fairchild has been put forward

as the champion of inoiio-metalis-

presumably because ho was Cleve-
land's secretary of the treasury. The
niono-metalis- ts are extremely solicitous
of securing democratic converts to their
cause, and never let slip an oppportu-nit- y

to bring int o service the few prom
inent democrats who believe their way.

In tho June number of the Forum,
nemuor niewan, oi ievaua, nail a
paper advocating free silver coinage,
ana Air. riurciuiu was selected to an-

swer it. In trying to meet Mr. Stew
art's masterly points in silver coinage!,
Mr. Fairchild says:

All Europe has stopped tho free coinage
of silver, which it would have not done

it believed that it, in conjunction
with us, could maintain the old ratio of
the precious metals. The countries of the
Latin Union have a vast amount of silver,
and it is much more important to them to
maintain the equality of silver with gold
than it is to us even yet, and still they
are not willing to do so with our help;
how much less then must they believe in
our power to do this unaided! Therefore,
upon thinking that they saw the approach
of silver mono-mctalis- m in country,
they would also think that our gold coins
were better property than our silver coins,
and would take steps at once to get our
gold and save themselves from the possi-
bility of getting our silver. They would
do by selling all the securities created
in this country for which they could find
a market. They would seek that market
here, and tho result would be that, for a
time at least, this country would have the
use oi mucn less foreign capital than it
has now.... Certainly the first result of

action on the purtof foreigners would
do to aepress an values nerc, and lo create
more or less scarcity of money in this
oouutry. livery one can answer for him
self whether condition would be well
for us or not.

Like all other papers opposing silver,
there is a great deal of fustian, if not
untruth, in article.
The members of the Latin Union have
temporarily suspended silver coinage
forced to do so by tho atittide of Ger-
many and Great Britain. They refused
to unite with t,ho United Stales in

silver, not because they
feared silver, but because they could
not agree with the United States upon
a ratio. The Latin Union ratio is 15

of silver to 1 of gold. That of the
United States is 15.988 of silver to 1 of
gold. It would therefore be at a sacri
fice nearly three per cent, over
824,000,000, for tho Latin Union to
adopt the American ratio, and the
United States could not, in justice to
its creditors, change its ratio.

Then tho fear of an European Hood
is groundless, as any one knows, who
understands the significance of the
tenacity with which the European peo
ple- cling to their silver coin.
